The champions of black republican-
ism, says the Washington Union, seem
to be wholly incapable of appreciating
the trath thatit is just as impossible for
a politieal party to be prosperoms with
a bad name for integrity, frankness, and
honesty as it is for an individual t6 be
respected and influcntial who has ae-
quired a charaeter for deception, dis-
honosty and fulsehood, The arts of de-
coption may have a temPorary success,
bat, in the long run, the conseguences
of exposurc are sure to follow. Know
Nothingism scemed for a time to prom-
ise fair; but.there was one element in
its organization which would have de-
stroyed it even if its principles had been
less obnexious than they were. To get
the benefit of eecrecy, it adopted a sys-
tem of prevarieation, of suppressing
truth and suggesting falschood, sthich
was entirely inconsistent with a charac-
ter for honesty and frankness, and this
feature in its orgmnization was incom-
patable with its permancot success.—
The black republican leaders ought to |
have learned from their alliance with
know nothingism, and from the fatality
which followed it, that there is teath in |
the old proverb—* Hunesly 15 the best|
policy.” Their course,  however, since
the presidential election, and for a bllurt[
time before, proves that they learned no
wisdom either from their association
with know nothingism or from its fate.
