The democratic party, remarks the
Washington Union, is now enjoying its
greatest triumph—not merely that they
have cleeted their candidates and secur-

We believe it is secttled, and
that henceforth sectionalism will cease
to be a dangerous element in our politi-
cal contests. No issue was ever more
directly and squarely made than that on

result was an unmistakable popular judg-
ment against sectionalism, and in faver
of a broad, conservative, constitutional
nationalism. The questions involved
in the canvasscould not have been more
fairly and directly made and maintain-
ed; and if the success of the Demoecrat-
ic nominees did not settle those ques-
tions as fully as a popular decision could
settle any question, then it is idle to re-
ly on popular clections as tests of polit-
ical principles.

DBut fanaticism ccases to bea
formidable enemy when it seeks to mea-
supe strength with the Union-loving
spirit of the people, sustained and con-
firmedl by the great arbiter of constitu-
tional questions.  Fanativism becomes
powerless against such a combination
and hence we may smile at the madness
with which the organs of black republi-
canism assail the late decision of the
Supreme Court.”

Negroes mot Citizens of the U. S,
Opinion of Wm. Wirt.

Inasmuch as the Black Republicans
are endeavoring to create the impression
that the doctrine that negroes are not
citizens of the United States is a recent
one, we publish the following, showing
the opinion of William Wirt, a distin-
guished jurist, who was the opposition
candidate for President against Jack-
son, in 1832

The navigation laws of the 1J. States
required that masters of vessels should
be eitizens.  Under this statute a ques-
tion arose in the Treasury Departoent
whether a free negro of Virginia was a
citizen of the United States, and there-
fore entitled to be placed in command of
a vessel. The point was reforred by the
then Seeretary of the Treasury to the
Attorney General of the United States,
in the following form: ‘“IWhether free
rsons of volor are, in Virginia, citizens
of the United Stateas, within the intont
and meaning of the ncts regulating for-
eign and coansting trade, so as to be
qualified to command vessels ¥

To this query Mr. Wirt gave an offi-

from which we make the following ex-
tracts :

“Looking to the Constitution as the
standard of meaning, it seems very man-
ifest that no person is included in the
description of citizen of the U. States
who has not the full rights of a citizen
in the State of his residence. Among
other proofs of this, it will be sufficient
to advert to the constitntional provision
that ‘the citizens of each State shall be
entitled to all the privileges and immu-
nities of citizens in the several States.”
Now, if a person born and residing in
Virginia, but possessing none of the high
characteristic provisions of a citizen of
the State, is nevertheless a citizen of
Virginia, in the sense of the Constitu-
tion, then, on his removal to another
State, he acquires all the immunities and
privileges of a citizen of that State, al-
though he possessed none of them in the
State of his nativity; a consequence
which certainly could not have been in
the contemplation of the Convention.—
Again: The only qualification required
by the Constitution to render a person
eligible asPresident, Senator or Hepre-
sentative of the United States, is, that
he shall be a ‘citizen of the United States’
of a given age and residence. Free ne-
groes and mulattoes can satisfy the re-
(E;Jisitions of age and residence as well as
the white man; and if nativity, residence
and allegisnce combined, (without the
rights and privileges of a white man) are
sufficient to make him a ‘citizen of the
United Stages’ in the senze of the Con-
stitution, then free negroes and mulat-
toes are eligible to those high offices, and
and may command the purse and sword
of the nation."”

Farewell Address of Govermor
Geary, of Hansas.

The farewell address of Governor
Geary, of Kansas, has reached us in the
8t. Louis Republican. It is not such a
document as was reported by telegraph
from St. Louis on the authority of the
Demaocrat at that place, which turns out
to be pure fiction. We extract the more
material passages from this sensible ad-
dress. The Governor says:

In parting with you I can do no less
than give you a few words of kindly ad-
vice, and even of friendly warning.—
You are well aware that most of the
troubles which lately agitated the Ter-
ritory were occasioned by men who had
no especial interest in its welfare. Ma-
ny of them were not even residents;
while it is quite evident that others were
iufluenced altogether in the part they
took in the disturbances by mercenary
or other personal considerations. The
great body of the actual citizens are con-
servative, law-abiding and peace loving
men, disposed rather to make sacrifices
for coneiliation and consequent peace,
than to insist for their entire rights
should the general good thereby be caus-
ed to suffer. Some of them, under the
influence of the prevailing excitement
and misguided opinions, were led to the
commiwsion of 'grievons mistakes, but
not with the deliberate intention of do-
ing wrong.

A very fow men, resolved upon mis-
chief, may keep in a state of unhealthy
excitement and involve in fearful strife
an entire community, This was de-
monstrated during the eivil commotions
with which the Territory was convulsed.
