In scanning these figures showing the
rate of State taxation during the present

Garments are seldom
patched or darned, for when they come
to holes, they are not worth saving; she
declares, and so they go the way of all
the earth very fast." Every-wher- e and
at all times she lets all the littles slip
through her fingers. She burns two
candles when one would do; two sticks
of wood, when one would answer just as
well; puts in two eggs, when one is
amply sufficient; two ounces of lard when
a half of ouo would- - be better; twice as
rntrcTt pepper, --spiee m4fgnr h desir-
able ; a third more coffee and tea than is
best for taste and health, and thus while
sho wastes thc substance, wastes the
health and strength of her family.
Put all thc littles which an improvident
wife needlessly uses, wastes and throws
away in the course of a year together
and they would soon amount to a sum
which would put a poor family in good
circumstance.

Improvidence is the chief cause of
poverty in this country. The wife s

most efficient means of benefitting thc
purse of a family is by saving, seoing to
it, "that nothing is lost." The rule is
that the wife makes use of the huband's
earning. There is quite as much in
using as earning fast. One need not be
mean to be economical. Thc spend-
thrift is oftcner meaner than the econ-
omist.

This every whore put in
practice will make almost every house
thrifty, and soon fill the world with
plenty.

a uieud incuts as a substitute for the twenty-hft- h

Section of the second Article of thc Constitution
and for the second Section of the same Article,
aud for the third Section of the eleventh Article,
viz: All regular sessions of the General Assem-
bly shall commence oa the first Monday of Jau-uar-

annually. Senators shall be alecied bien-
nially, and ilcprcLentatives annnal'j, by the
electors of their respective counties or districts
on the second Tuesday of October. Their term
of oliice shall comnieuce cn the first day of Jan-a-ar- y

next alter their election, aud that of Sena-
tors shall continue two years, and that of Repre-
sentatives elected at the same time shall hold
their ojliccs for one year. Provided, that seven-
teen of the Senators'elected ou the second Tues-
day of October, 1357, to be ascertained by lot, as
the l'resident of the Senate may direct, shal1
hold their otiicc for ouly one year, aud their suc-
cessors shall be elected on the second Tuesday
of October, one thousand eight hundred and tifly
eight, anil bienually thereafter.

m inner. If there be only one ratio then a Rep-
resentative shall be allotted to thc tenth session
of the decennial period.

If there are two Ratios Representatives shall
he allotted to thc ninth and tenth sessions: D
three to the eighth. niHlh. and tenth sessions; It
four to the seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth; If
live to the sixth, seveuth, eighth, ninth and
tenth; If six to the fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth,
ninth and tenth; If seven to the fourth, fifth,
sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and teuth; If eight
to the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seveuth, eighth,
ninth and tenth; If nine to thc second, third,
fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and
tenth sessions of the decennial period respec-
tively.
