
A GLANCE AT OHIO POLITICS.
Two years ago there was a strange and

nnomolous Mending of two parties, or
faction-!- , in the State of Ohio, for their
ciiaiiiou interest, and iu opposition to
the great National Democratic party.
That mutual interost was simply secu-
ring the offices, and political power of
the State. The aholitiou wing was a
taction wedded to one idea which was
paramount to all else, but without or-

ganization and restricted to one section
of the State with sympathising squads
in various other sections. The Know
Nothing wing was an organization of
the strongest and most dangerous char-

acter, aud most antagonistic to freedom
ami our institutions, but its principles,
except a few dogmas the most monstrous
and revolting, undefined and unsettled.
The consequence of their compact was
the election of Governor Chase, the pre-

sent incumbents of the several offices of
State and the late Legislature. The
people were assured that although Mr.

Chase was an abolitionist, the rest were

"all right on the goose' In justice to
the Governor, he abstained from a par
ticipation in tho ridiculous dogmas of
his allies, but the Know Nothing-nes- s

of the rest, and of the majority of the
legislature was indisputable.

The combination was successful, but
the Know Nothings proper soon dis
covered that they had been deceived as
to the distribution of the offices, aud
those who were in the enjoyment of the
fatness, had only worn their badge for
the purpose, aud the disguise was very
readily relinquished. The effort was
made to abolition!: the State, but there
trcrc national men in the Fusion, who,
on ascertaining that they had been
duped, withdrew from it and attempted
a separate organization.

Out of more than one-ha- lf of the le-

gislature elected as Know Nothings,
when they came up at the second ses-

sion, but one (Dan McFarland, of Sei-ota- ,)

was left. They had all sunk neck
ajid heels and sole into black republican --

isiu. Tliis accounts for their miserable
legislation. The good which was done

that with which; Wack republicanism
is Bolaciag itself for the &arful and
egregious mistakes aud follies it com-

mitted, was originated by
Democrats a, far abler representation
than the Fusion could boast, although
not one-thir- d their number.

Knowing, and made to feel their
powerless condition, unless to annoy or
force the majority to extreme party dis-

cipline, the Democratic members were
quite diplomatic : and having a number

ganization but it is sheer nonsense.
It docs not hold its own iu a single
county of the State. It is as feeble

if ready iO l deluded again into fusion
with Black Republicanism. On recent
occasions it has united under the false
fine of "Citizens' Ticket" against the
Democracy, with the piratical motto,
"anything to beat a Democrat."

The Late Legislature.
The Zanesville Aurora discourses, as

follows, of tho late Legislature : The
weakest, most vascillating, unprincipled
and decidedly disgraceful Legislature it
has been the ill fortune of Ohio to have
since our recollection, had the wisdom
and irood taste to adjourn last Saturday
morning. The majority obtaining their
seats by false promises and fraud, noth-
ing but corruption could be expected
from them.

Of course the man who paid sixty
cents taxes in 1855 for all Stato pur-

poses did, iu 1850, on the same amount
of property, pay one dollar. That is
to say his taxes for State purposes were
incroascd forty per cent.

By reference to the report ot tnc au-
ditor of State to the Legislature last
winter before last, it will be seen that
the amount of taxable property on the
grand duplicate of the State was a little
over 8800,000,000.

The levy for 1855 being six-tent-

of a mill, the amount paid into the State
Treaury for revenue purposes that year,
that is to carry on the State government,
was a little over 85:;0.0()0.

The levy in 18515 being one mill, the
amount collected from the people of
Ohio last fall, taking tho amount of
value of the property in the State as wc
have given it above, was over 8800, 000,
being an increase of THREE HUNDRED
ANU FORTY THOUSAND DOLLARS, in OI1C

year.

It is not at all strange that a Legisla-

of home interests, would add nothing
but disgrace and taxes on its constitu-
ents.

ninth and tenth: If seven to the fourth, fifth,
sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth; If cighl
to the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth,
ninth and tenth; If nine to the second, third,
fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and
tenth sessions of the decennial period respec-
tively.
