ple to day than when our experiment of
a was first started by the
framoTS of the Constitution. Who cad
question that if any larger proportion of

tho States of this Union occupied the
f.ime political status that Massachusetts
does, that our people would have reach-

ed a point from which our present form
of government would prove a failure.
Wo do not allude to the question of sla-

very, bnt that condition of mind and
morals entering into their political and
social organizations, which make mani-

fest their deterioration in all the ele-

ments of their original republican char-

acter. They have colleges and schools,

churches and chapels, capital and labor,
luxury and want; but nono nor all of
these constitute well regulated liberty.
The mother countries had them, from
Which the Pilgrim Fathers fled. The
worst despotisms of tho world have had
them.

The spirit of the times,

the abandonment aud disregard of the
elementary principles of our govern-

ment, corruption and recklessness in
public men, are not peculiar to Massa-

chusetts. We only instance it is pro-

bably the most striking example for our
purpose

Men arc growing reckless of princi-
ple, aud proportionably reckless of con-

sequences to the country. Tho patrio
tism of those who should be the stand-

ing lights in society has been given
a way to tho consideration of the dollar.
Sic a would rather be millionaires than
statesmen, and are beginning to value
political preferment very much as they
estimate the stocks at the Exchange.
Their ideas of legislation partake of the
samo character. Everything is based
upon dollars and cents; and, when their
pliilanthrophy even extends beyond
their own pockets to their constituents,
the question is, how much richer it will

wke themwhat additional advanta-
ges for making money it will afford them

what increased facilities for trade and
peculation it will give. The liberty ol

xnc citizen tne rignts or tne citizyn
the actual necessities of the citizen
peace and security, political and social
equality things that concern all alike,
and are especially dear to the great mass

- ot our plain, substantial people, arc sub-

ordinate, and often palpably ucglectcd.
To such an extent has this tendency

in legislation gone that many good men,
forgetful of themselves, are falling in
with the idea that it is the business of
(Javernmcnt to take paatitl charge and
management of tho private cor?cern3 of
its citizens. Hence we hear it spoken
of as a parental Government, as though
the people were its creatures, and not it
the creature of the people. Uence the
desire for a splendid Government, as
thougn the republicanism did not con-

sist in its very simplicity.
The idea has been growing that it i;

the business of Government to make
money. Hence the establishment oi

banks and other moneyed corporations.
" in Wnieh the States have become par

ties. Some have thought that it was

the duty of Government to fashion the
morals of its people, and as a consc

quince have followed the Maine liquor
law-is- and all other isms growing out
of the question of temperance reform.
It is this class of thiukers who have

I swarmed the country with petty corpo-

rations, in derogation of the right of the
masses; and who would, if permitted to
have llicir way, convert our institutions
into mere corporations, centralized, un
limited in power, and ending in rcvolu
tioo or a king.

Against these combined errors of the
times fanaticism, error and corruption

the Democracy havo to contend;
much of which may have crept into their
own party. Every party has its house
bold nuisances, and we may reasonably
appose that tho Democratic party has

its share of them- - That the best and
ablest men should be chosen for office

it- - no iteoossar j result of our elective
system, and those who think that the
soundness ot the Democratic doctrine
will always, guarantee the party from
elevating the unworthy to honor and
poTTer, will be sometimes disappointed.

- It will happen again, as it has often be-

fore, that the station due to talent,
- Ming and virtue will be assumed by

demagogue and a hypocrite. These
things are inevitable. Forties are no
less exempt from imposition than the
Church. Many a Federalist has won.
the visor of a Democrat. Some honest-
ly psofesa tho name who never knew
the meaning of the word. .

The dnty of the Democracy, in on:
judgment, is not more important tha:.
it is simple. They have but to adheri
rigidly to their ancient landmarks 1

the epeed of JeSerson, and the practices

ot ins iJemoeratic sueuessoj-s- . Let us
have a simple Government, keep near
to the people one of clearly defined
and limited power preserving the sov-
ereignty of the States and recognising
the sovereignty of man. A Govern-
ment that affords equal and exact jus-
tice to. all, exclusive privileges- - to nono.
A Government of the people, and for
the people protecting them in the ex-

ercise of tho largest liberty, consistent
with right and order, leaving them free-t-

work out their own good in their
own way and at their own time. Lot
us adhere to principle, losing sight ol
men just in proportion as they deviate
from the established maxims of the

Mississipian . .

ALL HALL, OHIO!

tent, but the public attention was t o

Thus spoke the Now York Tribune
on Thursday. It is a graceful apo'.ogy
for a defeat a most disastrous and ig-

nominious defeat in what has been
heretofore regarded by the Tribune and
the republican leaders as the stronghold
of the republican party. Ohio, tho Em-

pire State of the West, whose gallant
Democracy havo struggled for three
years past against immense odds, has
thrown off the black republican vam-

pires whe had fastened themselves upon
her, bankrupting her treasury, dislion-- '
oring lit r hitherto untarnished credit,
and in a fairly aud hotly contested bat-

tle cnrolted herself alongside her sister
States of Pennsylvania, Indiana, Illi-

nois, California, and Iowa, in the front
rank of the democratic column.

But, says tho Tribune : "Tho public
attention was too much absorbed by pe-

cuniary anxiety !" What wonder that
the people who had been plundered by
the million by dishonest black republi-
can officials men who, under profes-

sions of ''economy and reform," and by
the aid of "bleeding Kansas," had sto-

len into power; what wonder, that, em-

anating under such republican rule, the
masses should be absorbed by ''pecuni-
ary anxiety," and rise in the majesty of
their might and indignantly hurl from
power such corruptionists ! But, no.
The Tribune and its friends Chase,
Giddiugs, Wado & Co expected they
could bleed Kansas yet a little longer;
that by the aid of "Dred Scott" and fa-

natical appeals they could divert the at-

tention of the people from their own
affairs and perpetuate their power. But
the Democracy met them at every turn.
Standing fairly and equally on the na-

tional Democratic platform, yielding
never an inch, nor compromising a ti

tle of democratic principle, they charg-
ed home upon the opposition their trea-

sonable design upon the Union their
negro suffrage and negro equality pro-

clivities; their incompetency and cor-

ruption in the management of public
affairs, wherever committed to their
charge, at home or abroad. They wise
ly concluded that, under Mr. Buchan

Kansas would take
care of herself, and they would give
some attention to a "bleeding" treasury
at home; and to day Ohio stands re-

deemed, regenerated and disenthralled
from the dominion of black republican
spoilers.

It is immaterial what tho precise fig-

ures shall be when the official votes are
counted whether the Democratic tic-

ket be elected by one or five thousand
votes, or whether Chase and his ticket
shall have a meagre majority of one or
two thousand; in either case it is a sub-

stantial defeat of the black republican
party. Its prestige of victory is gone,
and it may be considered doubtful
whether the party, under its present
name, leadership and organization, can
ever make another "respectable con-

test." Chase, himself, the arch agita-

tor, is politically dead; Wade is repu-

diated, and a democratic legislature will
have the power, should lie again be dis-

posed to iook home for "instructions,"
to direct him to be loyal to the consti-

tution, loyal to the Union, and abandon
his disorganizing disunion schemes and
agitations, if he would faithfully repre-

sent the sentiments of the patriotic,
Union-lovin- g people of Ohio.

There is another feature in this con
test which is peculiarly gratifying.
The dt mocracy of Ohio have led the van
in proposing to adopt the independent
treasury system of the general govern-
ment in the administration of their State
finances. They stand pledged to estab-
lish that system in Ohio, cutting the
State entirely loose from al! connection
with banks as keepers of the public mo-
ney. This is a step in the right direc-
tion and at the right time. Now, when
the paper currency system is about
breaking down from its own inherent

a rottenness, and the question of a return
to the constitutional currency as the
only effectual remedy for tho evil must
uecessaitfly engage the public attention

when the question of a National Bank,
long since supposed to bo an "oliso etc
.dea," is being gravely brought forward
in certain quarters it is fit that the
reat State of Olijo slimi! I lead off in

:'avor of a radical reform, inscribing on
icr banner the good old Jaeksonian
loctrines of "No union of Bank and
State a constitutional currency and an
independent treasury.
