In July ct
August, 1862, 1 made atrip from Bre- -
man to Hamburg, and met ia the dili- -
gence or stage coach, a personal
friend of mine, a First Lieutenant,
named Siefert, of the Breman Hanzij
atlo Battalion, and hie brother-i- n law,
a Mr. Borntresger, a commissioned
Landwehr officer, of Dusteldorf,
Prussia. In the course Of our con- -

venation, they told me they were
going to Hamburg, in order to send
a cargo of muskets, bought fron sev
eral government arsenals, to the
Southern States. This fact is still
fresh in my memory, because a dis
pute arose between us over the ques
tion whether such a transaction car
ried out by military officials could be
considered a legitimate business, the
rebels being no acknowledged bel
ligerent power. The last I heard of
this sale was a rumor that the above
named officers had had the worst ot
it; that it had mot heavy losses. It

FRED DOUGLASS ON GRANT.

Fred Douglass, in hia paper, the
Keu speaks to his colored
friends of Gen. Grant ;

'Let me now come to my own per
sonal relations with Gen. Grant, as
well as my own person 1 knowledge
of him ; for 1 have the honor to Know
him welL very much that yoa have
heard concerning him is true, and
very much is false. He, like most
publio men, has been severely criti
cised, not only as an officer, but as a
man. Here, then, is my testimony
concerning him : Daring my varied
public career of more than thirty
years, I have, perhaps, more than any
other colored man of my times, been
brought into direct contact with our
nation's great men, ana, MKingmy
whole experience into account, I af
firm that after our martyred rresi
dent, Abraham Lincoln, and Senator
Charles Sumner, no man in high posi
tion has manifested in his intercourse
with me upon all occasions and in all
places a more entire freedom rrom
vulgar prejudice of race and color
than Ul v sees S. G rant. I have called
upon him often (never however, to
solicit office for myseit or ror others,
and have alwavs found h'm to be
easily accessible, gentlemanly, and
cordial. Liko most of you when
meeting with distinguished white
persons, I was on the lookout when
meeting with uen. ureal ior some in
dication of the presence in his man
ners and words of slavery-bor- n aver
sion to my race. I found nothing of
the kind in him. Yoa have heard
that Gen. Grant is a man of few
words, and the inference has been
drawn by his enemies that he is a
man of few Ideas. Never was an ia
ference more unjust. It often requires
more talent to be silent than to
speak. It is toe merit or this man
that he knows just when to speak,
and when to be silent. I have heard
him converse, and converse freely,
and to those who have seen him only
in his silent moods my statement will
hardly be credited that few men, in
publib life or otherwise, can state
tacts with greater clearness and flu
ency than uen. Grant.
