THE NATHAN TRAGEDY.

Arrestof Forrester, the Supposed Mur.
dererof Mr. Nathan - The Noted Crim-
inal In Castody in Washington The
Frisoner's Careor,

Wasnixaron, Sept, 7.—Billy For-
rostor, alias Billy Marshall, alias Billy
or Fraok Campbell, * alias Frank
Harding, slirs Frank Howard, the
saspected murderer of Nathap, the
New York banker, wss arrested in
Washipgton 1his morniog by Detec-
tive Clarvoe, . cDeriitt, McEllresh
ana Miller, who have been on the
walch for him the last few days, be
lieving him to be here. He acknowl
edged himsell to be Forrester, and
Chief Clarvoe wili take him to New
York, accompanied by Chidt Kelso,
of New York, who bhas been tele
graphied to come on, The reward
cfleren for this man smounted lo
about £16,000, outaide of the Nathan
murder, of which ke issuspected, bat
which remsiue to be proven, After
Lis arrest Lo telegraphed 1o New
Orlesns for his baggage to be sent to
Barpey Asron, New Yourk, and says
he ia lately from the South.

SR ETCH OF FORRESTER

Billy Forrester, which name forms
one of his maony aliases, was born in
Scotland in 1835, and at an early age
removed with his psrents, who were
hard-working, honest people, to this
counlry, lsnding in New York
Billy waa alittle wild in bis younger
days, but wes alwaye regarded as an
honest, hard working lad until the
year 1865, when be was “shanghaid,”
or pressed into servic upon & sailing
vessel bound for Califorma  During
the voyage he was hanaled very
ronghly by the Cspiain snd other
oflicers of the veseel, sed upon the
ship’s artival in Californias Le detert
ed her, Penntlese, be was, like many
sncther honest young fellow, led in-
to mischiel of one kiod and another,
until ke graduslly bloomed forth as a
full- blown thief, one that would do
almost anything, except murder, for
the sake of money. Ile stayed out
there for three or tour years until be
became well known, snd was regard.
edas a very dangerous character,
trom hLis well known skill and smart
ness. Just belore the beginning of
the war, Lie left California and came
Easst, laading in New York, where he
soon become well Enown, and from
here he visited most of the Soathera
and Eastern cities.

AN ILLIXOGIS CRIME.

In 1862 he was convicied of break
ing into & bouse in a smsll town in
Illinois, and sentenced to four years

" |imprisonment in Joliet Penitentiary.

Soon after he was put in the eniten
tiary severalol the piisoversincluding
Forrester, bribed one of the cflicers
snd made their escape He was
and re-
turoed to prison only to mske a sec
ond escape in & symilar msoner, It
was some months before he was cap-
tured the second time, and when
taken back, the cfficials cifered to
procure him & free pardon if ke would
give the name of the faithless guar-
dian. This he refused to do, although
some of his companions in the first
attempt Lo ¢scape sceepted the offer
when made to them, and they receiv-
ed their discharge, while Forrester
served out every day of his time
IN PRISON AGAIN

Alter his discharge from Joliel he
roamed around the country, closely
watched by the public, who all re.
garded him as a “lightning gun" un-
til the Spring of 1809, when he was
sgain caplured for bresking into s
bouse in the suburbs of Chicago, and
sentenced to thirteen years impris.
ment in Joliet. In compsny with a
party, he had broken iato & gentle
man's residence and lifted his eilver-
ware and valuables in & way ecaleu-
lsted to make that person a pauper,
snd they were leisurely proceeding
back to the city when they were sur-
prised by the police and captured,
with the stolen property in their pos-
session. Senlence was passed upon
him, and he waa removed to Johet
in June of that yesr.

TWO MOKE CAPTURE’,

He remasined for about six weeks,
when he succeeded in making his es-
cape, 88 he bad done seven years
belore. He kept out of the way of
the detective until the 1st ol October,
when he was captured in St, Louis
and returned to prison, only to re-
masin there about a month, when he
again succeeded in making bis escape,
and has since been free, Koowing
that he could not stay in that portion
of the country any longer, he pro-
ceeded directly to Bostor, where le
was shortly afterward married to a
young womsn, whose uncle is the
proprietor of the Florence Hotel,
that city, going from there with his
wife to New York City, and from
thence to Philadelphia, where he was
captured upon the chsrge of being
an escaped coavict, by a couple of
Piokerton’s men, and tsken to their
office and placed in a cell, which was
prepared expressly for the safe keep-
ing of dangerous characters. This
wasin June of last yesr, and the
officers upon arresting him plsced
him in the cell, first bavirg removed
all kis clothing except an undershirt
sud a psir of drawers, as & precsu
tionary measure to deter him from
msking his escape, thinking 2 man
in thai stste of undress could hardly
go through the streets, even if he
should make his escape, without ‘be-
ing captured egain. It was lste in
the night when he was stripped and
placed in the cell, and the officers,
thioking that be was securely con-
fined, became elsted over their im-
portant capture, snd going into an
adjoining room indulged in a8 good
time, making considerable noise in
their jollity. With but a scrap ol
iron, which iie had msnaged to con-
ceal from the cilicers, Forrester suc-
ceeded 1n picking the lock of the cell
and made his escape,

ONCE MORE IN THE TOILS.

Not thinking it advisable to stsy
in Philadelphia any longer, he took
rather an abrupt departure, goiog to
Pitsburg, where be was again caught
by some more ¢t Pinkericn’s men
Knowing of Lkis escape from Phila-
delphia, and having a profound re-
spect for his skill and cunning, they
slarted immediately with Lim for
Joliet, They hsd proceeded but a
short distance, when Forrester, by
some mcans, diverted their attention
from him and jumped from the train,
while under full besdwsy, with his
usual good luck eucceeding in msk-
inghis e and returned with his
wife, who bad followed him sll the
time, to New York.

A NARROW ESCATE

Soon sfter Lis retwin to New
York, he was one dsy, while stand-
in front of The. Allen's &sloon, sc-
costed by still another of the ubiqui-

tous Pinkerton's men, who endeavor- |

ed to arrest him. Not liking to go
with him, Forrester commenced
struggling and crying for help. The

Allen, hesaring him, ran to the door,
sud seeing & big man pounding a lit

tle ope (the detective was s very large
msn,) went to the little one’s assist

ance, and, giving the big msa a clip
under the ear,sent him to the ground
several feet away, thus giving the
litle one & chanco to get a way,
which be improved by running

through the house and making
his escape. Seeing that he could not
be let alone in the East, he, with his
wife, left for New-Orleans, where he
arrived in July last. Ocly about
four days after his arrival there, he
was arrested and word sent to Pink-
erton to come after him; but before
that gentleman could get there, For-
rester was again at liberty, this time
by reason of a writ of habeas corpus
which his friends sued out for him,
SOUTHERN MEANDERINGS.

Leaving New Orleans he traveled
through tha various river towns until
the day before the Nathan murder,
when he was in Mobile, from which
place he telegraphed to his wife, who
was at John Connor’s, No, 56 Girard
street, New Orleans,to send him $50,
as he was out of money and wished
to return home. She sent him the
money by a friend, and thst same
night bLe srrived in New Orleans.
Tbe morving after the murder Con-
cor came into the room where For-
rester and bis wile were, and read to
them the tclegraphic account of it.
The first he knew of being suspect-
ed of having committed the maurder
was the arrival m New Orleans of a
party of New York officers, who en-
tered mmto negoliations with certain
parties for his arrest.

OTHER INCIDENTS.

While in New Orleans, previous to
his visit to Memphis, and after Ea-
gan had been there, Forreater wrote
a letter to Clnet Kelso, of New York,
| cffering to give himeell up for trial
| on the Nathan murder charge, it he
| would procure & pardon for him re-
[lensing bim irom the time which was

banging over him at Jolier. He salso
| sent friends to New Yoik to see the
| Chief, snd try to get him a
‘aﬂering to give himself up for trial it
the psrdon was procured. But Chief
| Kelso said he would get no pardon
|for him ; he could catch him aayhow.
| Forrester’s reason for dodging the
officers was thirteen years' sentence
banging over him at Joliet.

' Io spesking of the murder, For-
rester oncesaid: “It is just like
this with me now—they will try me
on this Nathan murder, and they will
|do everything in their power to con-
vick me. I can easily prove that I
was not within a thousand miles of
New York st the time; snd then
back 1 go to Joliet, tlo worklike s
dog all my lite. I wont live thirteen
| years, so they will keep me there all
'my life; snd you see there is no
| chance tor me il | give myself up, If
|they will get me a pardon from the
|Governor of lllinols, I will gladly
|stand trisl on the murder case, for
{then I would be free.”

| As an instance of his daring, and
[the risks he will run to do friends a
gervice, it isrelated of him that atew
| monthe since, a number of his friende
!were confined in one of the stoutest
{jails in New York State. The erime
| which they were in for was certain to
| give each a long sentence ; and their
[friends used every endeaver to get
(them out without avail, until Forres-
ter took the matter in hand. One
dark night he went to the jail, and,
|climbing over a twelve-foot outer
| wall, got to the outside-door, sad,
picking the lock of it with a tool used
| tor that purpose, he pssed into anoth-
| er room, where be found the turnkey
[laying on a cot asleer. Going up to
him,Forrester very adroitly abstract-
ed the keys from his bels, aad pro-
ceeding aireotly to the cells, unlock-
ed the doors and libersated his friends
three in pumber—sll making their
escape witbhout beiog seen. After
getting his friends out, Forrester
locked the celldoors, and going
back to where the jailor was laymng,
very cooly replaced the keys in his
belt, and going out through the ssme
door, locked it with the same instru-
ment with which he had effected an
entrance.

Dr. W, H. Jewett lived for many
in seclusion ia North Haven,
He was noted for his fondness
for dumb snimals, nod was frequent
ly seen to interfere in behalf of suffer.
ing damb brutes. Ian August he
wrote to Mr, Bergh, saying that he
intended to present the patent to the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals. He hoped that the soci-
ety would maks good use of the pat-
ent, and from the proceeds have vet.
erinary colleges erecled in every
State in the Union, free lectures giv-
en, tracts on the care of dumb ani-
mals circulsted, and commiteees es-
tablisbed to seek oul cases of cruelty
In n posteript he said that be was
about recovering from a severe ill
ness, and that he wouid send the pat
ent and his will to the society in a
short time. He added that he hoped |
there were no Louis Bonard entangle- |
ments in the will, which had drawa
by a Justice of the Pesce.

Shortly after msking hia will, the
doctor again became very ill, snd was
confined to his room, and cared for
by a neighbor, The doctor declined
to speak of himself or hia affsirs, al-
though it is supposed he was very
wealthy. Oa the morning of the 20th |
ult. he seemed better, and arose, say-
ing that he desired to make some ex '-
periments. He sent for two bottles |
of turpentine, and in the evening dis- |
missed his friead, About midnight some
from the passers by saw flames issuing |
windows of thedoctor's house, enter- |
ing they saw the doctor,apparently life- |
less, lying on the bed. Blood was
issuing from a deep gash, which had |
evidently been cut with a lsacet, on |
one of his legs below the knee. The |
fire was extinguished, and the doctor
was carried ioto open sir where he
was tenderly walched. He died
shortlv alterward. His habits were
similar to those of the late Louis Bo
nard, who bequeathed his wealth to
Mr. Bergh's society. Mr. Bergh has
written to the authorities of North
Haven to obtain informatioa concern-
ing the will and the specifications of
the patent.
