Distance Between Apple Trees.
Bome of our most successful promo-
logista aver that most apple trees
should be planted forty feet apart. We
have bee b7al orchards during
the | summer, where the trees
were planted thirty two feet apart,
“seventeen to twenty years ago; and
the branches of many of the trees were
interlocking. Spreading tops require
s greater distance than those which
grow moreerect. Asapple trees grow
o differently, a beginner should ascer-
tain the form of the growth of the
warieties be proposes to plant, and then
8ot the trees sccordingly. The usual
sverage allowed to them in the north
ern Blates is two rods or thirty-three
feet spart. Soame plant at thirty-five
feet, and when there is pleniy of land,
forty feet is sometimes adopted. The
troes will grow bétter and the sunlight
" have full access to them on all sides
_ 'when ample space is given them. Old
trees whose branches erowd or inter-
look each other canrot be so perfect
or well matured. With young trees
which have not filled up the space al-
lotted to them, this difficulty will not
exist,and for this reason some orchard-
ists prefer to plant thickly or at halt
the usual distance, in order to get four
times as many trees on a given space,
and s corresponding amount of fruit
when they commence bearing. The
surplus trees sre thinned out as they
become older. This will do for nur-
serymen who may have a surplus of
trees and bat little land  On windy
plaing an sdvantage is found from
shick plaating, in the shelter aftorded
by the denser mass of growth, DBut
in more sheltered localities where the
owner has plenty of room and desires
to raise other crops between the trees,
thirty-five or forty feet between them
may be adopted with propriety.

Seolling for the Orchard,

Orcharding has now assumed such
large portions in many parts of the
State, that it it has changed the rela-
tions ot farm labors and demauds a
large attention. It is yel a question
whether we should keep the spple
orchard under thoroughk culture, or
seed it down, take off theerop of
grass or clo\r.er for soiling, and return
the fertility thus earried off in top
dressings of stable mapure. Iam in
clined to adopt the latter as the best
plan, and am arranging my orchard
for the expeiment on a large scale

Repeated plowings toward the trees
have given good surface drainage, and
the dead furrow gives a central line
by which to drive the mower, which
first driven along one side of this fur
row, and is returned down the other
side. When enough is cut for soiling
the work is suspended, to be resumed
at pleasure. There will be a small
fringe of grass that the mower cannot
reach along the rows of trees, which
may be cut by hand from the orchard
in aseascn, and yet keep the trees in
a good thriity condition by the free
use of manure, ot which the soiling
will give an ample supply. Alsike
and common red clover and timothy
will each have a separate trial.
All drooping branches that will be
in the way of this operation will be
cut off in order to allow the blade of
the mower to run under the trees —
This does mot imply that the trees
shall be praned up sufficiently highto
allow the team under them, but only
to keep the tops from the ground —
This will allow the mower to go un
der, give access to fruit, and, at the
same time, admit the air to the under
side of the tree.

Sewing Winter Wheat Early.

Very few farmers ever make the
mistake of sowing their Winter wheat
too early in Autumn, Yet there is
such a thing as seeding too early as
too fate. The danger incident to
seeding too early is smothering the
whest beneath the heavy fall of snow
in the Winter, or injury by the Hes.
suan fly, Prof, Asa Fitch says of ths
fly. “The young wheat withers and
turns yellow in October and Novem-
ber,and whenthe warm days of Spring
come the larva is rapidly stimulated
to maturity. This will be about one
week after the red or swamp maple
(aderbrutra) first begins to bloom,"'—
The insect remalns in this condition
about ten or twelve days, and then
goes out the wing fly, ready to lay its
eges for snother gemeration. So il
will happen that if this fly once gets
possession in the Fall of a field of
wheat that ope generation, reared at
the roots of the plant in the Fall, pro-
duces another that occupies the lower
jomts of the stalks 1he next season—
Spring wheat can rear but one brood
of theso insects; they consequently
resort to it but httle, ifat all. Nor
can the Hessian fly sustain itselt ex-
cept in districts where Winter wheat
is cultivated in which to nestle during
the Autumn and Winter.”

Old and New Pastares.

George Geddes, in the New York
Tribune, talks of the relative value of
old and uew pastures. The former
yield grasses that produce the best
milk, but the number of acres neces
sary for a cow is large, often as high
as three acres, The latter produce
abundantly of grasses that are relished
by all kinds of stock, one acre often
being able to support more than one
animal, but the milk prodact is infe
rior.

How to Slanughter Sheep.
A writer in the National Live Stock

Journal says that it is not the wool
but the intestines that causes the un-
pleasant taste in mutton ; therefore, to
avoid it, be sure that the sheep is not

warm or heated or any way unusually
excited just before slanghtering. He
gives the following for killing and
dressing :

“As soon os the sheep is caught
hold of, let his throat be cut immedi
ately. Then make an incision in the
chest near the heart, and another pear
the crotch above the smaller intes
tines, that the air may escape as he
dies. Dress euch portions of the
qaarters and abdomen as will allow
the immediate opening of the mutton
without the soiling of the flesh by the
tags and dirty looks. When thus
dressed, the carcass may be rolled up
in 1lie pelt with the wool next to it,
and no unpleasant taste will be com-
municated to it.”
