this discouragement srises dhicfly from
. the failure to grow wheat with the in-

msnagement practices when
the country was comparatively new
and the soil wasin a primitive state.
We have raised this grain with heavy
yield by simply harrowing the seed
into the surface (without plowing at
all) among the stumpson new clesred
Iand, and have also raised heavy crops
upon old lsnd during the past few
years, but the modes in manage.
ment was very dissimilar,

Those who get good crops of wheat
upon old land have got to lsbor for
it, but the improved facilities for har-
vesting and the incressed value of the
grain makes the crop with right treat-
ment as profitable to day as it ever
has been.

Tn the first place, soil rightly adsp-
ted as to position and condition must
be selected ; second, use good seed;
third, well put in; and fourth thor-
oughly drained. The lsy of the land
is very important ; itis best where
lying high and shielded on the north
or west side by woods, if en bothsides,
all the better, as the forest gives win-
ter protection in preveuting snow
from being blown off and drifted up.
The field also should be so situated
that complete surface drainage masy
be given, for whenever a pool of water
is allowed to stand for a few days,
there will be & baer spot st harvest
time. .

More fields of wheat are injured by
frost than by imsect, and to contend
this element successfully, extra care
should be exercised. Itis a well es-
‘tablished fact that when this grain is
put in with drill, it stands the winter
much better than when .sown broad-
osst, It has further been proved
that when mulched in early winter
with a sprinkling of straw, that the
roots are protected to a great extent,
pot from the light coating of straw
slone, but this coating retains the
snow, and during many trying days
blankets the field and securly shields
it

As to manure for wheat we bave
never found any so good as that from
the sheep shed,this we puton the sur-
face before harrowing in the grain.—

inches deep, and being beavy clay,
the work required tour horses; it lay
in large lumps during the following
winter, but through the action of the
most of them slacked down in the
spring, when & good coat of manure
was put on and turned under, Dar-
ing the summer we gave it one ortwo

Restoring Worn Out Land.,
Sad an old settler, six years ago,
“You have missed it in buying one of
the oldest worn out farms in the coun-
try ; if it is a dry season, you will not
raise your seed from the land.” Says
another this summer, “It beats all
what crops you raise off that farm,
that others nearly starved on. How
do you do it ¥
Brother faymers, I will tell you :
1st. In the Fall, plow all the land
that you canto a depth of eight or
nine inches. In the Spring, wait till
the ground gets dry enough to pulver-
ize well, for it is essential in putting
in the crop on Fall plowing, that the
ground is in good condition to work
—then first harrow to break the crust,
and cultivate with a broad cast calti-
vator; then sow and cultivate again,
then harrow, and lastly, roll before or
soon after the corn is up. If you use
s @rill, drill it both ways, using half
the seed each way. By these means
you will get a good seed bed of three
or four inches deep, and it will repay
the labor.

2d. Save all the manure that you
possibly can, and putit on the land
each year, spreading the fine on the
top of your plowed land, and the
coarse, strawy manure plow under.
2d. Seed down frequently—using
clover and timothy, equal parts, and
not less than one peck per acre. Do
not take but two or atmost three
crops of grass before you plow it un.
der again. By these means, in six
years I have brought ap a farm entire-
Iy run down, so that I have cut the
beaviest crop of grass that I have ever
seen harvested.
Mr, Geddes, the great farmer of
New York, says that ¢/Mr. Swahy, of
Seneca Falls, has taken forty loads of
clover from a twelve acre lot, and from
a field of his own, of nineteen acres,
of mixed timothy and clover, the yield

averaged sized load weighed s little
more than 1,500 pounds.” The field
yielded three tons per acre. Mr. Ged-
des gays this result he would not have
believed possible twenty years ago
From tenand one-halt measured acres
I cut forty large loads of bhay, thus
equaling the large crop of the best
farmers of Central New York. My
corn for the past two years has aver-
aged fifty bushels to the acre.

The hay crop in this vicinity was
heavy. The wheat crop was good;
those who bave threshed get from fif-
teen to twenty-three bushels per acre.

Cuiting Corn,

When the fodder is an object, corn
should be cut when the grain is suf-
ficiently hard so that the kernels can-
not be broken by strong pressure be
tween the fingers, irrespeetive o! frost,
or t;e earliness or lateness of the sea-
son ; but it frost intervenes before the
crop is ripe it should be cut immedi-
ately, since the fodder is not only in
jured or rendered worthless soon af-
ter being killed by frost, but the corn
is also seriously injured, if not ruined
altogether, but if cut and shocked im-
mediately, it still makes good feed,
since the sap continues to asoend,_and
partially matures the grain,

To cut and shock corn properly, let
a hand go through the field making

tables regularly, and at proper dis- [ Lea

tances, by bending over and mterlock-
ing four hills so they may form a fig-
ure X, Around these set the corn
firmly and carefully pressing the butts
to the ground and the tops together,
until sufficient is placed for tying.—
This may be done with the corn stock
partially wilted, or with bands of hay
or straw., Much time islost and un-
necessary exertion expended, by not
attending to the most economical per-
formance of the work of cutting and
shocking corn. Many persons cut and
lay down the corn, to be picked up
again and placed in the shock. Corn,
once in the arms, should always be
carried directly to the shock by the
person who cuts it. The tables being
made, commenece cutting so that when
the armful is secured you will be near
the place forming the shock, and con-
tinue to proceed thus until the shock
is completed. A little practice will
enable any of you to calculate with
so much surety that but little time
will be lost in carrying the corn,
Much corn 1s injared by loose tying
and also by tying too low down upon

Tfthe whole work has been
carefully performed there is but little
danger that the shocks will be blown
over, however violent the wind.

Unless the corn is needed for fodder
or caught by frost before ripe, we
should pever cutthecrop, since it takes
much longer to husk from the shock,
than from the hill ; besides it is much
easier to take care of the stalks left
on the hill than after it is shocked.—
We may add, however, there is noth-
ing better for wintering cattle or young
horses, and especially milch cows than
good bright corn fodder; and where
forage is scarce, it is of great value to
the tarmer,

To Make Boys Farmers,

Novel Stufling for Cushions.

A new material has come quite ex-
tepsively into use in Germany, as a
substitute for bair in the stuffing of
saddles, &e., consisting of a mixture
of flaxseeds and tallow. The advan-
tage of this substitute consists prim -

the packing and settling 1 any partic
ular place, as often happens in saddles
stuffed with hair, thus causing any
given pressure to be readily and uni-
formly distributed over any given sur-
face. The tallow serves the purpose,
too, of keeping the leather flexible,
and of preventing the absorption of
perspiration, protects the article itself,
and prevents the back of the animal
from becoming galled. Animals with
sores or galled spots on the back can
be ridden with saddles stuffed with
this material without any ineonveni-
ence. The tallow, also, has the effect
of preventing the rotting of the flax-
seed, and is to be added in sufficient
quantity to give the requisite softness
to the entire mass. Anaromatic odor
can be imparted by introducing oil of
turpentine or camphor powder, and
the durability considerably increased
thereby. One part of tallow, tc from
six to ten pams of flax-seed may be
used according to the temperature,

Sawing Wood Without a Saw.

The Scientific American retords
the change of one of the *“impossibil-
ities of the past into a reality.” Geo
Robmson, M. D,, of New: York, has
invented a mode of sawing wood
without a saw or axe, by electricity.
The galvanic carrent when passed
over platinum wire in sufficient quan-
tity heats the wire to white heat.—
This wire thus heated does the work
ol saw or axe, withont any apprecia-
ble expenditure of muscular force. By
arranging the wires with handles or
otker means, by which it may be
guided, any kind of lamber whether
in tall tree, logs or plank may becutrg
desired. The battery need be only of
the simplest kind, as quanuity not in
tensity of current i8 reguired A
child by this means may .ell the lar-
gest tree in the forest, divide it into
logs, or cut it into boards, without
saw oraxe. Only think of it! The
idea of cotting down a huge pine tree

with a wire! Some wiseacre stands
up and declares: I don't believe it.
