er. Cash buyers are still in the
market, making offers for lots, and
many of the siles which have been
cffected have hLeen at buyers, prices.
So longz =3 t'¢ money market re-
mains in its present condition, litlle
sctivity can be expected, nor pri-
ces attsin much firmness. We learn,
however, of large offers for wool,
vpon which a difference of two cents
per pound was allowed to prevent s
sale. Were these instances common
they would indicate increased firm-
pess in the market, and on the whole
we think bolders are not ioclined to
make ss large conceseion as for the
previous two weeks. Blanufacturers’
stocks are not large and if their busi-
ness were aclive they would be com-
pelled to enter the market for wool.
As it is, they only buy when they
car mske their own figures on lots,
and usually find parties ready to sc

cept their cilers.

The stock of fleece wool in the
Boston market is small, and arri

vala sre oxnly moderate While
dealers can loan money on “gilt-edg-
ed paper” at 12 per cent, many prefer
to €o 8o, instead of msking advances
on wool. Carpet, scoured and tab-
washed wools remain almost entirely
neglected. Forelgn wool is moving
woderstely, and prices are firm umn-
der sdvices {rom Liverpocl sale,
whizh closed firm al the advance of
the second week, snd there is consid.
erable talk of reshipments of Cape,
as prices sre enough higher abroad
to make it an object. Tuere will be
no farther operations of any smount,
snd as stocks sre reduced, domestics
will graduslly coms into demaid.
California is selling fairly, prices be-
ing sstisfactory to such buyers as can
psethem,but the low qualily prevents
them from comicg into general use.
