affair, worth but $10, and would pay
for but lew trees of the age and site
usually sold by nurserymen. Tbed
culty was solred by my triend deciding
to take nursery stock seedlings that
bed been grafted bnt never set in the
nursery, at 91 per 100. He made his
own elections for bis thousand trees,
and on rtc ipt of them planted in nur
eery form. They grew finely, not
more than five per cent, dying. At
two years old be transplanted 300 to
the orchard. The remainder were
cared for, and at three year old were
oflered for sale to his neighbors, he
only reserving enough to make good
the losses in the orchard. The sales
from the little nursery ran through
some three years and amounted to
(65. Now after 1 1 years we will look
at some of the results. My Iriehd
now has an orchard of 300 trees that
is now admitted by all to be the best
of its age and size in this part of the
country. The sixth year after the re
oeipt of the trees the orchard began
to bear, and one Baldwin had two
bnshels of apples. Since that time
there bas each year been a good sup
ply for family use. Two years ago
the orchard yielded a surplus above
the necessities of my friend's family
which, by the way, is not small, there
being now five children in the brood

that was sold for $30. There has
been sold from last year's yield $25
worth ot apples, and there now re
mains an equal amount unsold. And
all from the old watch, worth only $10. is
My friend's wife says I must say the
first silver for her table was paid for
from the first sale from the orchard.

Agricultural Report.
The following is a summary of the

condition ot the winter wheat, just
issued from the Agricultural Depart-
ment: of

.

On the first week ot April, le

portion of the northern belt
ol the winter wheat area was covered
with snow. The condition of that
visible gave promise of general ex-

emption from winter injury, leaving
'tne crop subject to the meteorological io

vicissitude of ApriL In the Middle
States a great improvement upon the
tne showing ot last spring is every-
where conceded, especially in New
Jersey and Pennsylvania The pros
pects in the States south of Maryland ,

are lens favorable than last year, and
there are indications of a dioiuiiing
area in the cotton States, although
the acreage is not intended to be giv as
en in this report. Michigan, the only
State of the northern border in which
winter wheat is.mainly, grown, pre
sents a green and "vigorous growth,
wherever growth has disappeared to
reveal it, and Ohio- - makes lar more
favorable returns than last year. In
Kentucky a more checkered showing
is made, giving the present appearance
a decidedly unfavorable returns out-
numbered the rose-colore- The dry
autumn retarded seeding and germin-
ation, and left the plants too weak and
shallow-roote- d to endure well the iteffects of the winter's changes of
temperature. Similar' causes affect
the condition of wheat- - in Missouri,

larout a great improvement over last
year is reported, and a still more fa-

vorable condition exists in Kansas. In
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Iowa and Ne-
braska, as is known, very little winter
wheat is produced, but lull reports
are given of such experiments. The
indications from California, all point to
anottver year of great abundance,
scarcely a country reporting- - an un
favorable condition. As a whole, the a

wheat prospect at the close ot the
winter is more favorable than at the
same date in 1872.

Experiments with Milk Pans.
In our neighborhood, and indeed in

all the surrounding country, we find

that "crocks" made ot clay are gener
ally use-!- , and however particular we
may be in selecting the crocks, after a
while the glaze cracks and scales off,
leaving holes, often minute ones, but
the smaller the more troublesome,
which are filled with milk,which in turn
sours, and not being thoroughly re-

moved, sours the- - milk arly. We
discarded them tor atone jars holding
two gallons ; these were an improve-
ment, being easier to keep sweet and
clean, but more difficult to handle on
account of their weight. Hoping to
dc still better, the "cream net,see&ik
to rise as rapidly "as required we sup-
planted these with tin pans holding
from three to three and a half gallons,
with a fourteen inch urface(diameter)
These also had their objections. being
too heavy to lift from w.ter, and hav
ing three seams, eta We now have
the tin pans wan one seam only; eight
and a half inches iu height, with a
surface ol eleven inchei.. in diameter
They are easily handled, holding two
gallons. To prevent ilwir corroding
we paint tnem on the outud j. We
also have three tiny round ieetornibs
on the bottom, which prevent them
from wearing through so readily. In
summer we keep our milk in troughs
of running water, six inches deep.
These pans give entire satisfaction

Ill-Advi- sed Farming.
According to the recent monthly

ert of the Cooiuiis doner of Agri
culture, derived from answers to cir
culars sent out "ia March, it appear
that there is no systeraa'ic rotation
of crops in any e portion
ot the United States. In the New
England States the high price of bay
keeps a large area constantly in grass,
and the d man 1 tor garden pre ducts
renders rotation very difficult. In some

sections wheat and tobacco have been
raised for twenty years successively on

the same land, which, however, is

highly fertilized every year. Inlihode
Island Celd crops of onions are repeat
ed from five to eiht years, or until
the smut kills them. In the Middle
States systematic rotation is pursued
to a great extent, and with marked re
sults. In New Jersey, cropt rotation
is observed, though large areas of

marshes are continual! v kept in
cranberries. In Pennsylvania only
three counties are reported as ignoring
rotation. The usual routine is corn
planted on sod, broken in the spring
and thoroughly manured, to be follow

ed by oats, wheat, and two crops ol
grass. In Maryland rotation is gen
eral, but in some districts there is a
decided tendency to excessive grain
and crass crops. Virginia, in one
lourth ol ha counties, observes a regu
lar routine of corn, wheat, or oats and
clover. In the Southern States gen-

erally, every crop is neglected for
cotton, fields having been kept planted
with thib bush ior twenty-fiv- e years.
In the States bordering on the Ohio
some attention bas been paid to rota
tion, though in the alluvial bottom
corn is sometimes continued tor fifty

years, and on the uplands wheat is

grown continuously tor twenty years.

Roots as Manure.
It has been found that the roots ofa

good crop of red clover left in an acre
ot land titer the removal of the crop
weigh six thousand five hundred and
eighty pounds, or from three to three
and a half tons. The same examina
tion save the weight of an acre of
rye rocts at thirty-fiv- e hand red pounds
and ot wheat roots at thirty-fou- r hnn.
dred pounds. All of this matter is of
course valuable for the use of such
Crops as may be grown during or af
ter its decomposition, Ihe well
known superiority ofclover as a ma
n uting crop, however, is not due alone
to the greater amount of organic mat
ter, taken mainly from the atmos
phere, which its roots supply, but al
so t o the position in which this matter

deposited. The roots reach deeply
into the soil, and on their decomposi

tion they serve to draw moisture from
the lower soil, and by the decomposi
tion of fertilizing matter to a consider
able depth they induce the descent of
roots ol other crops to a point where
they are much more sure of a supply

moisture during dry seasons than
they could be if nearer the surface.
Then again these' deeply penetrating
roots tranverse parts of the subsoil
not heretofore open to vegetation,
and in their decomposition they pro
duce a chemical t fleet on the inorgan

substances that lie along their cour
ses, and help to" render them, too,
serviceable for future crops. Ameri
can Agriculturist.

Thb new practice of sending bees
by mail is causing trouble. A Wash-
ington correspondent explains thus:

Action of Frost on the Soil.
The most fertile and productive

seasons are those where the frost pen
etrates the earth deeply, and exerts its
influence during a considerable por
tion of the year. The action of the
frost is a powerful stimulent td the
soil, it disingrates it, and unlocks the
closely combined elements, and thus
set free vast quantities of plant food,

Its action action ' also counteracts the
compressive force of rails and tread of
teams and other animals, and so each
year fills np and lightens the compact
earth. With frost to aid him, the
farmer need not plow so much to put
the soil in good condition, as when this
element is not operative.' ' Io' this re
spect, then, winter is a blessing to the
farmer, and he should . wisely avail
himself of all its advantages. It he'

cannot plow and harrow during half
the year, let him expose his soil with
judgment to the action of the frost
which silently plows and harrows,
subsoibi and rolls for him. ' On heavy
and naturally strong, rich land?, thor
ough tail plowing is advisable. ' If the
surface is left rough, it bet
ter; if lumpy, the, clods disintegrate
and crumble to dust, under the icy
figures of the frost farmer.'- The addi
tion of fertilizers to such soil" in the
fall is wise, because they become inti
mately mixed with it by the combined
action of frost and water, and are then
immediately available for the plants
when growth begins in the spring
Farmers who complain that the" long
winters do not permit thorongrr "cul

ture, underestimate the value ot the
action of frost.' It is a note worthy
fact that where winter is most severe,
within the temperate zones, the soil is

prolific, and good crops certaiatda U

degree much beyond that of lower
latitudes in proportion to the time'snd
severity with which the frosts act upon

American Rural Home.
