Turn the old hive bottom up, and
with a cold chisel cut the nails and
take off one side of the hive. The
bees will roll over on to the outside
of the hive, like dough over the side
of a dish, and what few remain can be
driven out with a little smoke. Cut
out the comb, separating the brood
comb from teh honey ; lay the honey
in pans, and the brood on a board that
has several thicknesses of sod cloth
spread over it.bcing careful not to in
jure the cells, and do not put one comb
on another. Carry your pans of hon
ey away as fast as filled. xow take
your frames and drive them apart at
the bottom about a quarter ofan inch,
laying the frame on the piece of brood
to be inserted, and mark it around on

the inside of the frame. With the
point of a knife, cut oil the surplus
pieces, crowd the frame carefully down
over it, press the frame back to its
place at the bottom, put it into the
center of the hive, and put on the cap
to keep other bees out.

Put the remaining frames as fast as

filled, on each side of the first, and fill

up the rest with empty frames. Some
