CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION.

Mar 22. Hon. Levria D. Campbell

was Vice President. Five pe-

titions were presented from Trumbull

county against the manufacture and
sale of liquors. A report was made

that officers of the Convention were

STONE ROADS.

Eos. Jsff. : I propose accepting
your proposition to state the resell
of aome of my observations in the
making of Lighways in the older
sec'.i'jc of country, as well as in

some parts of tbe MTeat.

The lac', that first class roads are a
great profit, as well an a luxury to any
toumuci'.;, far txeetdieg the e

o? tlitir construction, no reas-

onable person w'io das ever enjoyed
their l:;n, ha been known to
deny. Some or or i:;ighborirg i-- un-

ties, being fully convince:! o. these
facts, have acted accordingly. The
county of Hardin is eaiJ to La'.e al-

ready eighty miles of gravel pikes,
and her citizens are not at all dis-

couraged in the good work. It is
true, Hardin county possesses an
advantage in her hard gravel beds,
applicable to road purposes, which
Hancock county cannot boast; but
Hancock possesses a material in her
hard limestone beds which, for road
purposes, when properly used, is not
to be excelled by any other class of
material in use in any section of our
country, and she has the advantage
of having a large amount of this ma-

terial located iu and about the centra!
part of the count, where it can be
easily distributed over the various
roads leading to and from the county
seat, thereby giving the largest
amount of to the largest num-

ber of persons to be benefitted
But these stone should be properly

used. The heaping of a quantity of

mud in the middle ct tbe highway,
with scrapers, and then spreading a
few of these stone over the pile, in
a rough and uneven condition, is not
only labor lost, but is actually creating
a nuisance for the public to endure
until worn out by horse-shoe- s and
wagon tire.

In making roads there are three
leading points essential to success,
viz : A smooth clean surface, a firm

road bed, and a dry bottom. A

smooth clean surface, which is so very
essential, cannot be maintained upon
a soft spongy road bed, and a firm
bed cannot be maintained and kept
in place npon a wet and thoroughly
soaked bottom. Therefore, the first
necessity which present? itself to
those who propose to make a fiist
class road is as thorough a system of
drainage an can be accomplished for
the benefit of the road bed. Singu-
lar as it may appear to the minds of
some, it has been ascertained that
drainage lengthwise of a road bed is
tar more beneficial, and much less
expensive, than crosswise drainage.

It is very seldom a road does not
have some little inclination, one way
or another, and some kind of an out
let for its water at its lowest points.
Where these outlets are not natural
they may have to be made artificially.
It would certainly be a very unfor-
tunate location for a road where noth-
ing could be done to drain it. Is
such cases the road can be made good
by an artificial hard bottom, and an
elevation of the road bed above high
water mark. Such roads must of ne
cessity be expensive, and we do not
propose to take np their case in this
article, but to speak of building roads
under ordinary circumstances.. After
noticing the various kinds of roads
throughout the country ,such as plank,
stone, gravel, fcc, tbe writer is ot
the opinion that no road has ever yet
equalled iu all respects a well built
stone road, and that in a country like
this the best method of construction
is very bimple. First, secure good
drainage by means of a fair sized
ditch ou either side of the road-be- d,

not too far apart nor unnecessarily
large, placing the dirt over the road-

bed in a perfectly smooth position.
Sink a percolating drain tile, four or
five inches in diameter, lengthwise oi
the road, immediately nndcr the
wagon drive, just below the frost,
with outlets at all convenient points,
and then, w very weighty roller,
pack the road-bed'a- s closely as pos
sible, leaving a perfectly smooth sur-

face. Now take broken stone, from
two to three inches in diameter, and
piace a coating or tbe necessary
width and thickness over this earth
bed, in a perfectly even condition;
then again apply the heavy roller,
and make this bed of stone as even
and solid as possible; then take off
what is commonly called the finishing
stone, broken from the size of a ben's
rgg down to the size of a hickory
nut, and place a sufficient covering
over the coarser bed of 6tone to
completely cover that bed, and leave
the stoned surface of the road about
two inches higher in the center than
at either side, applying the roller,
and making the surface of the dress- -

--ng stone as bard as possible. The
road is now complete, and will con-

tinue to grow better for generations
to come, with proper care, which will
require but little lahor, it only being
necessary to keep the ditches at the
sides open, the outlets to the nnder
drair. free, and tbe wearing portion
of the surface cicely d rested with the
finest of the brcken stone once a year.
The action of rains npon the surface
of such roads will keep them free
from dirt, and therefore nearly free
from dust.

Many persons may object to this
plan ol road on account of tbe on
crown to the surfaci and the impos
siouuy oi getting water to pass
from tbe surface to the tile drainage.
The writer Las not lime now to give
his reasons tor the taken in
this respect, bu: believes them perfect
ly sound. Others will object on ac
count of the great expense of quar
rying, breaking and transporting the
stone, all else being easy to accom-
plish. This question ct using the
broken stone for the road bed is the
most serious part of tbe expense, es
pecially if we undertake to break
them by band labor. But here, as in

many other classes of hard labor,
machinery may be called to our relief,

They are now manufacturae steam
power stone-crusher- which msy be
set np in tbe stone quarry, and the
stone broken to any desirable size, at
tar less expense than they can be
broken by hand. One set of this
class of machinery, including steam
po wer.elevating and assorting screens,
may be obtained for from three to
four ihon-an- d dollars, and after being
used in one quarry as long as iLe
necessities require, could be removed
to another.

One thing is certain, that in view,

of ber capacities and necessities, it it
high time Hancock county made
some definite movement in tbe direc-

tion of a better class of roads to and

from her county-sea- t. While we
deplore oar bad roads, we hare the
consolation that very rich Boils and
bad roads are fonnd together in their
natural condition, the world over, as
well as iu Hancock county.

LETTER FROM ELKHART, IND.

ELKHART, May 26, 1873.

Editors I have to day

mailed you a RiC'jrd" ut the busi-

ness of the City Elkhart lor the

yeai 1ST2, aud -- ! j'ir is

taiiog the quesii'in il manu-

factures" ag a means o! increasing
year population and wcalth.you may
End items of interest in this his-

tory of a year's progress in our city
in the same direction.
While our growth in 1872 was won-

derful, that of thii year will far sur-
pass it.

Last year there were erected three
manufactories, two churches, one op

123 dwelling, and about 50

other buildings. This year, within
one month after the weather has per-

mitted out-do- or labor, more than 200
building have been commenced ! And
the out lay for building purposes will
exceed half a million dollars before
the close of the year and the issue
of another "Record.''

Among the manufacturing enter
prisep of this spring, the most prom-

inent are the St. Joseph Paper Mills,

three iu number, and the Studebsker
Carriage Works. The proprietors of
the Paper Mills are ajl from Ham--

iltoo and Middletown, Ohio. Among
them are Clark Lane, (of Owen, Lane,
Dyer & Co.) Abram TJpp and I. W.
Irwin. They will manufacture exclu-

sively fine papers, importing their
material from EaglaaJ, and will
bring to our city about 150 families.
Their works are located on the lands
of the St. Joseph Hydraulic Co.,
north of the St. Joe river. They
have already on the ground forty car
loads of stone and 700,000 brick.and
are contracting for more ; 100
men and teams, and a steam pump,
are now employed in preparing the
ground. The buildings now erecting,
begin on Elkhart Avenue, near St.
Joe bridge, will have a width of 40

feet, and 4 stories high, will extend
north HO feet, thence west 180 feet,
along the main Headrace, thence
south 100 feet,willbe built ot Wabash
quarr stone and brick. When com-

pleted the Company will proceed to
erect other works on an equally ex-

tensive scale.
The Studebaker Bros, (who own

the most extensive wagon works in
the world, at South Bend,) have pur-

chased 150 acres of land between ths
Air Line R. R. an 3 Elkhart river,
where they will build a dam and
and races, aud immediately establish
carriage works on a scale even larg-

er than their wag in works, using the
ePtirc 150 acres for this purpose alone.
Several new companies are now or
ganizing, among which is tha Sewed
Shoe Msrufacturing Co., which pro-

poses to start with $30,000 capital in

PRESIDENT'S PROCLAMATION.

Disorderly Persons in Louisiana
to Disperse Within Twenty

Days. and Obey the Kellogg Government
—If Not, United States Troops to

be Called Out

"Whkreas, Under the pretense that

sor:s have Co; ..;L.ed tgther wi;h
force and arms to resist tiie laws and
constituted authorities of said State ;

' 'and
"Whkbsas, It has been duly certi

tied by the proper local authorities,
and judicially determined by ilie ia
ferior and 6npenor courts of suul
Slate, that said officers are entitled to
hold their officers respectively, and
execute and discharge the func-

tions thereof: and
"Whkbeas, Congress at its late

session, upon due consideration of
the subject, tacitly recognized said
Executive and hla associates, then as
sow in office, by refusing to take any
action with respect tbereto ; and

"Whxeias, It is provided in the
Constitution ot the United States that
the United States shall protect every
State in tbisUnion on application of the
Legislature, or of the .Executive when
the Legislature can not be convened,
against domestic violence ; and

"Whkbeas, It a provided in the
laws of the United States that in all
cases of insurrection iu any State, or
of obstruction to the laws thereof, it
hall be lawful for tuo President of

the United States, on application ol
the Legislature of such State, or of
the Executive, when the Legislature
csn not be convened, to call forth the
militia of another State or States, or
to employ such part of the land aud
naval forces as shall be judged nec
essary for the purpose of suppresainz
such insurrections or causing the laws
to be duly executed ; and

"Wheeeas, The Legislature of said
state is not now in session, and can
not be convened in time to meet tl.t- -

preeent emergency, nd the Execu
tive of daid State, under section 4 oi
the Constitution of the United State
and laws passed in pursuance thereof,
has therefor made application to me
for such part of the military force of
the United States as may be neces
sary and adequate to protect said
State and citizens thereof against
domestic violence, and enforce the
execution ot laws ; and

"Whsseas, It is required that
whenever it may be necessary, in the
judgment of the President to use the
military force for the purpose afore
said, he shall forthwith by proclama
tion command such insurgents to
disperse, and retire peaceably to their
respective nomes witmn a limited
time.

"Now, therefore. I, Ulyscs S.Grant,
President of the United States, do
hereby make proclamation, aud com
mand said turbulent and disorderly
persons to disperse and retire peace-
ably to their respective abodes within
twenty days from this date, and
hereafter to submit themselves to
the laws and constituted authorities
of said State, and I invoke the aid
and of all good citizens
thereof to nphold the la w and preserve
the public peace. In witness whereof
I have hereunto set my hand and
caused the seal of the United States
to be affixed. U. S. Grant.
"Done at the City of Washington,

this 22d day of May, in tbe year
of our Lord, 1873, and of the inde
pendence ot the United States tbe
97th.
