Ilaru
lare and more work may attaint them

to nartiallv recover, but Uiey never
come back to real health, unless they
can run for a summer at least, on
verv short pasture ; if they can have

the first ' half cf the winter, with
warm ahed tr shelter, with rather
abort commons of good hay and a few

carrots until February, so much the

better. They may then be gradually
fed grain and carrots and, by spring,
their coals will again be blooming,
and they will have regained their old
Jile and mettle.

The cause is that the animals have
suffered from continued dry ieeding,
or stuffing with grai i at the hands o1

ignorant drivers, and have become
gram-founder- or grain-kille- as
this disability is sometimes called. In
fact, however,' they are . confirmed
dyspeptics. " The effect of this course
of leading is observable in many farm
horses, when fully fed upon grain for
a considerable length of time, whether
at work or not, particularly, as is
often the case in the West, ii they be
not pastured iu summer. The remedy
is plain and simple: When horses
are idle in tho winter, the grain should
be taken from them in a great de
gree, and if it be observed that they
have inordinate appetites, without
due condition, the remedy shocld be
Bpplied as before state I. In the
absence of carrots, they should be fed

light bran mashes, or other similar
food, and be allowed the run of a
yard until the dejected appearance
and staring coat is removed, and the
skin again becomes soft to the touch.
There are individuals near all our
large cities who make a business ot
buying such horses, and treating them
as we have shown, them in
from eight to twelve months.

invaluable and natural remedy for

of grain. It is well known

that a horse on lull woik will do
better on twelve quarts of oats a
day, with the addition of a peck of
carrots and a dun proportion of good
hay, then on three pecks of oats with
Out the carrots. Iu the winter season,
until the firrt of February, horees,
unless worked, ai e altogether better
without at all, if fed carrots
and hey, than they would be with
grain.

There is a feeling among fanners
that it costs more to raise a bushel of

carrots than a bushel of grain. This
Is the fact unless the soil be in high
condition and the crop be kept clean.
If this be the case, the cost is far
less ; but even if Buch were the fact, it
would pay to cultivate a due propor-

tion of these valuable roots. And
again, if enough were grown to give
each milch cow from a peck to a half
bushel daily, we should hear less oi
white butter in winter. But when
we took up the subject of the

of dry feeding, we did not
intend to enter upon the raising of
carrots for farm stock. If we sue.
ceed in calling attention to the num-

ber of horses rendered dyepeptio and
disabled from this cause, and have
made the proper remedial measures
clear, we snail nave -- one wnat we
intended!

Then the beauty of
Nature, the tranquillity and innocence
of the country, his independence and
pleasing arts, the care of bees, poultry,
sheep, hogs, the dairy, the care ot
hay. of Iruits, of orchards and forests

"wmwi wi uie workman in
giving him strength and plain dignity
like the face and manners of Nature
all men acknowledge. All men keep
te farm in reserve as an asylum, in
case oi a miscnance, to bide their pov
erty, or as a solitude in case they do
not succeed in society. And who
knows how many glances of remorse
aretumed this way from the bankrupts
ot trade, mortified pleaders in courts
and senates, or trout the victims of
idleness and pleasure.

To thows who cultivate tlie soil,

affords a pleasant respite from tlie

more arduous toils ot the field ; adds

a new charm to the rural home, and

prolongs into the gloom ot Whiter

the fragrance of Summer fljweis.

To us, c farm without bees seems as

incomplete as a rural Lome wiihout

shrubs or fl jwers to gladden the eye

or cheer the heart. But though the

bee keeping is "the poetry of rural

li'e' it may be made a source of no
inconsiderable profit as well.

Conducted with skill and care it is

certain to yield a handsome increase
to the yearly income. While some
localities, abounding in honey-produc- .

ing flowers, are better adapted to bee
culture than others, yet a few hives,
at leant, may be kept with success in
any region wnere Agriculture will

yield a livelihood. The chief obsta
t ies to success are ignorance of the
haWitaof the honey bee, and neglect
of the wants of the apiary. Tne
former of these requisites can only be
supplied by the study of approved
works on together with
observation ot the climate and re
sources of the own
neighborhood. As to the latter
those who are so confirmed in habits
of negleclfulnese, as to need more
than this gentle hint, we leave to
learn the lesson of care, by that cer
tain failure which they so richly
merit.

Apiculture has made great ad
vancea of late years. The intelligent
bee keeper no longer consigns his
favorites to a hollow log, or rude
box, nor, what is even worse, to any
ot thoeo absurd contrivances which
have proved the ruin ot thousands o
happy colonies ct bees, and provok
ing the disgust of their unfortunate
owners. Jiut providing himself with
some lorm ot movable comb lnve
well constructed, and having a suffi

ciently capacious brood chamber (or
main aptrtment) and suitable ar
rangement lor surplus honey, he
enters upon the pursuit with fair
prospect cf succees. Those who have
once learned how to keep bees, will
not soon abandon the pursuit.

Care of Young Calves.
[From the New York Herald.]

It it cruel to tie up young calves in
some cold corner ot an open shed, or
even in a corner of an old barn, the
siding and doors of which are so full

of large cracks that the cold wind will

rush through as furiously as through a
tree top. It ia cruel, at any rate, to
tie up young calves. They need lib-

erty. If their apartment is not more
than four or five feet square it will be
far better to let them run loose than
to tie them. In cold weather our own
practice is to make a small apartment
in one corner ot the stable say about
five or six feet square leaving a door
way about fourteen inches wide, which
is closed by a door made of pieces ot
lath. Then we pile in the straw or
chaff lor bedding, so that when the
young animal lies down he will be halt
buried in straw. The top is covered
with pieces ot boards or rails and straw
or hay. In such a little snug caboose

call will keep warm and grow fat
even in cold weather. But when a
oung animal is tied in a cold corner,

with the cold, wet and filthy floor for
his bed, and old Boreas twanging his
roaring fiddlestrings about the shiver-
ing brute, no animal can thrive even if
well fed. It is cheering to peep into
the neat and comfortable box of our
little bos, all cuddled down to sleep in
his bed ot clean straw, when the
wintry winds howl and the cold storm
beats 1unously against the buildings
It is much more economical also to
keep young animals warm by means of
boards and straw than with milk, meal
and hay. When one cannot avail
himself of a vacant corner of some
building, procure some boards and
make a call house on one side of some
building. If no boards are at hand
make a framework of pieces of old
rails, or large branches of trees, cover
with small brush, and then pile on the
the straw. In cold regions our do
mestio animals must be protected or
they will use up all their fat in main
taining the heat of their bodies,
which is an expensive way of keeping
stock comfortable.

Why Clover Improves the Soil.
Pro Tockler thus explains the ao

tlon of clover increasing the fertility
of the soil :

"All who are perfectly acquainted
with the subject must have seen that
the best crops ot heat are produced
by being preceded by crops of clover
grown for seed. I have come to the
conclusion that the very best prepara
tion, the best manure, is a good crop
of clover. A vast amount of mineral
manure is brought within reach of the
corn crop, which otherwise would re
main in a lock up condition in all the
soil. The clover plants take nitrogen
lrom the atmosphere, and manufacture
it into their own substance, which, on
decomposition of the clover, roots and
Ieavee,produce abundance ot ammonia
In reality, the gi owing of clover is
equivalent, to a great extent, to ma
nuring with Feruvian guano."

Take, for instance, red clover, the
best of all green manures. The great
English chemist, Prof. Way, of the
Royal Agricultural College at Ciren
cester, made a perfect analysis of dry
red clover and found every one hun
dred parts to contain as follows :

Lite. A French savant recently read
a paper before the French Academy,
iu which he advance! the use of
buttermilk as a promoter of longevity
He said : Life exists only in com
bustion, but the combustion which oc
curs in our bodies, like that which
takes place in our bodies, like that
which takes place in our chimneys
leaves a detritus which is fatal to life.
