CONGRESS.

APR. 5. In the Senate, a bill was
passed to enable the Secretary of the
Treasury to pay the judgments render-
ed by the Court of Alabama Claims.
Several bills to authorize the sale of
Indian lands were passed. Chief Jus-

tice Waite then appeared, and adminis-
tered tbe oath required to be adminis-
tered to Senators in the trial of impeach-
ment cases. It was then ordered that
a summons be issued, directing W. W.
Belknap, late Secretary of War, to
appear before the Senate on the 17th
day of this month. The Senate then
resumed the consideration of legislative
business, and took op the bill fixing the
rate of postage on third rate mail mat-

ter, and for other purposes. In explan-

ation of the bill, Mr. Hamlin made a
speech, in which he detailed his connec-

tion with the law of the last session that
be bad committed one error in offering
that law. He did not tarn to the stat-
ute to see what was embraced in third-clas- s

matter. He thought that that
class embraced merchandise only, and
did not suppowe it applied to transient,
to newspapers, and to magazines. He
would not have included them. He had
no controversy with tbe newspapers, and
did not care a Hg what they said. Pend-
ing tbe discussion of the bill tbe Senate
adjourned. In the House, a bill to reg-

ulate tbe winding up of insolvent Na-

tional Banks was passed, when a mes
sage was received from the Senate
informing the House that the Senate
had organized for the trial of the im-

peachment of W. W. Belknap, and was
ready to receive the managers at its bar.
The impeachment managers presented
themselves at the bar of the House, and
stated that they proceeded to the bar of
tbe Senate, and that the Senate bad

the 17th as tbe day on which
they would make process returnable
against W. W. Belknap, late Secretary
of War. The House then went into
Committee of the Whole on the bill to
transfer tbe Indian Bureau from the
Interior to the War department. Mr.
Cox, of New York, opposed the bill in a
forcible speech, in which he denounced
the army in general, and the War De-

partment in particular. He favored the
making of the bureau a department of
the government, with the head of it a
Cabinet Officer. At the close of his
speech the House took a recss nntil 7:30
p. in. Upon reassembling, the Legisla-

tive Appropriation bill was taken up,
and, after a discussion of three hours,
two pages of it were disposed of. The
committee rose and the House then ad-

journed.
Apr. 6. In the Senate, tbe bill to

abolish capital punishment was reported
from the Judiciary Committee adversely
and indefinitely postponed. The postal
law, relating to third class mail matter,
was then taken up and discussed. Sev-

eral amendments were propped all of
which were ordered printed. The most
important of these was one offered by
Mr. Merrimon, of N. C, as follows :"For
articles not enumerated in the first, sec-

ond, or third class, to be transmitted
1,000 miles or s cents for each
ounce or fractional part thereof, and
for all distances over 1,000 miles
cents." The Senate then went into
executive session and soon adjourned.
In the House, Mr. Holman, from the
Committee on Appropriations, reported
bock in the Senate bill fixing the Presi-
dential salary, after the 4th of March,
1877, at $25,000. It was passed without
disscussion. Tbe House then resumed
the " consideration of the bill to carry
iuto operation the Hawaiian treaty.
Speeches in support of the bill were
mode by Messrs, Morey and Garfield, and
Mr. Gibson spoke iu opposition. Mr.
Wood, who has charge of the bill, gave
notice that be would endeavor to get a
vote next Monday. The House then
went into a Committee of the Whole on
the Legislative Appropriation bill, and
at half-pas- t 4 took a recess until 7:30.
The evening session opened with an
attack on the Committee of Appropria
tions, and but little progress was made
in the appropriation bill. The House
then adjourned.

Apr. 10 Iu the Senate, a lane
of bills ami petitions were presented

aud referred. The special committee to
inquire iuto the Mississippi election, were
authorized to employ a clerk and sten
ographer, to s nd for persons and pa-

pers, and to take testimony, and the
Appropriation Committee reported fa-

vorably on allon-iu- them $10, (MK) for
their expenses. The bill to provide for
the deficiency in the printing and en-

graving bureau of the Treasury Depart-

ment, and for the issue of silver coiu of
the United States in the plaee of the
fractional currency, was taken up, and
vigorously supported by Mr. Sherman.
The bill was read a third time and pass
ed. The Senate then went into execu-

tive session, and soon after adjourned.
In the House, nnder the call of the
States, a large number of bills were in
traduced and referred. A bill appropri
ating $5,872,850 for river and harbor
improvements was passed. A resolution
instructing the Committee on the Judi-
ciary to inquire whether any additional
legislation is necessary to secure to the
army the right of petition, which be-

longs to every citizen, was adopted.
The House, in Committee of the Whole,
listened to a three hours speech from
Mr. Banks, of Massachusetts, on the
Hawaiian Treaty, and then adjourned.

Apr. 11. In the Senate the Judiciary
Committee reported adversely on the
House bill to protect witnesses, who
shall be required to testify in certain
cases. A minority report was also pre-

sented, aud bo tli were ordered printed.
The bill fixing the rate of postage on
third class mail matter was discussed.
Mr. Merrimon of North Carolina offered
an amendment so as to strike out of the
third class of mail matter,prints,engrav-tugs-,

blanks, flexible patterns, samples
of merchandise, sample cards, photo-
graphic representations, seeds, cuttings,
bulbs, roots, and scions. He said thr.t
the object of this amendment was to
organize a fourth class of u.ail matter
for merchandise, and make it pay the
cost of transportation. The amend-
ment was rejected. Yeas 11; nays 29.

The bill was discussed at length, but no
action was taken, as the Senate went
into executive session and soon adjourn
ed. In the House a large number of
bills relating to commerce and naviga-

tion were introduced, the most impor.
tant of which were, to authorize the
citizens of Mellville, Penna,, to close
tbe channel of tbe Ohio river; to author-
ize the construction of a bridge across
the Mississippi River at or near Sioux
City, Iowa; to grant American register
to tbe Canadian steam ferry boat Gene-

va, all of which were passed. Twenty
thousand dollars were appropriated to
improve tbe grounds around the CapitoL
A reeess to 7,:30 ws then taken. In the
evening session nothing was accomplish-
ed.

THE CENTENNIAL POEM.

It is finally settled who will write the
poem for the Centennial opening. The
compliment of being requested to write
it has been passed around among the
elder poets of the country, and declined
by each with thanks iu turn. Mr. Bry-

ant considered that his years ought to
exempt him from the task. Mr. Whittier
never writes odes for occasions, and it
would be contrary to the habit of his
life to do such a thing. Mr. Longfellow
hates writing to order. Mr. Lowell de-

clined, and the laureate's duty has at
last been assumed by the man who of
American writers is most capable of
turning out the highest work, as one
may sfly, under compulsion Mr. Bayard
Taylor. There is one poet who would
have written up to the style of the occa-

sion not Bayard Taylor, but B. F.
Taylor who has the finest flow of florid
English in verse, adapted to the general
contour of the performance, who would
have burned red lights and blue In num-

bers that would have soared and swelled
and streamed like a holiday banner. I
dare say that all the other poets would
Lave been glad to relinquish the task to
him, and he would not have done the
time and audience discredit.

RENTS AND HOUSES.

The real estate agents are playing a
hopeless game before the first of May,
trying to get as near the old rent as pos-

sible, but the tenants have the best of it.
and something like this course of pro-

ceeding goes on. The tenant asks for
lower rent; agent of coarse declines and
posts a bill on tbe house "to rent." Say
the holder has been paying $2,700 for
the past three years; he now wants to
pay only $1,700. For the first two weeks
he don't do much toward looking for a
new place for himself, and agent sticks
out pretty well, till tenant actually goes
to Whitestone, Newark, or some other
place of cheap rents, to hire a house.
Tbe day after he gets home tbe agent
calls round early to say civilly that it
dou't seem worth while to make a
change, as they have been on good terms
so long, tbe tenant may have the house
at his own offer for a year, but be must
expect a raise next May. He keeps his
house, hags himself at getting his own
price, and calculates that he will get a
new parlor carpet, risking the very hazy
idea of having to move in earnest next
year. Agents may talk about next year
for a generation to come; nobody is
afraid of them just now. Why should
they be, when stores that rented for
$14,000 within three years and hist year
for $7,500, tumble this year to 5,000?

The building occupied by a well known
dry goods Ann year before last rented
for $2S,000. They offered $15,000 for it
last year, which was indignantly refused,
and they moved out. The building
stood empty all last season, and the
owners would be very glad to let it for
$12,000 to-da- y. Things don't fall in
such a way to get up again in any one
year.

THE CENTENNIAL.
New York will be more of a point of

attraction this year than Philadelphia.
Everybody will, of course, go to Phila-
delphia and see the Exposition then
they will come to New York and see the
metropolis. I want to notify visitors
that they may come to New York and
stay here long enough to see the city,
thoroughly, at a not very large expense.

These bouses
can be found anywhere below Four-
teenth street, either east or west of
Broadway, and the visitor, whose ability
to pay is limited, can be accommodated
at any price desirable. Those who have
money will, of course, go to the first
class hotels and be bled for the style of
the thing, but it is unnecessary. Si yli.-- h

By all mrsns tet into tbe
inside of such an establishment as Har
pers', and go over the Stattii Island and
np the East River, that you may enjoy
the finest water-vie- in the world and
the finest suburban residences. It
wouldn't hurt you any to spend a day
or two at Long Branch to see the frivol-
ity of a summer watering-place- . All
this can be done for a very little money,
if you only know bow. Your wives and
daughters will, of course, want to see
Stewart's aud the great jewelry stores;
and if you have any taste for art, the
picture galleries are open all the time.
To do this cheaply, go to boarding-bouse- s

to live, use the street cars and
stages, and by no means ailow yourself
to be seduced into a carriage or cab.
Street cars run everywhere in this city

indeed, on some of the lines you may
ride seven miles for five cents. And on
Sunday of course you will want to bear

BUSINESS

Is slowly improving, bat it is nothing to
speak of ; I he country merchants are here
in some force, but they are buying very
closely, as all of them believe that prices
have not yet struck bottom. The fail
ures for the week aggregate 123, none of
them very large. As an evidence of tbe
closeness in business matters, there are
164 empty stores between the Post Office
and 14th St., and they are likely to stay
empty for some time to come. They
cannot be reuted, for there is no business
to do in them. There will be no building
of any consequence this season, for there
are thousands of empty houses.

POSTAL TROUBLES.

The city had a scare this week. The
appropriation for tbe expenses of public

buildings being all exhausted, and Con-

gress having made no provision for such
an emergency, tbe postmaster here was

notified to cut off the gas, water and
fueL This of coarse meant cessation of

business in the post-offic- and a virtual
closing of it. The city took alarm.
Pcstmaster James was helpless, and for
a day it seemed very likely that the city
would be without postal facilities. Im-

agine the consequences of closing the
New Y'ork post office! Tbe business of
the whole country parses through it,
and the effect would be felt from Maine
to Texas. But New York was equal to
the vmergeiiey; tbe gs companies au-

thorized Mr. James to go on, they taking
their chances of getting their pay from
the government, the ater board did
likewise, and the merchants pledged
money enough to pay other expenses till
the government could turn it-l- So
we get our letters as usual.
THE DEFALCATION OF JUDGE BARRETT
Is worse than was supposed when he got
away. He has swindled his old step
mother out of every dollar he had in the
world, and the daughter of Miles O'Reiley
loses everything, as he was the trustee
of her deceased father's estate. This
villain ran away owing quite $200,000,
and the terrible feature of it is, that this
money was almost entirely trust funds,
placed in his control because of bis
reputation for integrity. He sold mort
gages and bonds belonging to estates,
and squandered the money in a most
reckless manner. As he was reputed to
be rich no one objected to his high liv
ing, and no one thought it singular; but
since his depnrture it has been discov
ered that he never hud anything that
his whole life was an imposture. He
was a judge, and had held many posi
tions of honor and profit, and up to the
very day of his flight could have been
elected to any position in the gift of the
people. There seems to ba an epidemic
of scoundrelism just now.

THE DEATH OF A. T. STEWART.
Mr. Alexander T. Stewart, the leading

dry goods merchant of this country, died
yesterday at his residence in New lork.
For nearly a month he hod been con
fined to his room by illness, but the re
ports that were permitted to reach the
public were so guarded that there has
been only the vaguest intimation that
bis life was considered in danger. The
deceased was of Scotch Irish parentage,
and was born in Belfast in 1S03. He
came to New York at the age of about
twenty years, having first received a
liberal education at Trinity College,
Dublin. He arrived in New York pen
niless, and earned his first wages in the
New World as a school teacher. But
the bent of his mind was in the direction
of a mercantile life, and after a brief
and not over pleasant experience as a
teacher, be opened a small retail dry
goods store at the corner of Chambers
street and Broadway, where in 1848 he
erected an immense marble structure,
which stood for many years the leading
mercantile building in iew lork. This,
in time, gave place to a still larger and
more imposing building on Broad way, a
few blocks below Union Square, where
it covers the entire square between
Eighth and Ninth streets, the largest
mercantile establishment in the world.

Mr. Stewart's reputation has been due
wholly to his success as a merchant. Iu
his business lie was a model of all the
acquisitive virtues. Not even the small
est detail was neglected. lie knew
every thing, saw every thing that was
going on in that vast temple of trade.
As a man be was a strange mixture of
hard, practical shrewdness and princely
benevolence. He exacted tbe most faith'
ful service from every employe, bat he
built a palatial home for the working
women of New York at a cost of a mil
lion dollars. When he opened his first
little dry goods shop in lower Broadway,
his first customer was a young lady, who
came on the morning of his opening aud
purchased a generous bill of goods.
Yeiirs afirwrmN, learning that the lady
had lost l.ur property and fallen into
misfortune, the opulent merchant sought
her out, purchased for her a handsome
bouse, and installed her in it with a
competence for the remainder of her
life. He was man in an every-
day bargain, but be outbid the Kings of
Europe for Meissonier s superb painting
of the "Charge of the Cuirassiers." He
had all that wealth could five. His
marble palace on Fifth avenue is a home
that a Prince might covet, but it is a
home without children,. and its owner
has left no heir of his own blood to in
herit tbe gains of his busy life.

Mr. Stewart's public services have
been few bat highly creditable. During
the Irish famine of 1S47 he chartered a
ship and sent it filled with provisions
a gift to Ireland. In 1S67 he was one of
the American representatives at the Paris
Exposition, where his high reputation
secured him great respect. He was
throughout the war and since an ardent
Republican and a strenuous upholder of
the Union cause under all circumstances.
In this respect his influence among the
business men of New Y'ork, many of
whom were soured by the loss of their
Southern trade during tbe rebellion,
was most valuable, and when, in 1S69
President Grant organized his first Cab-
inet, he nominated Mr. Stewart for Sec-

retary of the Treasury. The appoint-
ment was applauded by the country,
which thought that a self trained and
remarkably successful basiness man
would administer the Treasury more
ably than a politician, but Mr. Stewart
was found by the Senate ineligible by
reason of an old law forbidding any per-

son engaged in commercial pursnits on
his own account from being placed in
charge of the Treasury. Mr. Stewnrt
offered to retire from business and give
bonds that the profits of his establish-
ment during his term of office should be
devoted to charitable purposes; tut the
Senate thonght best to ali-- r to t';e
strict letter of the statute, und ins nom
ination was withdrawn; The fortune
of Mr. Stewart is probably the largest
ever amassed by one man in the legiti-
mate parsuit of trade. He never specu-
lated in stocks or other chance invest
ments; his success was purely a commer-
cial one. Tbe most interesting question
left by his death will le to many people.
what will become of the colossal lortnne
which is left as tbe fruit of his busy life.

OHIO LEGISLATURE.

General Laws Passed by the
Present Session.

A Fair Record of a Conscientious General
Assembly.

GENERAL LAWS.
To provide that Boards of Trade and

Chambers of Commerce shall have only
one Vice President, and-t-o prevent any
stockholder from holding the office of
Secretary.

Making partial appropriations for the
year 1876.

To repeal the Geghan law of last ses
sion.

To approve a deed given by the State
of Ohio to the United States, and
to prescribe the mode of acquiring title
to real estate in Ohio by the United
States.

Defining the crime of obtaining goods
under false pretenses so as to provide
that the crime can be committed by let-

ter or telegraph, and that persons of-

fending can be tried and convicted either
in the county from which the letter or
telegram wasseut.orin the county where
they were received.

To euable literary associations, other
than colleges, universities, academies, or
seminaries, to increase iheir capital
stocks.

To reorganize the Sratf Hospitals for
the insane.

To permit the Steward of the Blind
Asylum to purchase supplies iu certain
coses without advertising.

To require that non resident property-owner- s

shall be notified by publication
of ordinances to repair sidewalks.

To authorize the appointment of an
additional deputy cleik of the Supreme
Court.

To provide that controversies over the
location of a ditch shall come before a
jury of twelve men, whose unanimous
verdict shall be necessary to locate the
ditch.

To provide for the distribution of pub
lic documents.

To punish persons for fighting at flsti-culls- ,

sending u challenge to light at fist'
iculls. or provoking a breach of the
oeace.

For the establishment, support, and
regulation of children s homes in several
counties, and children's homes in dis
tricts iu this State.

To fix the minimum width of private
township roads at sixteen feet.

To the Justice's Act, repealed
last winter.

To permit female inmates of the Blind
Asylum to remain until twenty-on- e years
of age. the same as males.

To fix the standard weight of a bushel
of onions at fifty pounds.

To authorize au increase of capital
stock of railroad companies.

To abolish the ollioer of Controller of
the Treasury, and transfer the care of
the State House and grounds to the Ad
jutant General.

To constitute the throwing of the re
fuse of coal mines and oil refineries into
rivers and streams a misdemeanor, pun
ishable by fine or imprisonment, or both,

Making it a misdemeanor, punishable
by imprisonment in the penitentiary, to
cut, obstiuct, or otherwise injure any
mill dam, mill race, race bank or head
eate.

To reduce the minimum penalty for
forsrery to imprisonment for one year.

To authorize the sale of discontinued
burial grounds and the removal of bodies
by Township Trustees.

To authorize the levy of a special tax
to repair free turnpike roads.

To authorize Township Trustees to
construct culverts or bridges where the
cost of the same does not exceed tfaO.

To protect wild pigeons while roosting
or nesting iu this State.

To protect buoys, lamps, lanterns,
signal lights, or other aids to navigation,
by providing heavy penalties lor de
stroying or injuring the same.

Increasing the salary of the Supreme
Court Clerk ?500 for increased labor iu
connection with the Supreme Court
Commission. - ,

Authorizing "villages to vacate and
cities to annex territory.

To authorize persons appointed to ex
amine iuto the condition of county
treasuries to compel the attendance of
witnesses.

To permit County Treasurers, instead
of the Commissioners, to appoint night
watchmen for the treasury.

To authorize the construction of
levees.

To authorize the construction and re-
pair of levees along I he rivers of this
State.

Authorizing County Auditors to pay
the fees of witnesses in criminal cases.

Making it a misdemeanor to poison
domestic animals.

To amend the law prescribing the rate
of taxation for county bridges and road
purposes, so that in case of an unsafe
bridge, as well as in cose of casualty,
County Commissioners may construct a
bridge to cost m excess of $lo,000, with
out submitting the question to a vote of
the people.

To limit the time for commencing
actions to revive Judgments.

To fix the price of legal advertising,
and to provide for the priuting of legal
advertising iu two political papers of op
posite politics in each county of the
State.

To reorganize the Soldiers' and Sailors'
Orphans Home.

To protect surgeons, physicians, dent
ists, and patients from the morbid con
dition of the nervous system sometimes
produced by the administration of an-
aesthetics, by requiring the presence of
witnesses during the administration.

To create a Board of State Charities.
To amend the election laws so as to

allow students to vote where attending
school.

Authorizing Probate Judges to accept
resignations of assignees.

To authorize municipal corporations
to bold elections for the choice of muni
cipal officers any time after their incor
poration.

To authorize the incorporation of
granges of the Order of Patrons of Hus
bandry.

To punish road Supervisors for leaving
dirt or gravel piled up on the roads re
paired by them.

Providing that in towns or villages
where the County Recorder's office is
kept, chattel mortgages and bills of sale
may be recorded in said olace.

For the relief of suitors in the Supreme
Court.

To fix the time for killing deer from
October 15 to December J.

To cede the National road to the sev
eral counties through which it passes.
and authorizing the Commissioners of
said counties to take charge of and con
trol so much of said road as lies within
the limits of such counties respectively.

To provide that when the Trustees of
any township do not prepare a pound,
any citizen may take up stock running
at large.

To amend the act to authorize and
regulate limited partnerships, so as to
require tnat tne lull name oi ail tlie
partners shall appear.

Directing County Auditors to assess
upon all lands, not upon the duplicate,
taxes back to the last appraisement, or,
if conveyed in the meantime, back to
the conveyance.

Fixing tbe rate of State taxes.
To repeal section 7. aud to amend sec

tion 10 of an act regulating tbe mode of
administering assignments in trusty for
the benefit of creditors, passed April 6,
ISsoJ.

To regulate the distribution of estates.
To extend the charters of savings so

cieties incorporated and chartered prior
to 1S5L The bill applies especially to
the Cleveland Saving Society.

To amend the municipal code in re
gard to the duties of Aldermen and
members of Council. It makes the vo-
ting of an illegal transfer of funds be
longing to a municipality a misdemeanor
punishable with the same penalties as
embezzlement.

To authorize corporations to issue
registered and coupon bonds exchange
able the one for tbe other.

To authorize County Commissioners
to purchase or condemn lands for the
use of Court houses and jails.

To mate toonty UominisHioners a
board to regulate the hauling of heavy
burdens on free turnpikes.

Authorizing .Probata judges to pay
persons to examine tbe reports of Coun
ty Commissioners.

To provide that in township elections,

in precincts composed of parts of two or
more townships, a separate ballot-bo-x

shall be provided for each township rep-
resented.

To prevent interference with tbe con-
struction of railroad tracks.

To allow colleges to dispense with
Boards of Visitors, if they so desire.

To amend the turnpike law so as to
require County Commissioners to pay
for one half of the graveling of turnpike
roads after the bridge and culverts have
been constructed.

To reorganize the militia of tbe State.
To authorize a majority of the peti-

tioners of a turnpike road to set aside
proceedings for opening the road at any
time prior to letting the contract upon
payment of cost.

To authorize cities and villages and
boards of education to accept bequests
aud carry out the coaditions upon which
the bequest was made.

To abolish the office of State Gas In-
spector and to provide for local inspec-
tion.

To allow persons dealing in flour to
affix a printed brand upon bags or bar-
rels containing flour manufactured ex-
pressly for them.

Giving District Judges thirty days in
which to sign bills of exception after the
adjournment of court.

Authorizing railroad companies to con-
tract for carrying freight according to
space occupied, as well as by weight.

Authorizing railroad companies to
change their lines ami terminal points
by a vote of two-third- s of the stock-
holders.

To authorize those authorized by law
to commit minors to the care of Boards
of Houses of Refuge, to commit the
same to any Home, or municipal House
of Refuge, in or out of the county where
the committed party may reside.

To restrict municipal Councils in mat-
ters of expenditures.

To increase salary of Supreme Court
reporter to $2,000.

To all iw the incorporation of compa-
nies for making abstracts of title aud
for growing hedges.

To poiut out the legal method to be
pursued in paying for straightening and
widening streams.

Amending the ditch laws.
Prescribing tbe manner of condemna-

tion of private property for publie use.
It requires that appraisement of build-
ings shall be made separately, and that
the owner, within a certain time, shall
elect whether to accept the appraise-
ment for the building or remove the
same.

To authorize the General Government
to acquire laud within the State for
light-hous- e purposes.

To authorize stock-yar- d companies to
increase their capital stock.

To provide for keeping a record of all
sorts of executive business in the Gover-
nor's office.

To extend punishment for child steal-
ing to children under twelve years of age.

To provide that' witness fees shall be
paid by the County Treasurers on order
of the County Auditor.

Granting authority to guardians to
improve and lease real estate of wards.

Providing for the better registration
of births and deaths.

Amending the act governing the ap-
pointment of notaries public by except-
ing, in addition to bankers, brokers, and
clerks of tbe same, directors, stockhold-
ers, attorneys, and all officially connect-
ed with any bank or broker's office.

To enable the Trustees of cemetery
associations to take and hold property
in trust for I he purpose of making cer-
tain improvements in their respective
cemeteries.

To give pojice powers to railway con-
ductors.

Authorizing County Commsssioners to
build bridges along tbe line of free turn
pikes.

To authorize County Treasurers to
enforce liens for assessments by action
in courts.

Supplementary to the bill to restrict
municipal taxation, excepting Lucas and
Cuyahoga counties from operations of
said act.

' Directing that when magistrates out
side the municipality maintaining
workhouse, commit prisoners convicted
of minor offenses to said workhouse, the
township from which they are sent shall
pay for them at the rate of forty cents
per day. . .

Amending the Municipal Code, so that
two of the three Trustees of a village
incorporated for special purposes, may
pass ordinances, lustead of requiring all
three, as now.

Directing that when nation shall be
brought against any county officer for
official acts, he shall be allowed counsel
by the county; but in counties having a
solicitor lie snail serve as such counsel.

To authorize the Commissioners of
two or more counties to join to build
approacnes to bridges.

To make it unlawful for County Re
corders to take acknowledgements of
deeds and mortgages to be filed in their
own offices.

To reduce tbe pay of Road Supervisors
to $2 per day, and limiting the number
of days tney snail serve.

Requiring the Superintendents of pri
vate schools to report statistics to the
State School Commissioner.

To forbid County Auditors from tak
ing a percentage on the commissions la
cases where they themselves are required
to assess the property.

IMPORTANT TO PUBLISHERS.

An Act to fix the price of legal advertising.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the
General Assembly of the State op
Ohiq: That publishers pf newspapers
shall be allowed to charge and entitled
to receive lor tlie publication ol all ad-
vertisements, the price or rate for which
is not now nxed by law, wnicn by law
are required to be published by any
public officer or officers of counties,
cities, villages, townships, schools, be
nevolent or other publie institutions.
and all notices and publications known
as official advertisements, notices rela-
ting to the estates of deceased persons.
and all notices and publications gener-
ally known as legal advertisements, and
all advertisements appertaining to any
public interest and required by law to
be printed in any newspaper in this
State, the following sums, to wit; For
the first insertion, one dollar for each
square; and ioreaen additional insertion
authorized by law, or by the officer or
person so ordering, fifty cents for each
square, fractional squares to be estima-
ted at the same rate for space occupied;
and in advertisements containing tabu
lar or rule work an additional sum of
fifty cents may be charged in addition
to the before mentioned rates.

Sec. 2. That hereafter all proclama
tions by sheriffs for elections; orders fix
ing times for holding courts; treasurers
notices of rates of taxation ; bridge, pik
and ditch notices; notices to contractor
and such other advertisements or no-
tices of general interest to the tax-payer- s,

as the Auditor, Probate Judge, Treas-
urer and Commissioners may deem
proper, shall be published in two news
papers, one of each political party, if
there be two papers of different political
principles printed within said county in
each of the several counties of this State :
Provided, That tbe provisions cf this
act shall in no wise affect existing laws
relating to the publication of the notices
of delinquent tax and forfeited land
sales, and advertisements required by
law to be published by any officer of
this State: provided further, that in
addition to the publications above pro
vided lor, tbe county officer or officers
aforefaid shall publish all of said adver-
tisements mentioned in this section, in
a German newspaper, provided there be
a newspaper published in tbe German
language and of general circulation
among tbe inhabitants speaking that
language in the county In which tbe said
advertisement is intended to be made.

Sec 3. That a square shall be con
sidered and held to be a space occupied
ny two hundred and forty (240) ems; and
all legal advertising shall shall be set op
in compact form, without any unnecessa-
ry blanks or head lines.

Sec. 4. That this act shall take effect
and b iu force from and after its pas-
sage.
