tli.it they are endowed hy their "Crea-
tor with certain iimliciial ! rich's,
amoiiir which are life, lilierty aud tbe
pursuit of happiness. That for the
ittaitiiueut of these ends governments
have been instituted among men, de-
riving their just powers from the con-
sent of the governed. " Until those
truths are cheerfully obeyed.or if need-
ed to be, vigorously enforced, the
work of the Republican party is unfin-
ished.

Third. The permanent pac.ilication
of tbe Southern section of the Union,
and tbe complete protection of its citi-
zens iu the free enjoyment of all their
rights, are duties to which the Repub-
lican party stands sacredly pledged.
Applause. Tbe power to provide for
tbe enforcement of the principles ein- -
liodied iu the recent Constitutional
amendments is vested by those amend

EDITOR: leaving the rain soak
ed soil of Erie ou the Cth of June, the

. A; . Ry. soon took us south from
Sandusky to lands which had appar
ently enjoyed more favorable weather.

As we approached the bot-
toms and rolling lauds of Richland
county, the wheat looked very fair
and good, aud those fields which had
lieen any wise sheltered by the forest
lrom the severe winds of winter, stood

ry well with f tir length of st raw, aud
good heads. Oats looked very well,
grass was good, and the potato fields,
not withstanding tbe presence of innu
merable bugs, were very flourishing.
From Crawford county westward as
far as Forest the fields showed from
the rail road no very remunerative
prospects. Iiogau, Shelby, Allen, aud
Hancock counties showed very fair
erops of all kinds. The best wheat
aud corn crops I saw anywhere on my
route were iu the northern part of Al--

leu county, and in Hancock county, in
and uear Fiudlay. Down the Wabash,
wheat and corn are good. The open
winter did not materially injure the
wheat.

For forty miles west from Ft. Wayne,
and from Warsaw south to Wabash,

ihe crops, especially wheat, looked
remarkably well. Tbe pasture-field-

on the rolling lands were very many of
them covered with a luxuriant growth

white clover, which gave a beautiful
appearance to the face of the country.

Ou the whole, I should say that the
prospects of the farmer are flattering
for a fair remuneration for his labor,

all the sections through which I
passed. Iut the retail dealers in dry
goods and groceries complain bitterly

the dullness of times, and the
scarcity of currency. The country is
full of pork aud bacon which does not
command price enough to induce the
farmers to bring it in, or to warrant
the de.-der-s iu buying it to export.
Our Erie farmers complain of the price

wool. If is bought at less figures on
tbe route I hnvo indicated, than it
commands there. Any quautity of but
ter can lie I nought at the places I have
mentioned at ten cents per pound.
As good cheese as any we see there, I
have seen retailed ut eleven and twelve
cents per pound. The reason for this

probably the fact that the present
product exceeds the demand. This
will regulate itself as soon as the farm
ers reduce the cost of production and
the amount produced. The general
tendency of prices seems to point to a
hard ii oney basis. War prices and
fictitious values aro tending dowu
wards where they ought to go. The
sound business men of the country
can regulate these things quicker, and
better than all the blatant demagogues

OVER THE COUNTRY BY RAIL.

I left the nourishing village of Fos-sori- :i

at noon for a trip over the Balti-

more and Ohio railroad, to Chicago.
Ky the way, this H. & O. is one of the
best roads iu the State, and is well
officered and managed,- - with a good
safe road led, and a large and increas-
ing business, both passengers aud
freight.

After leaving Fostoria we pass
through successively the new villages
of Ridgefleld, Hloomdal., Rairdstown,
New Baltimore and Hoyt's Corners to
Deshler. They are all new villages,
built up siuce the location of the B. &

O., aud are places of very little im-

portance except to the proprietors.
New Baltimore is the most consider-

able of them, and is really a thriving
village. Yet I think old Baltimore
need not be frightened at its rapid
growth, for whilst it is true thit there

an abundance of water here, there is
very poor harbor, which will be a

drawbnek to the place.
The village of Hoyt's Corners, the

plaee that w is so ravaged by the small-

pox, recently, is but a few miles west
of Baltimore. I do not see why they
should not have the small pox there,
for they have nothing else to speak of.
Deshler is at the crossing of the B. &

O. and Dayton & Michigan, and is all
that gives it auy importance. The
road over which we have now passed,
is much of it through the forest, but
where there are fatuis, the wlXeat and
corn look very well, better than in oar
own county.

Some miles before reaching Defiance
the country is more broken and under
good cultivation. The road crosses

the Auglaize River, on a fine iron bridge
some few mile abov-e-441;- 1 town. The
road here, as well as nil the other
towns along the line is like the tr.ive!
er who pa-se- d by the man who Ml
among thieves, it passes by on the
other side. Tti. it istienrly all theol.j .r
towns were I.iuit just away from the
line of the road, and very littleof them
can le seen from the road. From De
fiance to the crossing of the llaumee,
tbe country is low and wet, and crops
very poor.

Hicks ville is a nourishing village
west of Defiance, and surrounded by a
very line couniry, but croop9 look bad.

At St. Joe, on the St. Joe river, we
met the first passenger train going
east. Auburn Junction at the crossing
the B. & O. and Detroit & Eel river,
and Jackson & Saganaw, is in DeKalb
County, Iud. At Garrett, a little vil-

lage in the woods, aud named in houor
of the President of the road, aud at
which place the shops of this Division
are located, is the place at which pas-

sengers have fifteen minutes for dinner.
It is a place of no special interest, and
perhaps, never will be. The shops of
tbe company give it a lively appear-
ance.

For a long distance west from this
place the crops look badly, but as you
approach the little village of Cromwell
the corn and wheat are both very good.
The face ofjthe country is very uneven,
and the low ground is little better than
a cat swamp. We pass the village of
Sycamore, among the lakes, but some
distance from the railroad. We see the
first prairie of any extent a few miles
beyond Bremen.

We traverse over much the same
kind of country, until we strike the
lake Michigan some forty miles east
of Chicago, We then run along the
lake shore, or near it, through a suc
cession of sand ridges and swamps, in
habited by a few families of the poor
est of the poor, who eke out a preca
rious existence, living on sand lull
cranes, aud tall poles, I should think,
for the country will produce nothing
else. Ou every side for miles aud miles,
there is nothing but coarse grass,
almost eutirely submerged in water.
It seems to mo that if some of our cru
sade friends were to pass through here,
they would want some other fluid, just
for a chauge.

South Chicago is about thirteen
miles out from the city proper, nnd is
located iu a low wet part of the coun-
try. It'deed it seems strange that any
body would want to risk their lives by
living amongst these swamps, and
snakes, and sand, even though it is
near to Chicago. But so it is. You
aud I, Mr. Editor, would not live there
aud take our chances of a speedy
'gathering in," for two of the best

corner lots they have got.
But here we are iu Chicago, a city of

magnificent resources, of vast recuper
ative power, of great enterprise and
boundless ambition. In passing over
the city, we can scarcely realize, that
but four short years ago, all this ground
now occupied by costly buildings, of
the latest style of architecture, teeiuiug
with business, the seat of opulence
and almost untold wealth, was a black
ened desolate heap of ruins. Thous-

ands of costly and beautiful buildings
sprang up as if by magic, aud among
them, perhaps the most gorgeous are
the Grand Pacific Hotel, and the De-

pot of the Lake Shore and Southern
Michigan Railroad.

In my strohs around the city, I dis-

covered very many vacant lots, which
although in eligible locations are with-

out buildings since the great fire. I
also observed a great many fine busi-

ness rooms labelled, "to let." But I
did not learn whether this was caused
by high rents, a decrease in business,
or an over supply of this particular
kind of rooms. I have certainly never
been iu a city of such great expecta-
tions, aud my reasons for this, and also
thinking that many will bo disappoint-
ed, I will mention iu my next.

The "Rush" has Commenced-Ov- er a Million

and a Half of so About
the Lighthouse and the

PHILADELPHIA, June 30, 1876.

The great "rush" which has bc?ii pre-

dicted all along appears to liave really
begun. Anywhere from fifty thousand
to one hundred thousand people can dis-

tribute themselves about the grounds
without ever running against one anoth-
er or giving the appearance ot a crowd,
yet daily frequenters of the spot readily
notice a thicker dotting of the landscape
and a more stirring aspect of the build-
ings, such as lias appcard for the past
four days. The great number of new
Cures one meets, too, is another indica-
tion of wliat the gate receipts positively
prove that the attendance now is fully
three time what it was three weeks ago.
Up to Thursday evening over one mil-

lion and a lialf of people liave entered
through the gates, and the cry is "still
they come."

And all these are not "home folks."
The proportion of foreign visitors is not
very large as jet, though there is quite a
sprinkling of costumes and faces that
are easily recognized as
There is the picturesque attire of the
Turk, and unique dress of the almon
eyed Chinanian. These Chinese seen
here are of the higher class, who dress
rather differently from the shiny Back
and sabots of Ah Sin, so familiar in most
of our cities now-a-day- s.

and out of Congress in the case of Mr.
Blaine aud Mr. lit rr. t'.-o- the lirst
tbe Democrats here and elsewhere,
with some honorable exceptions, man-
ifested a determination to convict Mr.
Blaine regardless of the character of
the evidence developed by the inquiry.
To this end the Country was scoured
and scores of witnesses weie brought
here at public expense that every scrap
of old exploded scandals, though hav-

ing no bearing upon the subject under
investigation, might contribute" in the
moulding a public sentiment against
Iiiruu Innocent features of bis early
and later private life were distorted,
their purposes perverted, antl thrust
upon the public. His private corres-

pondence was meanly sought and pro"
cared through a tool of rtbel malig-

nancy. Evidence exbonorating him
from the specific charges of railroad
jobbing was suppressed, lie was pur-

sued to the verge of the grave and the
most base insinuations have been in-

dulged in relative to his illness, and it
has furnished many high toned papers
with an inexhaustible source for atro-

cious jokes and puns. On the other
hand the political opponents of Speak-

er Kerr, generously, niagiiaEinrousIy
insisted that he should have a fair and
impartial hearing. The benefit o ev-

PENNING UP POOR MEN'S COWS.

I have heard a great deal of com-

plaint in regard to stock running at
large on the public highway; the great
cry Ls, they tromp the ditches full of
mud and they soon fill up. That is
true. Now look along the roads where
stock are not allowed to run at large,
and there you will find the ditches all
filled up with weeds and grass, which
is as bad as the stock tramping in them.
And then look at the weeds that grow
along the roads; they are plenty and
some places they are nearly as high as
the fences. If the cattle were allowed
to run oat they would eat off and
tramp down most of them, and if they
don't let stock run oat they should
compel the owners of farms to keep
all of the weeds cut down, so tbe roads
would look as if the people took pride
in keeping them clean. In traveling
over tbe country nearly nine-tenth-s of
the fanners have hog pens built at the
side ot the road, or wood piles in front
of their houses, or a wagon and a lot
of farming implements stacked up, or
laying around in tbe road, so its impos-ibl- e

for two teams to pass. And then
look at tbe fences on some farms and
along the road. They are rotted near-
ly down and they are covered with
weeds and brush.

These are the ones that are always
complaining aboat stock running at
large. If such would fix their fences
they would not be bothered with stock ;
and then how much better tbe farms
would look, and it would increase tbe
value of their farms ten dollars on the
acre, if they wanted to sell, and if
they did not want to sell, it would save
them a great deal of trouble of watch-
ing their own stock, to keep them from
destroying their own crops. Now who
is it that generally has cows running
at large) It is mostly the poor men
that has not any land, and tbe rich
will not let them have pasture for their
cows. What is a common good cow

worth to a poor family ? Say she gives
3 gallons of. milk a day for 9 months
in tbe yeax. Tbe family will use all of
the milk, which is worth 20 cents a
gallon, or CO cents a day, and they will
manage to make what hotter they will
use, which would be one dollar a week
at the lowest. Now, I will figure up and
see what a poor man will loose, by
compelling him to sell his cow
