THE HAMBURG MASSACRE.

we published a telegraph
ic item in regard to the warder at
Hamburg, Georgia. The particulars
have since eome to light and are o

disgustingly oppressive of the colored
people, that even Democrats palliators
of Southern outrages, in Congress, en
deavor to avoid reference to. They,
however, had to "toe the mark" on
Saturday, and listen to appeals for
justice and right, that made them
wince. We give the particulars of the
massacre elsewhere, as we find It given
by the Cincinnati Gazette: Iu this
connection it is comforting to refer to
that part of Gov. Hayes letter of
acceptance, in which he refers to the
Southern condition, for in it we see a
guarantee of the civil rights of alL
And when miscreants get up little re-

bellions of this character they will find
him as prompt to quell them and as
inexorable in the enforcemen of law, as
be was during the Massillon Miners'
War, which was so quickly and effect-
ually quelled a few weeks ago. Read
what be says and then the account of
the massacre, and you will know how
he would act in the emergency :

The condition of the Southern States
attracts the attention and commands
the sympathy of the people of the
whole Union. Ia their progressive re-
covery from the effects of the war their
first, necessity is an intelligent and
honest administration of government
which will protect all classes of citizens
in all their political and private rights.
What the South most needs is peace.
and peace depends upon the suprema
cy of law. There can be no enduring
peace in the Constitutional rights of
any portion of the people are habitu
ally disregarded. A division of polit
ical parties, resting merely upon

distinction of race,
or upon sectional lines, is always un
fortunate, and may be disastrous. The
welfare of the South, alike with that
of every other part of the country,
depends upon tue attractions it can
offer to labor, to immigration, and to
capital, but laborers will not go, and
capital will uot be veutured, where the
Constitution aud the laws are set at
defiance, and destruction, apprehen
sion and alarm take the place of peace
loving and law abiding social life. All
parts of the constitution are sacred
and unlet be sacredly observed, the
parts that are uew no less than the
parts that are old. The moral aud
material prosperity of the Southern
States can be most effectually advanc
ed by a hearty and generous recogni-
tion of the rights of all. by all, a re-
coguition without reserve or exception.

Answer I really can't tell. I knew

him slightly some time while he was
Street Commissioner.

OPENING OF THE CENTENNIAL NEAR

GEORGIA.
A few 'ays ago, at the little town of

Hamburg, near Augusta, (ia., seven
negroes and one white umn were killed
and four negroes and one white man
wounded, iu a pitched battle, the
cause of which was the refusal of a ne
gro mi'itia company, who were engag
ed in drilling for the Fourth of July,
to turn oil a public highway, and al
low a bugtry contain g two white men
to puss. The Captain of the company
was iirreste.t. t...? .lefied the authority
of the colored Police Justice who was
trying him. ui:i. in leur of the two
hundred or mor-- v. nite men who were
moving npou the town from Edgefield
and Aiken counties, took refuge with
about twenty five of his followeis, in
the company' drill room, which was
iu a two-stor- y brick building. One of
the numerous Generals at large in the
South his name is Hutler this time
took command of au irregular body of
whites, and sent word to the colored
militia Cuptaiu that he would give him
half au hour to surrender his arms.
No auswer was returned to this unwar
ranted demand, and the whites oticiied

f tire upon th besieged. At the end of
half au hour the attacking party, thor
oughly enraged at the death of one of
their leaders, sent to Augusta for an
old six pounder cannon, which they
placed witluu litty yar.lsof the house,
and tired four rounds of cauuister,
driving tlie negroes from their stronir
hold, anil ending all appearance of
ngut. 1 wo negroes were killed iu at-
tempting toescnpe,aud the rest of them
were surrounded aud captured. The
prisoners were all made to he down on
the ground. In a few moments four
of them were called out singly and shot
to death ou the abutment of the bridge
and iu full view of a large number of
spectators. One of the captured col
ored men, Feeing the horrible fate of
h:s friends, rose to escape, aud succeed
ed in get t ting away with a bullet iu his
legs.

Several negroes were rescued by gen
tlemen who knew them, but one of the
proteges was shot in the back and has
since died. The bodies of the massa
cred colored luen were iett lying where
they fell, and the ground about them
was marked with blood. Two or three
of the bodies were mutilated with
hatchets or Imyonets, and the cruel,
hard-hearte- d whites left lying out un
attended ou the ground all night a
wounded negro, who died next morn
ing from loss of blood.

The negroes of Hamburg were pan-
ic stricken hikI first Hod to Augusta,
but returned one place was as bad as
the other. A number of their houses
were broken into aud robbed and the
furniture destroyed. All the killed,
with one exception, leave wives and
children, and the grief and distress of
these widows aud orphans are said to
be heartrending. A correspondent of
the Kttns tind Conner, a Democratic
paper published in Charleston, South
Carolina, thus describes the murder of
the prisoners :

"Theu some, who appeared to be
leaders of the captors, moved oil a
little space and consulted together.
After a long while it was now after 2
o'clock Sunday morning a voice from
this group eniied out, "Bring Attaway
here; tell him we want to see Iiiiu.
Attaway, who it will be remembered,
was a member of Legislature, a Conu-t- y

Commissioner, aud a Lieutenant in
in Adams' eompiuiy. rose aud went
forward under guard. After going
about thirty yards over the knoll, aud
when within about the same distance
from the bridge, he was ordered to
turu bis back, instead of which he fell
to pleading for mercy, saying he had
never done anything wrong,aud would
promise to remove to Georgia uud re-

main there. He addressed his captors
as 'masters,' aud begged hard for his
life. A volley of live or six shots was
his only reply, and he a corpse in
the road. Dan Phillips was next called
and disposed of in the same way, ai.d
Albert Minion, a volley I wing fired
into each. Mnion received two balls,
one striking his head and rendering
him insensible. He was left for dead,
but lived until the next morning, when
he died from the effects of loss of
blood from a wound in the thigh.
Hump Stevens was then called and
told to run. He leHped over a low
feuce at the roadside (as Philips had
done before him), and was shot before
he had gone livo puces. Stevens aud
Philips fell only a few yards from each
other, aud Pomp Curry was next call-
ed. In his own words; '"I knew whut
was comiu' and I riz' runuin', and
dashed off through the high weeds"(at
rignt angles with the course the others
had taken). "They shot at me, and
one ball hit me ou the knee, and I fell.
They thought I was killed, but I crawl
ed off as fast as 1 could through 'he
weeds, and got into the woods near
by." These, the ringleaders, having
been thus disposed of. the others were
next told to run for their lives, which
they did, when a few shots were tired
after them, which slightly wounded
one or two more. John Thomas, an-

other of the party, was next discovered
iu the custody of a mau who was tak
iug hiiu towards the entrance to the

I
bridge. Some one stepped up behind
him and tired a pistol load into his
back, the ball penetrating hisliveraud
bowe!n,and inflicting a wound of which
fie died in Augusta during the next
morn iug,"

The same newspaper, commenting
ou the Hamburg massacre, takes a
stand which will liud for it many ha
ters among the Georgia brigadiers and
South Carolina chivalry. It snys:

"We take no pleasure in condemning
what was done at Hamburg. We wish
that it were such an act as we could
conscientiously justify and defend.
Hut, iu our judgment, the whole affair
from begiuuiugto end, was shamefully
wroni;. and we owe it to the state to
say so. We sliall le told, no doubt.
that It does not become a Ueiuocratlc
newspaper iu South Carolina to ive
'aid and comfort' to the Radicals by
denouncing as criminal, any act of
a body of white South Carolinians.
Our answer to that is, that there is
oulv cue right anil and one wrong, for
Democrat and Republican. What is
wrong we must condemn. We will
not consent to cover up the wrong, be-
cause it is committed by our political
associates or personal friends. Too
much injury has lyeu done tbeSonth by
such a course. Bv remaining silnut.
this State has been made responsible, to
her greivous injuries, for the Impru-
dent utterances aud lawless acts of a
haudful of heedless or headstronjr men.
For such citizens as we represent, for
those who abhor violence, except in
self defense, for those who look to sup-

erior irtelliu'ence audvirtue rather than
to rifle and sabre, as the means of re
storing to the whites the control of
the State, we shall, eoiae what may,
give our candid judgment uooo every
public act, whether it tie done by Dem-
ocrats or Republicans. Indeed, we
could uot condemn the passionate ne-
gro, who, excited by some fancied
wrong, applies the torch to dwelling-hous- e

or baru. if we did not condemn
the conduct of the men in killing da- -.

fensele-- negroes. We do not fear
that the negroes will keep the whites
under their heel. We have supreme
contideuee in the ability of the white
race to assert and maintain their sup-
eriority. And that conti e is
never shaken save when white uieu,
forgetting themselves and what is due
to their race, use shot gun aud blud-
geon as a means of converting the ne-
groes to the way of fair dealing, hon-
esty, iand peace."
