Undenominational One in Christ—"Better Work
for Christ, and More of it."

CIRCULAR
The Ohio Sabbath School Tijioi.

"Its object shall be to unite all

Christians tlirout;hout the State
in earnest effort to promote the eau.x
of Sabbath-schoo- l a. and, for this pur
pose, to cause, as far as practicable,
the promotion of county and township
Sabbath-schoo- l organizations through-
out the StaN, to co operate u ith this
Union in this n-a- r work."

The practical work of the association
is entrusted to its President, mi Vice
President!, Executive 'oinniit tee of
live iiieinliers, one Corresponding Sec-

retary and one Recording Secretary, a
Treasurer, und thirty-thrt-- e liistrict
Secretaries, represent inj the Seuutori
al Uistricts of the State. The last an-

nual convention and election of otlicers
was iu 1 lay ton, ou the Clh, Till and Mh
of June.

All of the countii-- s iu the St-ate-, ex-

cept ten, Lave been organized under
the constitutional provisions, but over
nine hundred townships remain unor-
ganized. We hope to accomplish much,
if not all of this work this year, and
solicit Sunday-schoo- l workers in such
localities to commence the work at
once, aud report action to Mr. Kobe it
Cowden, Corresponding Secretary,
(iallion, Ohio.

There are nearly C.IKKI Sabbath-sclio- ol

iu the State of )hio, with over
320,(100 scholars enrolled, and an av-
erage attendance of 2C0.IMK) scholars,
liesiues about 65,000 dicers aud
teachers. The annual expenses of tt e
schools are aliout $!)5,0(I0. About

.'!), 000 are annually collected and paid
to home and foreign missions, aud
aliout 12,000 members of the schools
are yearly added to the communion of
the churches. In 1870 the population
of the State was 2, CG5,20 souls.

Only one out of every seven of the
inhabitants of the State is connected
with Protestant Sabbath schools.

Only about one of every ten and a
half of the population of the State is
in regular attendance at the Sabbath-schoo- l.

For every eight dollars expended in
Sabbath school work, a soul is mus-
tered into the Church, and three
dollars is returned to the Missionary
Treasury to carry the (Josil to the
heathen, or the destitute iu our own
State.

A meeting of the officers of the
Uuion was held at Xenia ou the 11th
inst. Among other business, the fol-
lowing resolutions were adopted :

"Resolceit, That the District Secre-tararie-s

lie directed to organize and
hold mass meetings and normal insti-
tutes in their respective districts during
the current summer and ensuing fall.

"Whereas, The annual meeting of
Sabbath school workers at Chautau-
qua, New York, is productive of great
good; aud,

" Whertas, Similar meetings upon a
less expensive scale will result in great
advantage to the cause.

"Revolted, That the Corresponding
Secretary be directed to correspond
with the Secretaries of the Sab!ath-schoo- l

Associations ot Indiana, Ken-
tucky, Tennessee, and West Virginia,
with a view of arranging for such a
meeting to Is? held next year at some
convenient place iu Ohio.

"Resolved, That we enter our solemn
protesr. against the closing of Sablmth-school- s

during two or three or six
mouths iu the wiuter and iu the sum-
mer, as causing a break in the Interna-
tional series of lessons, liesides doing
other serious damage to our work.

"Rexolced, That the Sabbath-school- s

of the State Im?, and they are hereby
requested to contribute to the Sabbat

Union the amount of the
collection ou the fifth Sablmths of the
mouths, (making four collections a
year.) for tbe expeuses aud mission
work of the Union, aud that it Is; the
duty of the District Secretaries, aided
by the County President aud Secreta-
ries, to see that the same is collected
and paid over to the Treasurer.

"Rexolced, That the committee will
not undertake any further work
involving a pecuniary obligation (ex-
cept necessary correspondence, at a
cost not exceeding $20) until the
necessary money or guarantee for the
same is provided."

Brethren and friends of Christ and
His Church, you see, by thft facts
above given, what a great work is to
be done in Ohio. The responsibility
and lalsnr are upou you, and should
not be shirked. We are striving to do
what we can in the Sunday school part
of the church work, but the otticer-an- d

Committee of the State Sundays
school Union can do nothing without
your HrsonaI cooperation and
pecuniary aid. The minimum annual
exense for effective work is $1,500.
The Treasury is empty. We are op-
posed to running iu debt, as Is'Ing
wrong of itself, and injurious to the
cause. We, therefore, can do nothing
until we are provided with money.
We submit the alsjve financial scheme
as practicable, tried, proved, aud not
at all burdensome. It is simply to give
to the Sal ihath school mission work iu
Ohio so much of yonr missionary col-

lections as is taken on that Sabbath
which happens to Ih the fifth of the
month, namely, iu July, Octolier aud
Decemlier or 1870. and one month of
the coming year (1(S7'.I). previous to our
uext. anniversary, Is-i- i g four
tions for the year.

If any school is not in the habit of
taking a collection every Sabliath for
missionary purposes, we advise that it
be done, and request that every school
contribute four collections annually to
the Ohio Sunday-schoo- l Union Sun-
day, July 30, will lie a fifth Sunday,
and we solicit every School iu the State
to make a special collection on that
'ay, or soon after, and send it to Mr.
Peter A. Schindler, Treasurer, Spring-
field, Ohio. .

Your committee will thus be prompt-
ly put iu funds, aud pledges diligent
effort to the extent of i"8 ability, aud
the co operation of every Christian in
the State.

The results of Sabbath-schoo- l work
in Ohio are cause for thankfulness,
aud encourage us to renewed exertion.
But, as we behold the immense wors
yet to be doue, tbe thousands of
precious souls to be saved by Chrisj
through His Church,aud thereby made
better eitizens for the State, how im-
peratively are we urged to renewed
and untiring effort in this branch of
church work. "Better work for Christ
and more of it," is our motto, aud we
call upon all to help.

Let us strike for the evangelization
of the State of Ohio, and the bringing
of every soul under the saving power
of the Gospel.

All that we desire may not lie ac-
complished, but we must aim high and
make the effort. With earnest prayer
aud dilligent work, under the guidance
of the Divine Master, aud by His bless-
ing, we cannot fail to accomplish much.
Let as do our lest.

TILDEN'S EXPERIENCE AS A "HARD MONEY"

MAN.

Mot a great deal of space will Is? re,
quired to pve in sullicient detail the
Michigan exploits of Samuel J. Tilden,
'hard money" Democratic candidate for
President, and to show that he is fully
entitled to Is; known as a "hard-money- "

man, for years ago his Michigan money
was very hard to get rid of, and extreme-
ly hard ujion those who were compelled
to receive it in exchange for their lalsjr.
To pull all this in liold relief before the
jieople it is necessary to say that the
cniusul:i of Michigan is richer in iron

ores than any other region in the United
States. Years ago Knglish capital

interested in its development, and
among the first, the largest, the shrewd-
est, most successful and most unscrupu-
lous of these investors was Samuel J.
Tilden, the "reformer." Amonghis first

s in this region was one which
brings forcibly to mind the ancient
"fence," who, having iKWght some pearls
from a small lsiy who had stolen them
from his mother, patted him approvingly
on the head, and said: "But next time
bring the diamonds, my leetle jKiy;

pring me diamonds, my gt leetle loy."
Among the most profitable of the early
iron mines was the Cleveland, the grant
of which was one square mile of land.
Years ago the compauy working it had
as lssik-keeii- er one A B Harlow, who, as
a consequence of his confidential rela-
tions with the comiwny, discovered that
forty acres adjf lining their I md was much
more valuable in ore than;any they own-

ed. The then owner liad no suspicion
of the value of his possession, and Har-
low bought it in his own name for the
paltry sum of Learning this, the
Cleveland Company demanded the trans-
fer of the purchase to them, but in reply
Harlow fled to New York, and sold out
to Samuel J Tilden for a royalty of
twenty cents a ton on all ore mined, and
out of this transaction canjk-(- y? ?
York Iron Mining Company, which
made Tilden not only an iron master,
but a manuficturer of lliat peculiar kind
of Isigus money which soon became
widely known, and is yet rcmemls3red
with a "feeling akin to sorrow" by its
thousands of victims as "iron money."

During the early part of the war Til-

den, who could not attend a war meeting
in Mew York, saw an opportunity to turn
some indillcrcnt honest jiennies in the
West, and seized it. There was a scarc-
ity of currency, and Tilden, in common
with other mine-owner- began to man-

ufacture and issue shinplasters. But he
was among the first, and his notes.which
were on their Cicc those of the New
York Iron Mining Comjwny were the
Iml-s-I engraved and most handsome in the
licninsula. They were exact imitations
in appearance of lank notes, but were
nothing more than promissory notes is-

sued for various dates, from one to six
months, and for virious sums, from one
to ten dollars. They were issued in
such immense quantities that Tilden
alone soon had flfmom in circulation
and as the "iron cnnitKinics would meet
their obligations iu the peninsula in
nothing else, greenbacks in tltat region
sjieedily became curiosities. This "iron
money" was, of course, utterly worthless
a3 a circulating medium, but as the
miners could get nothing else they were
forced to hike it, and as they were com-

pelled to excliange it for all the necessa-
ries of life, the shopkeepers and merch-
ants in all the region were iu turn forced
to tike it. Here came the pinch on

and Isith ways, there is no doubt that if
it had U-e- let alone by meddlesome
persons until now Tilden might have
made the Democracy happy hy sending
no less than five barrels of money to St.
Louis. Tilden and the others who were
engaged in these frauds uin Lilsor were
all the time receiving greenbacks for
their ores, were "shaving" their own cur-

rency, were selling miners from com-

pany stores goods at shin-plast- prices,
for which they paid greenback prices'
so that their profits were enormous. It
is almost incomprehensible tliat such a
thing as this could List ten years as it did
but at last it was broken down in 1S71.

Wheeler and Hiram O Peck.three enter-

issued counterfeits for the notes of the
Jackson Iron Company. The fact was

discovered; the three men arrested and
held for trial, w hich was called in June,
1S74, before Judge O'Grady and a jury,
which, before lieing empannelled, coun-

sel for the defense objected to further
proceedings, on the ground that the
notes themselves, lieing unlawful, could
not lie counterfeited. This view was

strenuously oppt-se- by the prosecuting
attorney, but judge O'Grady, in deciding
the motion, said, concerning Tilden's
money:

"The court is clearly of the opinion
that the issue of all these notes and iron
currency, is illegal, contrary to
the statute, and that they are void upon
their face. They ls?ar not only the ear-

marks, but all the principal features of a
lank note, and are utterly worthless for
the purpose of circulation. They can
not lie the subject of forgery: thrt, arr a
xpuriuitx, worthies, bastard currency. The
objection is sustained. The court lias
been of this opinion for the List five

years, though the question has never
lieforc lieen presented for its decision.
This kind of paper has driven out a bet-

ter currency, just as the clipped and
sweated coin of William III, drove out of
circulation and use the golden crowns
of England."

The decision put an end to the "iron
money" sw indle, but Tilden & GVx, still
had the enormous assessments of the In-

ternal Revenue Bureau pending against
them.

A
bill extending to the 31st of July the bill
making a temiiorary provision for the
expeuses of the government was pass-
ed, as was also a bill to prevent couut-erlltin- g

of trade maaks.
Jl-L- 21. In the Senate, the politi-

cal disabilities of Geo. W Jackson, of
West Yirginfa, were removed. The
impeachment trial was postponed until
Mouday, and the discussion of the Riv-

er and Harlsor Appropriation bill was
resumed, but no action was taken
upou it.

JULY 22 In the Senate, the bill ap-

propriating 100,000 for the comple-
tion of the Washington Monument was
called up, amended and passed. It
appropriates 100,000 to continue the
work after the Washington Monument
Society shall transfer to the United
States all its rights and privileges, and
provides that the work shall be doue
under the direction of tho President of
the United States, the Supervising
Architect of the Treasury, and the
Architect of the Capitol. The House
bill to regulate the issue of artificial
limbs to disabled soldiers, seamen, and
others, was amended and passed.

THE HAMBURG MASSACRE.

The Account of It—Letter from Governor
Chamberlain—As Bad as it Can Be.

GOVERNOR CHAMBERLIN'S LETTER.
STATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA.

EXECUTIVE
July 13, 1876.

Eon. T. J. Robertsan, United States
Senator, Washington, D. C :

Dear Sir: Your request for a state-
ment from me of the recent bloody
affair at Hamburg, in this State, was
duly received. I have waited before
replying uutil official reports and state-
ments should be received. There are
now before mo the official reports of
the Attorney-Genera- l and the Adju-
tant and Inspector-Genera- l, the testi-
mony taken at the coroner's inquest
and the written statement of several
other persons who were present and
witnessed the whole or parts of the af-

fair. I will present to you as briefly
as possible the leading facts as they
appear from the evidence to which 1

have referred.
STATEMENT OF THE AFFAIR.

On the 4th of July, a company of
the State militia (colored) were march-
ing along the streets of Hamburg. The
street was over oue hundred feet wide,
and the company was marching in
columns of four. While so marching
they were met by two young white men
in a buggy, who insisted upon keeping
their course in the street, without re-

gard to the movements of the militia,
and drove against the head of the col-

umn, which thereupon halted. Some
parleying took place, which resulted in
the compauy yielding, opening their
ranks aud allowing the young men to
proceed ou their course. On the fol-

lowing day the young men referred to
took out warrants of arrest against
some of the officers of the militia com"
pany, who were brought e a trial
justice for trial. The trial was after-

ward adjourned till 4 P. M. of Satur-
day, the Sth iust. Before that hour
arrived on Saturday many white citi-

zens from the country around Ham-

burg began to gather in the town and
anued themselves with guns and pis-

tols. The militia company iu the
mean while had assembled in their ar-

mory in the village, aud at the hour
set for the trial the defendants did not
appear.

At this poiut, it has been stated in
dispatches aud newspapers that the
militia officers having defied the au-

thority of the trial justice, the citizeus
were called on to assist the trial jus-

tice by acting as his posse. Nothing
of the kind iu fact occurred. The
militia failed to nppenrlM-cnus- e of their
fear of injury at the hands of the
armed white men, and the trial justice,
after formally calling them, took no
further steps to cause their presence in
his eourtoti account of the excitement
aud the evidences of nu impending
conflict. While affairs were iu this
condition, there being, according to
all accounts, from 200 to 300 armed
white men from the surrounding conn-tr-y

in the town, a demand was made
by the whites for a surrender to them
of the anusof the militia. An hour or
two passed iu negotiations concerning
this demand, the whites informing the
militia compauy that if the arms were
not given up iu a short tiuie most of
the witnesses say iu half au hour the
whites would opeu tire ou the militia.
The militia refused to deliver up their
arms, saying that the demand was
wholly unwarranted and illegal, aud
that they had reason to fear for their
lives if they gave up their arms.

A HULSK FIUK
was then opi-ue- by the whites upon
the building in which the militia was
assembled, and soon after one of the
attacking party was killed by a shot
from the militia in the building. A
piece of artillery was thereupon
brought across the bridge from Au-

gusta, loaded with canister aud tired
several times at the building in which
were the militia. This had the effect
to cause the militia to endeavor to
make their escape from the rear of the
buildiug. The towu marshal of Ham-
burg, a colored man, who was living in
the building, was instautly shot by
the attacking party, while thus endeav
oring to escape Iroiu the building.
Twenty or twenty-fiv- of the militia
were captured by the attacking party,
and kept uuder guard for several hours.
Finally, about two o'clock ou ihe
morning of the Oth of July, (Suuday)
after consultation among their captors,
aud wi'h complete apparent delibera
tion, five of the captured militia men
were called out, oue by one, aud shot
to death in the presence of a large
body of their captors. The rest of the
captured party wern either turned
loose, or broke loose and ran. They
were tired upon as they ran, and three
of them were severely wounded, one
ot" them probably mortally. Attorney
General Stoue thus sueciutly rejiorts
this part of tbe affair:

DETAILS OF THE KILLING.
Six men took A. T. Attaway out of

the ring. He and his mother btgged
for his life, but in vaiu. He was told to
turnaround, aud was shot to death by
the crowd.

David Phillips was next taken out,
and was similarly killed.

Pompey Curry was next called out.
He recognized among the bystanders
Henry Getzen and Dr. Pierce. Butler
called on thetu to keep the other men
from killing hiiu. He ran. aud was
shot as he ran, one bullet striking him
on the leg below tbe knee.
THK ATTORNEY UKSKKAL'S REPORT.

The Attorney General, who has per-soual-

visited Hamburg, thus con
eludes bis official report to me:

Making due allowance for errors in
minor details, the facts show tho d

on the militia to give op their
anus was t-- ade by persons without
lawful authority to enforce such de-
mand or to receive the anus had they
beeu surrendered, that the attack on
the militia" to compel a compliance
with this demand is without justifica-
tion or excuse, and that after there
had been some twenty or twenty live
prisoners captured aud completely in
the power of their captors and with-
out means of making farther resist-
ance, five of them were deliberately
shot to death and three more severely
wounded.

Such was the affair at Hamburg. If
you can find words to characterize its
atrocity and barbarism, the triviality
of the causes, the murderous and in

human spirit which marked it in all its
stages, your power of language ex-

ceeds mine. It presents a darker
picture of human cruelty than the
laughter of Custer and his soldiers,

for they were shot in open battle. The
victims at Hamburg were murdered in
cold blood after they had surrendered
ami were utterly defenseless. No oc-
casion existed for causing the presence
of a single anued citizen at Hamburg
on the day of the massacre. No vio-
lence was offered or threatened to any
one. It is, indeed, said, as usual, that
"the niggers were impudent," but the
evidence shows that all the actual
physical aggression was on the part of
the whites; that they made a demand
which they had no right to make, and
when that demand was refused, as it
should have been, they proceeded to
enforce it by arms and crowned their
success in enforcing their demands by
brutal murders. Shame and disgust
must fill the breast of every man who
respects his race or human nature as
he reads the tale. To me in my official
capacity wherein, as you will testify,
I have done my utmost, at no little
risk of my personal and political de-
traction Iroiu my political friends, to
remove abuses and restore good gov-
ernment and harmony to our people
the occurrence of such an appaling
example of human passion and deprav-
ity comes as a deep mortincatiou and
discouragement. What hope can we
have when such a cruel and blood-
thirsty spirit waits in our midst for its
hour of gratification ? Is our civiliza-
tion so shallow t Is our race so wan-
tonly cruel? Such acts call for eon
demnation and punishment: for con-
demnation as a bloody blot on the
record of your race and mine, as a
cruel affront to a race whose long suf-
fering, patient forbearance challenges
the admiration and gratitude of the
world ; as a shameful dishonor to the
name of South Carolina; for punish-
ment as a violation of the laws of the
State and a wanton blow at the peace
and happiness of our State. I am glad
to testify to the horror which this event
has excited among many here who
have not been wont to heartily con-
demn many of the past bloody occur-
rences at the South. Nothiug.however,
short of condign and ample punish-
ment can discharge the obligation of
society and our State toward the
authors of this causeless and cruel
massacre.

WASHINGTON LETTER.
Silver Belknap Robe.

son—Appropriations—No Strife between the
President and Attorney General.

WASHINGTON, D. C., July 24th, 1876.
The question of restoring silver to its

former position as a legal tender is just
now attracting a great deal of attention
among our national legislators and
among intelligent men outside of Con-

gressional circles. The House Commit-
tee on Mines and Mining has reported
a bill, providing for the issue of coin
notes of the denomination of $o0 and
multiples thereof up to $10,000 to be paid
by the several mints and assay offices of
S:ui Francisco, Carson City, Philadelphia
and New Y'ork for the net value of gold
and silver bullion deposited thereat,
seventy-liv- e per cent, of which in coin
or liars is to be kept on hand for the re-

demption of the said notes. Section 4th
of the bill declares tliat the coin notes is-

sued under this act, shall be received for
all dues to the United States, and tliat
the coin mentioned shall 1 a legal ten-

der for all debts of the same, public and
private, not specified to lie paid in gold
coin. It is predicted that such a bill
would be defeated in the Senate, should
it pass the House. The proposition to
repeal the Resumption act is also stir-
ring up much bitterness of heart in the
Democratic camp. It is a matter fraught
with many and great perils to the

organization ; and it is
pretty generally believed tliat Hen-
dricks acceptance is conditioned upon a
vote by the Democrats in favor of repeaL
Should the inflationists triumph, the tall
of the ticket naturally liecomes the head,
and the head the tail. The members of
the Banking and Currency Committee
have evaded the issue up to date, but the
"softs" Iiave become so Isjld and aggres-
sive tliat this shuttling anil evasion will
be not much longer tolerated. It is ed

tliat Wike of Illinois, a Democrat-
ic member of the Committee, and always
a pronounced hard money man, has
yielded to the arguments, or menaces,or
Isith, of the repudiators, and tliat he will
now vote for a repeal of so much of the
act as fixes the date for resumption at
January 1, 1S7!. If this is true it gives
the inflationists a majority in the Com-
mittee, enabling it to report a bill for
rejs-- al to the House, which would insure
a hot strife.

The progress of the Belknap trial has
leen interrupted by the illness of Mr.
Carpcnter.oneof the counsel for defense,
and one of the House managers. The
evidence is all in and the Senate awaits
the convalescence of those two gentle-
men. Much interest is excited by the
probable action of those Senators who
voted against jurisdiction. If they be-

lieved tliat they had no legal right to try
him, how can they vote to comict him ?

The immediate impeachment of Sec-n- -t

iry Robeson has apparently been
alundoned. Ihe only pretext is a tech
nical informality whereby Mr Koheson
saved to the Government hundreds of
thousands of dollars. The only reason
for tlelav is. prolxiblv, the fear that the
S'nate would insist upon an immediate
trial, thus exposing the contemptible

ACROSS THE COUNTRY BY RAIL.

Burlington is a city of perhaps
twenty thousand souN, and is situate
ou the west bank of the Mississippi.
The city proper is built on the bluffs,
or up lauds, as all the level grounds be-

tween the bluffs aud river are needed
for the large R iii Road business which
is doue here. There are very many
fine residences built far up in the sides
of the bluffs, which have been so trans-
formed by the hand of art as to not
only make them accessable, but beau-

tiful. The business honses. are very
commodious, and many of them im-

posing in architecture and magnificence
There are several lines of street Rail-

ways, and mauy tine publie buildings,
and costly churches. Burlington is
certainly a thriving energetic and
promising city, one of the best on the
Mississippi River.

On leaving this city, we go west on
the Burlington Si Missouri River Rail
Road. This rood is one ol the princi-

pal trunk lines, running across the
State cf Iowa. By judicious manage-
ment, a careful attention to the wants
of the country, aud the comfort of
travelers, they have merited and are
receiving a full share of the western
trade, and business.

Twenty eight miles from Burlington
we come to the very pret'y town of
Mt. Pleasant. Its population is some
thing over fonr thousand, and here is
located the Iowa Insane Asylum, and
also a very fine University building.
The town is very well built, the btnrets
being regular and roomy, and lined
with shade trees, giviu the place a cool,
healthy appearance.

Seven miles from ML Pleasant, at
the little village of. Rome, we cross the
Skunk River, on a very substantial
bridge. 1'his same River, which is a
beautiful stream, the banks of which
are well wooded, over the bottom
lands of the richest deserves a better
name. Why it should be so called I
am unable to say, I think cot from the
eupbonius name, and lond perfume,
for nine are now in sight. Perhaps it
is an Indian name, aud may mean iu
their native tongue, jrwar or mime pie
This little town of Rome, though a
nice place, cannot be a dangerous rival
of the Eternal eity.

Fairfield, the eonnty seat of Jeffer
son county has a population of perhaps
three thousand, and is situate ou the
level prairie, and I should think in a
spring thaw, would very much resem-
ble some of our muddy Ohio towns.
This, like most all other interior Iowa
towns in which I have been, has a pub-li- e

square in the center, around which
the business of the place is tansacted.

Tbe square in this town is ornament
ed with a fine large growth treen, the
shade of which, on the hot day 1 was
there looked invitingly cool. There
are a few good business buildings here,
and about one mile north of the towu
is a very line University buildiug aud
grounds. I will here remark tlrnt
throughout that part of Iowa and Ne-

braska, iu which 1 have traveled, the
subject of educatiou, and the facilities
far obtaining it, demand tbe most care-
ful and earnest attention of the peo-

ple.
At Ottumwa a city of seven thous-

and, and almost entirely built ou the
the hills, we first got a sight ot the Des
Moines river, a large, aud here a
handsome stream. This place appears
to be one of considerable importance
as a trading poiut, and also a Railroad
center. The ground ou which the eity
is built is very nueven, and conse-
quently the town to me presents a rag-
ged appearance. Hut there are very
many large and beautiful publie and
private buildings, aud extensive busi-
ness houses.

The river here is quite large and as
we cross it a few miles from the city,
and along up the valley for tlfteeu or
twenty miles we see the finest corn and
other crops we have yet noticed. At
the village of Chillicothe we leave the
river aud start out over the almost
boundless prairie.

The low lauds along the Des Moines
are, or have beeu very heavily wooded
It looked Ohio like to see the stumps
and dead trees standing ia the fields of
grain, 1 should thiuk this valley a very
rich oue.

After passing over a flue eonutry and
through several thriving villages for
fifty miles beyond Ottumwa, we halt
at the town of Chariton, the seat of
justice of Lucas county. Whilst this
is a thriving town situate in the midst
of a fine country, it is not a beauty.
Much of it has a very old look, being
built of wood, and low unseemly
rooms, on a level with the street,
which must be very muddy iu a wet
time. The balance of the town has a
very new look, being some fine busi-
ness houses, aud a few pleasant mod-
ern residences. The contrast between
the two is uot pleasant. From this
place there is a branch Railroad run-
ning out to Leeu & town some distance
to the South.

Sixty miles beyond Chariton we are
at the Railroad town of Cretoi. 1

say rail rowl tovrn, because here are
located the round house, aud shops) of
this division. The country between
Chariton aud Crestou, is uot so good
for agricultural purposes.as much tliat
we have passed through, being more
broken and subject to overflow after
severe rains. Creston is important
now only as a place at which the road
spends 10,000 a month in payment of
employees. let it is improving, out
unforturately uucb more rapidly lhau
is the country around it.

Conuiu-- ; is a busy prosperous little
village of perhaps twelve hundred in-

habitant, and situate in the midst of
a good farming country.

Two hundred and forty one miles
west of Burlington is the towu of Red
Oak, situate ou the east side of Nish
nabotna River. But 1 shall have some-

thing more to say of this place at auotb
ertime.

Emerson is a small village at the
north end of what is called the Shen-

andoah Valley, which extends sontn to
Hamburg and Nebraska City. Tins w

oue of the most beautiful valleys I
have ever seen. Prairie of the richest
kind, geutly undulating, aud bordered
by a range of low hills or up lands,
aud covered by au abnudautiy promis-

ing crop. No phc i- - seems to uie
eould be much finer, and the sceuery is

one of continual delight.
At about two hundred and ninety

miles from the Mississippi we are ou
the east bank of the Missouri, opposite
Plattiuouth. just below the mouth of
the Platte river, and after crossing
over on tbe ferry, which is done by
running the passenger coaches of our
train ou the boat, we will stop for a
breathing spell.

We have now traversed the entire
width of Iowa, east and west, aud have
passed over every variety of Prairie
land, aud have eroseed many Hue
streams of water, and through mauy
enterprising cities and towns, aud have
seen mauy most beautiful farms and
pleasant country residences, and hve
witnessed the energy ami tin ill ol ine
busbandmen aud have contemplated
theeoetof the miles and miles of Rail-

road, which has brought a market !

almost every door, aud have met au.l
passed train after train loided with Ihe
products of I tie country, and tliere
seems to be nothing wautiug to make
this a great a glorious State. Aud
when we remember the almost iouu
nierable number of churches aud school
houses, universities aud colleges -
not doubt the iutelligeueeof its inhab-

itants. No one weed feel ashamed of .
