GRASSHOPPER BAVAGES,

EsTHERVILLE, lowaA, Aug. 15, '76.

Ep. JeFF.: Doubtless you bave all
Leard aud read about the grasshoppers
and their depredations in the North-
vest, but perhaps a pen picture from
“‘the scene of confliet,” aslight account
of their actual extent from one who
resided thirty years io Hancook county,
aud who has seen and felt the full
force of this grasshopper b éss mar;
be of some interest.

Three years ogo last June our eoun-
iry was infested by the pests, and
everytling eatable which was then
growing, was pretty generally de
stroyed. They deposited their eggs
and the following summer brought out
a full stock, which again destroyed a
large portion of what was planted, and
then tock their departure. Those two
years disconraged us to o great axtent,
but still we lived in hopes. The spring
of '75 eaw:e and found more land under
plow in our county than ever before.
Crops were put in, the sewson ad-
vauerd, harvest came, and we were
once moere made glad ; a good yield was
the result of ourlaber. This restored
coufidenee, and when the Centennie!
year opened up we were sanguine that
we would now make up for the draw
back of 1873 and 1874,and be once more
set upon a solid foundation of prosper
ity.

To have gone out upon any «f the
furrounding farwe on the 15th of July,
you would have beheld as fine prospect
for a bountifnl crop as you could have
degired. Wheat was a little thin, but
had a good kernel; oats was unusuxily
good; corn and potatoes extra, buot we
were doomed to a fearful dissppoint-
ment. We had been hearing of them
North of us through Minnesota for
some time, but hoped the scourge
would not rea<h us.

The 22nd of July dispelled those
hopes. About 10, A. M., they came,
saw and conqrered, The destrnction
was more corplete than waseven sup-
posed. The oats they clipped as thor-
oughly as a “‘heeder” eounld have doue:
the wheat they dameged by eating
away the top of the husk, and then
sucking the berry; the ecrn, by eating
the leaves so that irstead of corn
stalks. your Leld 'ocks more like a
fleld of whip stalks, and by eating
away the *‘silks,” which, if the grain is
not already develcped is sure death to
corn, The potato patches look like &
thiek pateh of weeds after a fire has
pessed throngh. Garden vegetables
seemed to be the delight of their
iiearts; enbbage, turpips, beans onions,
parsaips, carrots. &c., were only a
passing mounthlal for them. Old boot-
legs, coats, vests e, they played with
in their leicure time—eating holes
through them for the fun of the thing.
Wiliows and poplars, too, they evi-
dently relished, having left them in
appesrance a great deal more indica-
tive of Christmas than widsommer.
The gress end weeds nlso came in for
their share of this “strippin” process,
