Returns Meager, but Showing Decisive
Republican Gains.

The news with which we regale our
readers this week will be received we
are sure with pleasure. There may be
regrets mingled that our own county
did not do better, but amid the cause
we have for general congratulation
and rejoicing, vre can afford to forgive
our enemies for gaining a little upon
us in this old stronghold. Our friends
have made a gallaut fight, and could
the ratio of gains made in Findlay
Lave been maintained all over the
county, they would bave had substan
tial reasons for rejoiciiig over the re
suit here at home

But the victory in the Cuyahoga
and Toledo Districts, together with
the gain of a Congressman iu each of
the third, sixth, ninth and eleventh,
and also in the Stark County District,
assure ns of a change of fourteen in
the Ohio Delegation, and ia itself
would be a consoling triumph without
the complete victory of 8,000 majority
we have tb record for the State ticket

Milton Barnes, the much maligned
and abused candidate for Secretary of
State, has the satisfaction of beating
his antagonist, Bell, with a vote so
slightly behind the rest of the ticket
that Bell, the originator of the fabri
cations, must feel poorly repaid for bis
slanders upon a man so much bis su
perior iu every quality which goes to
make op the gentleman and public
officer.

It would be useless to recapitulate
the various reported votes and major-
ities as given in the dailies, suffice it
there were gains and looses everywhere
almost, but the aggregate gains were
greatest for the Republicans. At one
time, however, when 'trge Democratic
gains-wer- e reported at Cleveland, the
appearances were 1ark, but as the
morning dawned the smoke of battle
cleared away, trad permitted a view of
a hard contested Held, and glorious
triumph.

In this District, where every appli
ance was brought to bear to defeat
Foster, the enemy met their rebuff.
They had brought out a candidate who
had been successful in two Senatorial

contests, and with hiia they expected
to carry the district against Foster.

The Democracy had tried the Know
Nothing Dodge on Hayes, but it would
not wcrk.

6. We Tavor a sound and uniform
currency' and the resumption of specie
payments at the earliest practical per-
iod.

7. The thanks of the people are just-
ly due to the President of the United
Stales, General U. 8. Grant, and the
brave soldiers and sailors whose efforts
have preserved a country for U4 to
watch and guard from any attempts
ironi within or without to subvert the
ancient and stablished institutions of
the same, and that the glorious achieve
inent of their VrCtories at Autietam
and Appomattox, victories unprece
dent in the history of nations, eutith s
them to the rememberance of a great-fu-l

country.
8. That the nomination ofRuther- -

fordB. Hayes, of Ohic, for President
of the United States, and Wm. A.
Wheeler, ot iNew York, for V ice Frei--

dent, be, and the same are, herebv in
dorsed by the American Alliance Con
ference, and we earnestly advise all
who are iu tavor of American princi
pies as cdrocated and set forth in tli s
resolutioi-- s to give these nominations
an active and determined support.

THE OFFICIAL VOTE—FRAUD.

We give elsewhere the ' official vote
of the county, with everything figured
out so in detail that referereo to the
local ticket is scarcely of use. We
have to congratulate our friends for
the way they worked and voted. A
larger Republican vote than ever be
for was polled, but, nnfortnnately for
us, the Democracy succeeded in ob
taining the heaviest increase. In
Amanda township the returns showed
a difference of three votes between
tally she 't and the poll books on the
vote for Representative. On the poll
sheet there were but 308 names, yet
on Representative there were 311

votes. As Mr. Rose, our candidate,
only received the same vote as was
cast for general candidates on the Re-

publican ticket, the fraudnlent votes
were not cast for him. Bat as Mr.

WASHINGTON LETTER.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 9th, 1876.

As the time draws near for the elec-
tion in Indiana and Ohio the excite-
ment in political quarters in this City
grows intense. The Republican Club
rooms are thronged every evening with
strangers eager for news, and the mem-
bers are busily engaged in sending off
campaign documents. Advices from
Indiana indicate that the energy and en-
thusiasm of the Republican masses are
constantly on the increase. The crowds
that attend the mass meetings are im-
mense, surpassing anything seen before
in this remarkable campaign. Secre-
tary Chandler, than whom there is no
one better qualified to accurately esti-
mate the situation, says that nothing
exceptratf can prevent Indiana from
going Republican, and he does not be-

lieve that fraud will succeed in doing so.
It may be that some are over sanguine,
but the best informed politicians here
state that there never has been any ser-

ious doubts or fears entertained as to
Ohio's going Republican. From now on,
the political cauldron will be kept boil-

ing. The news received here from the
different political centres is hopeful and
encouraging. A vigorous campaign is
going on through the country, and Re-

publicans here entered into it with earn-
estness. In Mississippi the Republican
cause is brightening, and hopes are en-

tertained of a victory in November. If
Indiana and Ohio both go Republican
on Tuesday next, the Democrats will
surrender without firing another gun.

The Greenback movement in Indiana
has collapsed by the withdrawal of Hon.
Anson Walcott, the Independant can
didate for Governor. In his letter of
withdrawal he goes on at length to show
that the Derrocrats have been using the
Greenback movement to advance their
own interests and says : "But I am not
willing to see the Republican party
divide upon this issue, while the Demo-
cratic party remains united on the old
Censurable, as in some respects the Re
publican party is, it is the party which
preserve;! the unity of the Nation, and it
is the party which still has for its cardi
nal principles, the enduring purpose of
of maintaining the perpetual Union of
the States. It cannot be forgotten that
many leaders of he Democratic party at
this time directing the movement of
that party, were willing during the late
war, to see National existence lost, and
many were active participants in the
rebellion, and, as indicated by some of
them dunng the late civil war, it may
with truth be said that in the leadership
of the Democratic, there are as many
enemies to the Government as friends."
