Two metallic strips form
a sort of a forceps, in which two holes
are bored opposite each othei ; a drop
of glycerine is put in each of these
holes, and the lrops act as convex
lenses, which can lie adjusted at will
by pressing the strips tog: ther.

Teachers, be
careful how your scholars prepare their
