EXPENSES OF PEACE MEETING PAID BY

This postponement was insisted upon
on the ground that it was necessary to
have a series of public meetings to
prepare the public mind, and appoint-
ments for publie peace weetings were
made—one at Peoria, oue st Spring-
fleld, and ono at Chicago on the 16th,
The first one was at Peoria, and to
wake it a success, I agreed that so
much money as was necessary would
be furnished by ice.

Having landed at Middle Bass Island

to secure a supply of wood, the steam-
er Island Queen. with a large nomber
of passengers and thirty-two soldiers,
came ap alongside and lashed herself
to the Parons.

The passengers
and soldiers were soon made pritoners,
and the boat delivered up to our men.

is divested of his diver's gear, the
tempture of his body is found to be by
uo means abnormwally warm, and that
under his fireman's dress he wears his

ordinary garments.
e construetion of the apparatus

and its mode of working are deseribed
simply encagh by the patentee. The
dress cousists of a double covering ~n-
veloping the whole body; but this js
made in two parts, one for the trunk,
arms and lower limbs, and the other
for the head, both air tight, and join-
together at the shou'ders. The inner
dress is of india-rubber, and the onter
part of woleskin, lined with stont eot-
ton eloth or some other noncenduetor
of heat. The head of the dress s rool-
ed in by a halmet, whieh not only cov-
ers the head and the joints of the
lower parts, but has a breast pisce de-
seending as low as the waist, This
easque is of doubls eanvas, and channel
edfor the exit of water, When the dress
is adjusted air is suplied to the salsm-
andsr by menauns of a spiral india rub-
ber tube placed within another hose
conveying water, and this inner tube
is fed from an alr-pump, or simply by
a pair of bellows at the extremity of
the Fire King's tail.
