Now, Mr. President, what I maintain
under this provision of the Constitu
tion is, that after the votes have been
given, Vitrt is no power in congress,
as a legislative body, to declare certain
totes valid or invalid. Congress is
not the tribunal to which it is rejerred;
but the tribunal to which it is referred
is the President of the Senate of the
United States presiding ott' thejond
contention of both Houses. I admit

tat tbe President has in bis bancs the
power to count or not to count the
votes. I am not maintaining
the rights of th States as they are se
cu rd 1)7 tbe Constitution: I am main
mining the rights of tbe Government

gainst S'ates or individuals when
they undertake to rebel against it.

REBEL CLAIMS.
The Democracy effected to be ont

l --agtd at the idea that they would
imor the payment cf the rebel deb:s.
Yet the charges was repeatedly wad?
by Republican papers atd speakers
that the South was looking toward a
Democratic triumph as a means to ob
tain the Admission and payment of tbe
claims presented by persons who were
notoriously disloyal during the war.
These charges are so well supported by
evidence that the friends of Mr. Tilden
became convinced that soinet Ling umst
be done to counteract tbe effect oi the
charges. Accordingly Tilden's Liter-
ary Bureau drew np denials and sign-
ing to them the names of Southern
Executive officers, Representatives in
Congress, and other prominent South
ern men, sent them forth. Three or
fonr were sent forth, and then a sud
den stop was put to the proceeding,
and the country heard no mort cf
them. They were forgeries of the
basest character; at least if they were

'not, they were the basest falsehoods,
moant to mislead honest men, and so
have been demonstrated by the action
of the house on tbe 18tb. A resolution
was that day introduced simply in
structing the Committee on Judiciary
to report an amendment to the Con
stitution, forbidditg the payment of
any war claims to disloyal persons. It
passed the House by a vo'e of ISO yeas '

to 63 nays. Of the negative votes, nil
but four were from the Southern
States. Of tbe 63 votes, 47 came from
the States that took pnrt in the rebel
lion. Forty six of the fifty eight Dem
ocrats of the defunct Confederacy vot-
ed against tbe resolution, showing that
they would strenonsly oppose aty
measure that has even tbe appearance
of barring out disloyal climants.

CONGRESS.

v Dec. 18 The Senate refused to pass
the Presidential Salary bill over the
veto by a vote of 23 to 19. Debate
took place on the Oregon case. The
House passed the bill providing against
tbe payment of war claims to disloyal
persons.

Dec. 19 In the Senate, a number
of bills of a private character, not ob
jected to, were passed. At the " expir
ation of the morning hour Mr. Bout- -

well and Mr. Dawes formally presented
to tbe Uuited States, on behalf of
the State of Massachusetts, the statues
of Samuel Adams and John Wintbrop.
Iu the House, it was resolved to ad
journ from tbe 24th to the 27h inst..

The Fortification Appropriation bill
was then passed, and the House ad
journed.

Jirect. a number of Electors equal to thethe wlio'e number of Senators and
Representatives to which the State theuiay be entitled in tbe Congress.

Article XII of Aineudmeuts provides ally

that the Electors "Shall name in their
ballots tbe person voted for as Presi-
dent erand iu distinct ballots tbe person eralvoted for as Vice President. And they toshall iuake ct lists of all persons suchvoted for as ice President and of the shallnumber of votes for each, which list
they shall sign and certify and trans
uiit, sealed, to the seat of Government
f the Uuited States, directed to the OerPresident of tha Senate. The JPresi

dent of the Senate shall,-i- the pres-
ence cateof the Senate aud House of Rep
resentatives, open all the certificates themand the votes shall then be counted;
the person having the greatest number
of votes fc r Prnsidenr, shall be 4fie
President, if such nuuibef'Te a major "if
ity of the wh-d- e number of Elector
appointed."

The Constitu'ion does not
prescribe this. Not a commi?tee-lec- t

ed or appointed by cue or both Hous-
es. Tlie Constitution does not so pro-
vide. It may then be done in any
manner and by any person so as to
preserve the evidence of the number
of votes er.ch candidate has received.

Even this an
nouncement is not required, All that
is in fact needed is to preserve the evi
dence of the court and the number of
Electoral votes for each person voled
for, either for President or Vice Presi
dent, and the Constitution itself de
clares the result. Nothing further
then remains to be done but for the
President-elec- t to take the Constitu-
tional Oath and his title to the office is
complete.

CONSTITUTIONAL PROVISION

IS SELF OPERATING.

Thus it will be seen that the Const i

tution is self executing and wnsintend- -

ed to be so by the trainers cf it, and
not to lie subject to any law, rules, cr
regulations of Congress, or of eithe
branch of Congress.
