A number
gathered and secreted themselves at
night near the jail, and soon after
some white horsemen came along with
the negro from th? jail dragged be
tween two of tbe horsemen by a rope
around his neck. Those thus harrying
bun oa wero a mob ol lynchers, and
tbe undisguised purpose was to mur
der him. His friends attempted a res-
cue, and in tbe melee one of tbe white
lynchers was killed. A crowd of eiti
tens turned out the next day, aeonred
the country around and arrested
nlteen eoiorea men. lae farce ot a
trial was gone through with, and ten
of tbe number were convicted of con
piracy to rescue the man taken from

tbe jail from the Lands of tbe law.
This in the face of the fact that he was
taken from tbe hands of would be
murders by his friends, and friend? to
whom be had appealed to prevent his
being taken from the jail where be was
In the bands ox the law. 'jot. Cham
berlain, upon reviewing tbe ease, par
doned all the men, and gave his reason
at length for bis action. This faetis
not generally known at the North
The rest of the story lias been printed.
Hampton, immediately after his return
from Washington, with all bis pledges
to tbe President to deal lastly by the
colored people fresh on his lips, took
np these eases, and instead of facing
tbe anger of the cowardly lynchers
ninrderers, and recognizing the par
dons of Got.

WASHINGTON, D C, May 28, 1877.

Of course Senator Morton's letter lias
been extensively read and criticised
here as it has elsewhere; and the general
verdict so far gathered from the political
coteries encountered in all places of
public resort striving to dissect it care
fully, is not favorable to the writer. " It
is charged that he has attempted the
perilous feat of occupying two stools at
the same time, and it is universally pre-
dicted that he will meet the fate almost
uniformity attending such performances.
He is charged with making a covert at-
tack on Grant in his allu-
sions to the status of Southern matters
on the 5th of March, rendering the
Southern Policy as inaugurated by the
President a necessity, in fact the only
alternative left him by his predecessr.r;
thus, as claimed, out of revenge for
Grants alleged partiality for Senator
ConkUng as the nominee of the Cincin
nati Convention. His labored efforts
not to offend a single voter of his own
party by carefully offsetting and neu
tralizing one statement by another, are
pointed out as unmistakable evidences
of impatience on the part of his review
ers; and if the sentiment elicited else
where accords with that prevailing here,
the veteran politician has not made a
very derided hit by his latest one made
to please his audience.

Mexican matters continue to absorb
much attention, while the Mormon
question, at one time so prominent, lias
almost sunk out of sight. General Ord,
commander of our Rio Grande forces, is
here in conference w ith General Sher
man, relative to border afiairs; and it i3

said he will also confer with the Presi
dent and Secretary of War, as to the
line of action to be adopted with the
cattle stealing vagabonds from Mexico,
and in case of an attempt by Lerdo to
cross into Mexico with the invading
force said to have been organized for
that purpose.

safely across the frontier well armed and
equipped Among the latest rumors to
invest the matter with additional imter-es- t

is a New Orleans dispatch stating
that a large portion of Northern Mexico
is ripe for revolution, a Lerdo agent
having . received assurances from the
Mexican States if Sonaloa, Hidalgo,
Chipas, Jalisco, Tobasco, and Campeche,
that the deposed President has only to
make his appearance when he will be
carried triumphantly back to the Mexi
can Capital to resume the place being
kept warm for him by the usurper Diaz.

This morning's Republimn devotes
considerable space to a discussion of the
new party to be composed of Hayes Re
publicans, disaffected Democrats, and old
Whigs, who are to receive special invita
tions. It states that a preliminary meet
ing in New York has already been ar
ranged, for the purpose of getting the
mongrel creature fairly on its legs. It is
claimed that large numbers of promi
nent supporters of the Administration
of both parties are indentilied with the
movement, and it cites as proof of the
truch of its statements, the many appa
rently aimless visits to the Federal Cap-
ital made by innuental citizens during
the past six weeks who have heretofore
represented the most diverse political
sentiments, all for the purpose of con
sultation with the President, members
of the Cabinet and each other. It fur
ther says that plans have been quietly
perfected, though none dared disclose a
word of it but it fails to say what they
were afraid of. In conclusion it sapient- -

Iy assures its readers that the President
cannot be justly charged with any hand
in the matter, though just saying that
he had been for weeks in intimate and
secret conference with its leaders. It
smacks very much of the sensational.

A card from the President of the
Southern Republican Association this
morning utterly spoils the canard tele
graphed all over the country Friday
night, to the effect that a large meeting
of a hundred and fifty disgruntled and
very influental Republicans, held a
meeting the previous night and organ-
ized a Blaine party, said association tak
ing the lead. Mr Blaine left this city
for Maine several days prior to the date
of the alleged meeting, and it now ap-
pears that the only one held was of a
half dozen self-seekin-g fellows without
character, and who had been overlooked
in the appointments to office.

The Ladies Mt Vernon Association
met at the mansion house on the estate
last Tuesday and completed their labors
to-da- y when & full report of its financial
condition is promised.

scandals of ring rule, which came of the
damaging exposure of Mrs Briggs a few

years ago, and as discouraging competi-

tion, admitted the life of trade. Let us
hope that the censure it incurred at that
time by the questionable methods ob
served, by its then manager, may pre-

vent a recurrence.
Congress last winter voted $250,000

for repaying and repairing our streets.
Bids were advertsed for and a few days
since the contracts were awarded, those
of the lowest bidders being rejected in
favor of others considerably higher,
made as charged by the old ring con-

tractors. A morning paper pretty
broadly intimates improper influences,
and a good degree of local indignation is
manifested by the tax payers who have
been so unmercifully plundered by the
ring contractors during the past five

ye&rs. Une Ol me commissioners imme-
diately resigned after awarding the con
tracts, and the others are almost charged
with having jumped the town to hide
away untie tbe storm of indignation shall
have bad time to subside.

There are two streets in New York

2 cents bows, 5
cents; sleeve buttons, tin ware, glass,

There would seem to be nothing that one
couldn't buy there for the merest trifle;
while the flaming torches after dark and
the hucksters' shrill cries, the train on
the elevated road rushing by. make it
seem as if pandemonium hail broken
loose, while a genre painter might find
many as quaint and curious a study as
in the market places of foreign cities.

What a contrast is Fifth Avenue on
Sunday evening. Here, alt is decorous
and dull, as can welt be imagined You
walk up or down past block after block
of stately houses, some of them almost
palaces, and from basement to Mansard
they give no sign of life or cheerfulness.

One struggling ray of gas may be seen
from a weak burner in a Iiall or base-

ment; only that, and nothing more. Do
not suppose that this is because itner-venin-g

blinds or curtains shut it out
Even the richest of our citizens hate a
gas monopoly, and so make their houses
look like dungeons.
