THE UNPOPULAR DOLLAR.

WasHINGTON, June 4 —The Trea-
sury Department is about to make an
effort to put in virculation the six mil-
lions and mor2 of silver dollurs which
have been coined in accordance with
law. The law officer baving decided
thut the department has authority to
pay the cost of trensportation of silver
doliars from the wints and sub treas
uries, the poliey to put out among the
pecple the large amonnt on hand  will
be tried.

Official letters received here from
California say that the new silver gol-
lar is treated asa subsidiary silver coin
and ibat there is no demand whatever
for it. The banks there refuse the new
dollars except as a special deposit.
The coinage of the new dollar has been
praciically stopped at the Sau Frao-
cisco and Carson City mints, the supply
on hand being largely in excess of the
demand, The amount of bullion on
band &t both mints is very small.

It is regarded as signifieant that the
owners of the Bonanza mines refuse
to sell the government bullion except
for gold. No purchases, bave there-
fore been made.

_During May three and a half million
sgilver dollars were coined at the vari.
cus mints, Most of the mints will
suspend work for about thirty days on
the 15th of the present month in order
to make their annual settlement and

The
pretended bogus certificate, however,
was printed with the Demoerntie, or
Mc Epery eertificate, **Nuwber two,”
and the genuine Republican certifleate,
**Number one.” These three certili
were printed 10 the pamphlets of each
day's proceedings, and were before the
Commission printed separately when
the decision was made, By an error
of the official reporter, which will here
after be made ciear by his testimony,
two copies of certificate number one
were printed in the offisial report in-
stead of one copy, reepectively, of
namber one and unmber three.

1t is a fact that the Commission, in
its decicion, refers to nnmbers one and
three, as being the votes provided for
by the Constitution, and that they
should be lawiully counted as therein
certifled; but so far as the aection of
the Eleetoral Commission goes, or the
validity of the Presidential titl= is con-
cerned, the certificate admitted to be
valid, legal, end genuive, by both
parties, was the essential document
before the Commission., Document
No. 3 need not have been there. It
played no part before the Commission.
It was simply & duplicate of the sab-
stance of nomber one, snd whether
forged or not, could have no proper
eflect upon the resalt. The first cer-
tificate *‘Namber one” set forth that
the State of Louisiana cast eight El-
ectoral votes for Hayes and Wheeler,
That was the truth. Levissee swears
be signed that certificate, that he vot-
ed for Hayes and Wheeler, and wrots
bis nate upon the back of his ballot,
to be sure that there might be no mis
tuke about it. The Demoecratic sensa-
tion, therefore, over the alleged forg-
ed returu, is a mare's nest. What the
Electoral Cowwision wanted, and
what the American people wanted,
was that the Elestora! vote of Loais-
iana should be counted ms it was cast.
Eight votes were cast for Hayes and
Wheeler, and were so counted.
