Bayard Taylor
Tilts younij mm is m iking for himself a

solid and brilliant reputation us a traveler aud
writer. Tie is now in Asia, on his way to

Senetrata if possible tba inner provinces of
The following touching and beautiful

incident in Ids life is not generally known.
It is copied from a biographical sketch of him
by It. II. Stoddard. Taylor was .born at
Jlennet's Square, Penosytvania, on the I lib.
J inu iry, 1825, and is only 23 years of age.
After speaking of his tour to California, his
biographer says :

"On his return to the United States, Tay-
lor resumed his deck and duties in the Tri-
bune office where ho remained till the sum-
mer of 1851. But in (ho meantime, a change
came over the spirit of his dream ; the
"friend" of his early poem, the "Lilian" of his
Rhymes of Travel, died. Years before,
they had betrothed themselves in sincerity
and truth ; it wns their only wish in life to
call each other by the endearing names of
w ife and "husband," two of the sweetest and
most holy words ever uttered on earth. For
years the marriago was deferred, "perhaps,"
says Dr. Griswold in an affectionate allusion
to the circumstance, "for the poet to make his
wy in the world;" jnJ when ho came back
from California there was perciivcd another
e .use for deferring it she was in ill health,
tind ail that could bo done for her was of no
avail,; and thij suggestion came, the doubt,
hu1 finally the conviction, that shu , had tho
consumption and was 'lyinjj. . Ha watched
her, suffering day by day, and when hope
wasq-rt- dead, that ho might make lillle
j 'uriieys with her, and minister to her gently
as none could but ono whoso light camd from
her eyes, he in irried her; while her sun was
editing he placed his hand in her's, that he
might gu with her down into the night.

we think it may be useful "in its day and
generation." Wo do not think it very clear,
or even accurate, in many of its delinitions and
illustrations. We will give an example or
two. First, the definition of arithmetic,
which is defined thus : "The term Arithmetic
which is derived from the Greek verb arith-me-

to count, is properly applied to tho sci-

ence of numbers. Asanorr, it is indispen-
sable in daily business, &o. Now wo consid-

er this just no definition at all of arithmetic.
t is truo "tho term arithmetic is properly ap-

plied to tho science of numbers ;" but it is

just us properly applied to tho ai l of number
ing, lha writer speaks of tho importance of
it ns an art without giving a definition of it
as such. In a word, he merely gives a vague
definition of arithmetic as a science, without
attempting to define it ns an art. Arithme-
tic is properly defined to be both a science
and nn art.

As a science, it develops and demonstrates
ihe principles otnumbcrs, and as an ort it

teaches tho application of these principles to
practical purposes. This is tho manner in

which wo would delino arithmetic. We
might give many other examples in illustra
tion of tho inaccuracy ; of tho work, but we

deem it uncalled for at present. .

The State Taxes for 1853.
By a circular issued to County Auditors, dv

the Auditor of State, we learn thnt the. grand
levy of taxation for State purposes, for the
year 1S53. "will bo as follows:
l'or the payment of the principal

nnd interest on the public debt, 2 mills.
For general revenue purposes,(being the

current expenses of tho State,) 1 mill.
For State Common School and

Library Fund, 2 mills.

Total, 5 mills.
The above levy, says the State Auditor,

entirely supersedes the ordinary School levy
by County Commissioners. It is provided,
however, by the 22d section of the Now
School Law passed March 14, 18'33, that the
Board of Education in any organized township
of this Slate, may return what add itional levy
is necessary for their wants, nnd if such levy-i- s

made know by ccrtilicate in writing to the
Auditor, before the first Mondy in June, it
shall bo his duty to make the required nsses-nicn- t

on taxable property liable thereto.

The Massachusetts Legislature having de
fented tho bill loaning tho State credit, of
2,000,000 to the lloosic Tunnel project, the

people of North Adams, nn important town
near tho proposed tunnel, hnve signed a peti-
tion to tho Constitutional Convention that the
President of tho Western Railroad may be

Governer of the State, that tho other
officers of thut corporation shall (ill the other
executive places of iho gnvernmet, nnd that
no body shall be permitted to enter tho State
House, as a member of tho Legislature, save
on a "pass"- from the Western Railrond.
