The Spirit and Power of the Turks.

The following article, Iron) the New York
t'umiltf Courier, will be read with interest at
t liis time:

It has been taken for granted through all
the negotiations upon Hie Knsso-luikis- li

question, and the comments of most of the
bnglisli ami r reach press thereupon, that
Turkey has no churacler or wi.l of Iter own.
The Four 1'owers have t' en ted her as ad"
pendant that must return obedience for pro
tection. The propttiulion of Russia was ihe
leading idea ol Ihe framers of thu Vienu i
note; and after its transmission.it was St.
Petersburg and not Constantinople, to which
the anxious eyes of ull Europe wero turned.
The Cz tr accepted the note, und on all hands
ihere was exultation that tho m ilter was set
tled. But suddenly word came that the Su
ton look exception to certain portions of the
agreement. It was at first doubted whether
it was possible he could be so impertinent,
but when the fact became too palpanle, his
objections were ridiculed as quibbling puer-
ilities, and he himself was roundly scold d by
'the fourth estate' for taking such important
airs. Thtf reasons which influenced the Sul-
tan were put forth in a manifesto of great
ability; but these reusuns were laughed at a
founded upon an absurd misinterpretation of
tm meaning of th note. There w, t quite u
show of resentment that the Sultan shook
llim cull in question the judgment of the
note framers. But lo! a dispatch so in came
from St. Petersburg that thu C'zur had accep-
ted the note in just (he sense in which the
Sultan understood it, and I'i it he would tuke
no other phraseology. Taken abnek here, the
Four Powers have nnco beeu endeavoring to
intimidate the Suit in in o an acceptance of
the note, by threats of desertion and appeals
10 nis lears, out tnus ur entirely lu rain.
Turkey has probably before this time unfurl-
ed the banner of the prophet and churned
home upon their invaders.

Jt Is an ogregious mistake to suppose thnt
the races and tribes which mako up (ho Tur-
kish nation are either degenerate or effemi
nate. We have been among jiem, we have
seen them; we know them. There is not in
all Europe or In Western Asia a people ca-

pable of waging such desperate fare.
They are ttrong and hardy in body, and are
skilful in ihe use of weapons. Their relig-
ious is easily excited, nnl wln--

once fairly aroused, it knows no bounds. In
a war they deem sacred, they rush tot bloody
death at the surest roid to Paradise. Thus
their Koran teaches, and with them faith h
no idle word it it fate. This very Russia,
at whose na:ue all Europe trembles, ihey have
before met alone and tingle-hande- Through
the whole of the last century ilia possession
of Turkey wat the constant object of RussiaoJ
amnition, nut yet m spite ol several wart that
object wat not gained. From 1803 to 1612
the Muscovites, sometimes bringing two hur-dre- d

thousiud men into tho field, fought the
Tui k, but giiiuej little. At Uoudscbouk (bey

sustained one of tho worst defents of modern
times so that nol without reason did the Tur-
kish General write lo (he Sultn.i (hit he hud
"taken enoutrh infidel bends to make a bridge
for tho souls of the faithful from Earth to
Heaven." From 1823 to 1828, Turkey held
out njainst tho efforts of all the principal
powers in favor of the Greeks, and in the lust
year conducted two campaigns against the
Russians without nid from any qnnrter. The
very fact lhat tho Turkish race penetrated
from the deserts of Arabia to the banks of
the Loire, nnd that it established in Europe
nn Empire which has endured for four cen-
turies four centuries this very year in
spite of attar ks ngain and again repeated by
the two strongest of tho military powers of
liurope, shows an inherent vigor of no ordi-
nary kind. And Turkey now is not in her
decline. "I nsseit," sai l Lord Palmerston,
not long since, in tho House of Commons,
"without fear of contradiction, thnt Tuikey,
so far from having gone back within the last
thirty years, has made greater progress and
improvement, in every possible way, than per-hn-

teat eeer made ami other country tin-ri-

the tame period." With the advancing
civilization of the Turks, their military skill
and military resources have increased ; nnd
yet their temper lias not become so softened
by civilization, that it will nol, when provoked,
exhibit all iti original fierceness. True, their
reliijious spiiit is not what it once was; it has
last its proselyting ! al, it wages no wars of
conquest: but it lives; it feels; it can be goad-
ed to madness; it can light to the lust extrem-
ity. Tui key is yet able to repent the deeds
ol Hie UsMA.vr.iT8. And it must be remem-
bered, too, that she has allies in all the

of Western Asia and Northern
Africa who far exceed in their aggregate
even the multitudinous hordes of tho Musco-
vite empire. From Tunis, Egypt, Syria nnd
t'ersia from the sands of Libya to tho snows
ot the Caucasus contingents ure already on
ine march lor the scene of strife,

We believe that a war between Turkey and
vuaai.i ia mcv luioie, mm sucn lias been our

unvarying conviction from the outset. The
Four Powers may side with Tuikey or they
may oescrt ner u matters not, thu war will
speedily come, liussia may muster an over
whelming force, may make a demonstration
which it would seem madness to resist il
matters not, the Turks will fioht, Hnd li"ht
desperately. 1 ho Sultan, surrounded ns he
is by the representatives of Western Europe
now oeseecning, anu now "besieiMiv," can
not yield if he would. He could scarcely sav
ye before he would find his brother on his
throne, lie has not ret given the least shm
of yielding. He has exhibited a spirit
throughout, that will secure thu respect of the
whole civilized world. He is in tho right
Even those who have been laboring to move
him from his position freely admit it. Beinir
rinl.t, he has a claim to the moral support of
Christendom. True, he is a Mihommedan,
out in ail t.ontinental Europe there is not
one country in which all rchmonsare so free
ty tolerated. Uussm calls itself Christian, but
its teliyion is not thu religion of Christ, for it
is a persecutintr religion. It is a relim'nn
which makes its converts nt the point of the
bayonet It is a religion which shows mercy
to niiiher I'roti slants or Cailn lies neither
Esthonia nor Poland. Russia would not bo
in possession of Tuikey a week, before all the
Protestant mission establishments, which have
accomplished such great benefits, would Le
visited by the same exterminating stroke
which fell with such fatal effects upon the
missions in Georgia. Tuikey, whether sho is
aided or not in the coming struggle by any of
ihe Four powjrs, will have tho sympathy of
an men or just, nrternl and I hristian princi
pie; nnd if she fulN, she will full with honor.

Hu wat very destitute,
and of course got on but slowly at first; and
when ho first undertook to lecture in illustra-
tion of Farming at a Science, I well remem-
ber how very general was the prejudice and
derision he encountered. But he persevered
both in farming and lecturing: and he hat
gloriously tucceeded. I presume there were
many errors in his earlier inculcatioue; there
may be some yet for be it a genius, and ge-
nius is too apt to hap hastily ( sweeping
conclusions from inadequate premise. But
whatever his faults, the root of the matter
was in him, nnd his career has proved it. At
a Lecturer, nn Editor, and nt a Practical Far
raer, he i enriching the rotation he hat cho-
sen and by no means impoverishing himself.
