Agricultural.
After Treatment of the Strawberry.
A correspondent who followed our direc-

tions for making a strawberry bod, asks for
runner instructions upon its cultivation.'
What is to bo done with the runners, etc ?

That is a matter of a good deal of impor
tance to the amatucr, and to tho market
rardener. Tho crocess must be a little dif
ferent accordinrr to the obiects in view.
If the object is to got tho largest amount of
truit, and of the highest quality, wc should
not sutler a runner to m.iKo a new plant dur-
ing the season. Go over the crround as of
ten as once in three weeks, and clip every
runner. The plants set this spring will bear
very little fruit, and the whole management
should bo m reference to the next rear
crop. The clipping of the runners will con
centrate tho energies of the plant unoi
making roots, and forming flower buds for
the next year. If allowed to run, a multi-
tude of young plants will be formed, and
all the strength of tho parent plant will be
drawn off to these. "We noticed in a bod of
McAvoy's Superior, which we left for form-
ing new plants 'hat ninny of the old plants
were entirely exhausted by tho effort and
did not survive tho winter. Jinny pursue
this course with their bearing beds, think-
ing it less trouMo to cut up tho young
plants, and form new rows in tho spring,
than to keep them carefully clipped. But
this is a slovenly method, and does not give
eo good results. Removing tho runners
La3 two advantages. It gives opportunity
for constant cultivation during tho summer,
and makes strong plants with full large
beads. A plant thus treated sends out its
roots in all directions, and will tiko com-

plete possession of a cube of earth two feet
on each side of it, if it finds it unoccupied
with other plants. In tho second spring.
there will be a compact head of leaves and
flower stalks, and the fruit will bo liircre, and
of the best quality the variety is capable of
proauemg. lne amatuer will hnd much
more satisfaction in cultivating them by this
method than by tho moro common and more
careless one of leaving the runners to take
possession of tho grand, and to struggle
with the weeds.

; During the second season when the plants
are expected to bear, they should bo water
ed abundantly, with liquid manure. This
is particularly important after the berries
liavo set, and before they reach their matu
rity. After they begin to ripen they should
oe watered less treouentlv.
- If the quantity of fruit is moro of an ob
ject with tho grower than size, and quality,
wo would think it a good plan to allow
one plant to crow between those already
set, bringing them nine inches apart in the
rows, and just doubling the number of plants
upon a given area, lhis is particularly de-

sirable with tho Hovey's Seedling, which
requires less room than some of tho other
varieties. Tho fruit of course will not bo so
large, but thero will be moro of it. Wheth-- r

the cultivator will gain anything by tho
larger quantity, will depend very much on
Lis market. In the larro cities, size and
quality, will demand a much higher price
than an ordinary article. But in manr
markets a strawberry is a strawberry, and a
.quart of acid Iowas will bring as much as a
'quart of highest flavored Pines.

Our directions then f r the after treatment
of tho strawberry is, to keep tho runners
close cut, cultivate thoroughly,and apply liq-

uid manure in tho bearing season. Am.

Watering Plants and Trees.
Tou have, of course, a tank (besides your

cistern ot soft ram water,) ot water near or
in your garden. But perhaps you have not.
If not, then, w hen tho ground is dry, dig
good large one. If tho soil is clay, and tho
sides aro due; quite sloping, you need not

j wall it up at all. If the soil is sandy, it
should bo walled up with brick, laid m ce-

ment, and a coat of cement laid on tho
Then conduct tho water from tho

roof of a building, or from somo other source,
to it. Cover it up carefully, and you will
have a supply of water for tho dry weather,
which will bo a great help. Clay soils
need this help almost as much as any other;
for while they are very wet in wet weather
they aro also dry in dry weather. Gener-

ous waterings will greatly mitigate tho evils
of drought Ohio farmer.

Cutting Grass.
If you mow your grass too early, it will

bo less in quantity, hard to euro, and will
yield less nourishment. If you defer mow-

ing too long, tho hay will be dry and with-

out flavor. The strength will have gone in-t- o

tho seed. The grass should bo as tho
cooks say of their bread, "just right" This
is when tho grass is in flower. But if you
have a largo having to do, it will be needful
to begin a little earlier, unless you have a
great amount of help. It is so great a lux
ury to a careful frarmer to see hay secured
in prime condition, that wo hope all will
aim to enjoy it Besides this is one ot
those things that "pay." Ohio Farmer.
