California is n doubtful State, but is con-
fidently claimed for Buchanan.

The partial returns from Ken-
tucky also indieate that Fillmore has a ma-
jority in the State. 'We do not consider if,
however, by any means certain in either
State.  Washall be happily disappointed if
the 120 votes of the Slave States are not
thrownas a unit for Buchananand Breck-
enridge.

We have no figures from New Jorscy, but
the reports favor Buchanan.

A dispatch Iast night from Harrishurgh
states that the Unionists gave up Pennsyl-
vania to Buchanan by some 10,000 majority.
