In the fall, strong swarms have
strong proclivities to robbery, They seiza
and approprists all the hoaey of the weaker
swarms tbat they can. Now you may de-
| boct this operation by sesing w{nel.ber great
uumbers of bees are passing from one hive
toanother. The remadies are various. The
firat is to smother the weak swarms, sod se-
enre theirhoney. This is better than to
allow robbery, or to leave the wonk swarm
to eat up its honey and then die of starva-
tion. A better way is, to nnite two weak
swarms in one. This may be done in the
fnllo:i_:f way :—Place the hives, 1a which
you wish the bees to remain, bottom up-
wards, on the ground, or on a table, where
you ean work easily. Place the hive, from
which you wish to expel them, right side
up, directly on the inverted one; then, with
!r.obwno smoke, or the smokeof s puff-ball,
wmi the upper hive. This be
dm‘g;;vehodng a }:mll hole in the r:?d}; of
‘thn upgu hive, and blowing the smoke
through with & good fumigator, In a few
minutes, the boos will be mads senseless by
the smoke, and . down into the lower
hive.

The best mode we have been able
to laarn, is the following :—Get some strong
tin dishes mnde, 10 12, two inches
deep, with perpendicular sides, Waork out
n board, 15 by 24 inches, plump inch thick;
at two inches from oneend, cut out & hole,
the longoest way, just tho size of the dish;
then fasten in tha dish tight, so that no bees
can got through, making the dish firm with
cleats nailed to the underside; then bnild
» little rack, with sints two inches wide,
running from front to rear, just as the comb
abova does; let the slats be about one-fourth
of an inch thick, and balf an inch apart;
make thisrack so that it will just fit into
the tin dish; place it in-the dish; pour in
honey at the bottom, as mach as you think
expedient, and place the dish under the
hive, If tho work has been well dono no
boees from abroad can got in. The bees in
the hive can go in and out at their ordinary
place.  They can go down and get the hon-
ey for food whon they pleass, and without
dangerof boing drowned ; and they will be
in no of building comb down into
the dish itself. You ean turn up the hive,

till you think the swarm have a sufficient
supply for the winter. When the feeding
is over, ramove tha dish, clearit out, and
keep it for farther use. It will last for sev-
eral years; but if left under the hive, it may
prove & barrow for the bee-moth.—Ohio
