THE NEW REVENUE ACTS.
The Direct of Incomes

The Amended Tariff.
Wo annex a enrcful abstract of tho new

roventio act, wliich provido for tho assess-
ment nnd collection of an annual tax of
$20.0000,000, and which was passed by
Congress on Friday. A largo proportion
of tbe bill is devoted to details respecting
tho duties of assessors, tho mode of collec-
tion, and tbo penalties for a
with tho provisions of tho act. Tho sec-

tions relative to tho incomo tax aro of gen
eral intorost, and the entire text is given
below.

ASSESSORS AND COLLECTORS.

Sections 2, 3, 4 and 6 of tho bill declare
tho mode of appointing assessors and col
lectors, and their duties. Tho Secretary of
tho Treasury will divido tho States, Terri-
tories and District into convoniont districts,
and appoint an assessor and collector, who
must bo freeholders and residents in each
district. They must give suitablo bonds,
and take oath to executo their offices faith-
fully.

MODE OF ASSESSMENT.

Sections 6, 1, 8 and 9 enact tho mode
of assessment. Tho direct tax laid by tho
oct is to be assessed and laid on tho valuo
of all lands and lots of ground, with their
improvements) and dwelling-house- which
several articles subject to taxation, shall be
enumerated and valued by tbo respective
assessors at tho rato each of them is worth
in money on tho first day of April 1862;
Provided however, that all property of
whatever kind, coming within any of the
foregoing descriptions, and belonging to tho
United States or any State, or permanently
or specially exempted from taxation by the
laws of the Stato wherein tho same maybe
situated at tho timo of tho passage of this
act, together with such property belonging
to any individual who actually resides
thereon, as shall bo worth tho sum of five
hundred dollars, shall bo exempted from
tho aforesaid enumeration and valuation,
and from tho direct tax aforesaid. And
provided, further, That, in making such
assessment, duo regard shall bo had to any
valuation thai may have been made under
tho authority of tho Stato or Torritory at
any period nearest to said hrst day of April.

lJorson8 will be required to give written
lists of lots and dwellings liablo to direct
tax, in default of which, or in caso of fraud-
ulent return, tho assessor will mako such
lists; and in caso of fraud, the person of-

fending may also bo convictod boforo any
court having competent jurisdiction and
fined $500.

ABSENTEE PROPERTY OWNERS.

In caso of the absence of property own
ers the assessor must leave a nolo requiring
the owner to present tho list within ten
days. If ho refuses, tho assessor may en-

ter tho promises and mako tho list. Own-
ers may mako out tho lists of property

of situated in districts in which they do not
reside, and the said lists shall be valid and
sufficient for tho purposes of this act, and
on tho delivery of every such list tho per-

son making and delivering tho same shall
pay to tho assessor ono dollar which he
shall retain to his own use.
PUBLICATION OF TAX LISTS AND RECTIFICATIONS.

After valuations aro assossod, lists must
bo published by tho assessor in each dis
trict, and for twenty-fiv- e days after publi
cation appeals will bo received and deter
mined, relative to excessive valuations or
enumerations. No valuation shall be in
creased without a previous notice of at loast
five davs.

The Board of Assessors must carefully
cxamino the lists of valuation, and they
may revise, adjust, and equalize the valua-
tion of property in any county or State dis-

trict, by adding thereto, or deducting there
from, sucu a rata per centum as snail, under
the valuation of the several counties and
State districts be just and equitable. Pro-
vided, The relativo valuation of property
in the samo county shall not be changed,

In unless manifest error or imperfection shall
appear in any of tbo lists of valuation, in
which caso they bave power to corroct tho
samo, as to them snail appear just and
right. And if, in consequence of any

ch.tngo and alteration of the said valu-
ation, any inequality shall bo produced in
tho apportionment of tho direct tax to tho
several atatos, it shall bo the duty of tho
Secretary of tho Treasury to report the
same to Congress to the intent that pro
vision may be made by law for rectifying
such inequality.

When tho assessors uave completed the
adjustment and equalization, the proper
quota of a direct tax to each co'inty and
district of a stato shall be apportioned.

UNPAID TAXES.

Section 31 provides that when any tax
shall remain unpaid for tho term of ono
year, tho collector in tbo stato where tho
property lies, having first advertised the
same for sixty days in at least ono newspa-
per in tho state, shall proceed to sell, at
public sale, so much of the said proporty
as may be necessary to satisfy the taxes due
thereon; together with an addition
twenty per centum thereon; or if such
property is not divisible, as aforesaid, tbo
whole thereof shall bo sold, and accounted

as
for in the manner hereinbefore provided.

to If the property advertised for salo cannot
be sold for the amount of tho tax duo there-
on, with the said addition thereon, tho col
lector shall purchase tho same in behalf
the United States for such amount and ad-

dition.

TAX OF CARRIAGES AND WATCHES.

Section 67 provides that thoro shall
paid ycarlp upon every carriage, tho body
of which rests upon Bprings of any descrip-
tion, which may 'bo kept for, and which
shall not bo exclusively employed in the
transportation of merchandise, according
the following valuation, including tbo har-
ness uod therewith :

Which valuations shall bo mado agreeably
to tho existing condition of the carringo and
harness at tho timo of making tho entry
threof each year, in conformity with the
provisions of this act; and that thero shall
be, and hcroby is, likewise imposed an an
nual duty of ono dollar on every gold watch
kept for use, and of fifty cents on every sil-

ver watch kopt for use, which duty shall
paid by the owner thereof.

Xheso articles must be registered and
ccltincalo granted.

THE INCOME TAX.

Section 64. And be it further enacted,
That persons earning or having profits,
gains and incomes, in their own right or
trust, and all companies, institutions, asso
ciations, corporate or not corporate, and
corporatons, earning or having profits, gnins
and incomes, which profits, gains and in-

comes aro or shall be derived from sources
other than the property by'this act subjected
to a direct tax, for tho year preceding tho
first day of April, Anno Domini eighteen
hundred and sixty-tw- and each year there
after, beyond tho sum of eight hundred dol
lars, derived from Bny sourco of business,
trade or vocation, dividends of stocks, in
terest of money or debts, salaries, interest
on legncics, annuities, or derived from any
other source, within or beyond tho boun
nes of tbo United states, shall be subject
to and pay a tax of three per centum
tho first dav of April in each year, from
and after tho passage of this act; and
computing such profits, gains and incomes,
there shall bo deducted, besides tho sura
eight hundred dollars as aforesaid, all local
or state taxes, tho wages paid for labor,
other charges incident to such profits gains
and incomes, not including personal and
family expenses, in such manner as toleavo
tho annual net income of each and every
person, excepting the deductions heretofore
and hereafter mentioned, subject to taxa
tion under tbo provisions of this act: Provi
ded, That no person, member or corporator
of any company, institution, association
corporation, charged or chargoablo with
lax under this act, shall bo required or sub
jected individually to taxation for his or
share of the profits, gains or incomes
such company, institution, association
corporation; but where the incomo lax
derived from persons residing abroad,
drawing money from their property in
country, tho rato shall be hvo por cent,
annum.

Section 65. And be it further onactod,
That each and every person company, insti
tution, association, corporate or not corpo
rato, and corporator, as mentioned in
proceding section, shall, on tbo first day
April next, and each year thereafter, cause
a statement to be prepared and verified
the oath of such person, or by tho oath
the principal manager of such company,
stitution, association, corporate or not cor
porate, which statement shall exhibit
amount of profits, gains and incomes of

of eight hundrod dollars, as hereinbefore
mentioned, or any company, institution,
sociation, corporate or not corporate, earn
ing or having profits, gains or incomes
abovo the sura of eight hundred dollars,
heroinbeforo mentioned, shall neglect or

which we commend to the attention of the
military authorities having control of the
movements in Western) Virginia, is that, as
Dr. B. was coming through Atlanta. Ga
last Sunday, on bis way North, five thou
sand volunteers wero leaving thore for Stann--
toa. and Western Virginia, to wipe out tbe
disgrace of Col. Ramsay's crack Georgia
troops, incurred at Cheat River. They were
without arms, but Davis has telegraphed to
send them on, as he bad taken a large lot
of Northern arms, and could supply them,
on thoir arrival in Virginia.

Dr. B. says that the Southern suppliea
of arms are almost exhausted a statement
which tho proclamation of the Governor of
Georgia, published in our colums a few
days ago, amply confirms. There were ten
thousand soldiers in V irginia, two weens
ago, entirely without arms. Very few of
tho soldiers bave improved weapons', tnere
are not more than 6,000 Mime riaes in tne
whole Southern army, and the rest cave
only the stolen U. S. musket. In Georgia,
workshops were being opened for changing
the country rifles to a uniform bore, and for
fixing bayonets to thom and to tbe double-barrele- d

shot guns. Attempts are being
made, in accordance with tbo Governor'
proclamation, to get these private arms
brought in for tho use of the troops, but the
planters were afraid to give them Tip for
fear of the negroes.

Ho estimates tbe number of troops cow in
Virginia at about 175,000. Some are fine
ly drilled, but most of them are disposed to
bo insubordinate. But a short time since
there had been an actual rebellion in tho
Third Georgia Regiment, stationed at Goe-po- rt

Navy Yard, caused by dissatisfaction
with the rations furnished ; and tbo troops
bad been on tbo point of returning home.
Disaffection for this or other reasons is gen-
eral in the army in Virginia, and troubles
like that at the Oosport Navy Yard are con-

stantly occurring.
Before tbo battle at Bull Kun, tbe peo-

ple in Virginia had been quite despondent,
and the better class Dr. B. thinks even a
majority still hope for a restoration of the
Union. The death of Garnett bad been
severely felt, but they lamented the loss of
Col. Bartow, (to whom they attributed their
recent victory,) moro than any of their other
officers Next to Beauregard and Lee, tbey
look upon Magrudcr with the most conf-
idence

Georgia has 25,000 men now in the field.
Of theso tbe regiments from the First to
tho Ninth are enlisted for twelve months,
the rest for the war.

Throughout Georgia and some of tbe
other Southern States the people were very
much discouraged with the operations of
their new Government, and especially dis-

satisfied at having no chance to vote for
members of Congress or any other of their
officers. Davis was far from popular, and
tbe continued drunkenness of Tooms, Cobb
and others did not diminish the dissatis
faction with the self-elect- officers.

The heavy taxos, in some cases six times
those of last year, were also producing great
discontent. Alexander H. Stephens and
othors were constantly traversing the Slate,
endeavoring by their speeches to keep up
the excitement against the North, ana
thereby divert their attention from their
own sufferings.

The statements in tho Southern papers
abcut tbe excellence of the crops were sheer
falsehoods. In Ueorgia tbo oorn crop waa
very bad ; and the yield of cotton waa not
an average. They all hoped that the block-
ade would soon be raised, so far at least aa
cotton was concerned.

It was a mistake to suppose that the ne-

groes did not comprehend the present cri-

sis. They were maturing their plana, and
a negro insurrection was regarded as ulti-

mately inevitable. Tbe people themselves
expected it, and their only hope seemed to
be that they could keep it back until the
North would be compelled to give up the
war. Cin. Qaxette.
