Washington, February 19,
Mt. Enrroiti The victories which one after

another Crowd the page of our passing history
are not the work of blind chance, nor are they
Any part or parcel of a "great plan" which has
been heralded bo much in certain papers.
Tl ley are the results of mature deliberation and
hae their origin In the War Department. Our
now Secretary ef War waa only Installed about
one weuk, v hea he remarked one day to aftieud
that he wns determined in twenty days from
that time "to have either a fight or a foot race."
Weliavo; bad the fights and the results are
known. ' These are only the beginning of the
chapter. Our fights will not stop here; they
will go on just as rapidly n our men can be
brought into them. , ,,, .

' Our Secretary is not fighting to sustain sla-

very nor to put it down. He is fighting to put
a sudden stop to this rebellion.' If slavery is in
the way, he will live it no moroqnartera than he
will give tho rebels. The weltare of the coun
try is his care; slavery must take care of itself.

Thcso victorious reports, which wo hear of
from day to day, coming up as they do through
the mud and bad weather, lead Inquisitive peo
ple m this city to ask very ' many questions
which two weeks ago would have been consid
ered impertinent and almost treasona
ble.'

Communicated.
Mr. Keelkr : I have noticed in some of

your lato issues a reference to Mr. Thorfb'b
vote on the Dressel Resolutions. I agree
with you in your surprise that any intelli-

gent roan who desires that our govern-

ment would put down the' rebellion, could
have given countenance to such a resolution,
or tbat such man could persuade himself
that the constitution furnishes peculiar pro-

tection to one kind of properly more than
to another. The constitution does not at-

tempt to define what is and what ia not
property; nor am I aware that any written
constitution or code of laws in any nation
on earth attempts such a thing. The rea-

son is obvious. National law, supported by
reason, has so clearly defined what may be
used as property, tbat all nations in all parts
of tho world have been unanimous in the
idea that all things animate or inanimate,
except man himself, may be property ; and
this general idea of mankind is sustained
by the Word of God

And God said, let us make man la our own lmage,after
our own likeneas; and let them hav. dominion over the
ffsh of tbe sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over th.
cattle, and over the earth, and over every creeping thing
that ereepeth npon the earth. Genesis I, xxvi.

' ' It will bo observed that this divine grant
of properly is made to all men without dis-

tinction of raco or color, and subjects all
things to man as property, except man
himself.

Our Constitution proceeds on the above
universally recoived definition of properly,
and undertakes to protect every person
wilhin its jurisdiction, in the possession and
enjoyment of bis property; but nowhere
doos this Constitution even by implication,
recognize any thing as property, which is

not recognized as such by common consent
of mankind, by tbe laws of nature and the
laws of God. Nor doos this Constitution
in any way secure the possession of any
particular kind of property moro than tho

possession of all kinds of property.
It should be further observed, that the

Constitution docs not secure tho possession
of any kind of property to ono man, tbat is
not equally secure to every man ; nor is pos
session of property secured in one locality
that is not secured in every locality, so that
whatever mny bo held as property by virtue
of tbo Constitution in South Carolina or
Virginia, may bo held as property in New
York or Ohio, or any wore else.
" It is quite evident therefore, that tbo idea
of property in man has no support in the
Constitution, and that whatever of properly
may bo supposed to exist in slavery must
be subject to all tbe liabilities of other
property. , , ....

If the Constitution expressly established
slavery, and secured tho possession of tbat
kind of property to any of tbe States; there
would seem to bo some plausibility in the
resolution of Mr. Dressel

Jletnlral, That Slavery is a Slate institution,
f;uaranteed as such by the Constitution and

United Htates, and we cannot agree
that the National Government shall undertake
the emancipation of Slaves against the will of
slaveliolding urates, ss a military necessity, on
any ground whattotrer!

but, as tho letter and spirit of the Con-

stitution are in direct conflict with slavery,
and as no Stale has any such sovereignty
as authorizes the enactment of laws, or the
creation of institutions that are contrary to
tbe Constitution, it follows that Mr. Drea-sel'- s

resolution is not the product of careful
examination, though possibly, it botrays
little shado of an inward desire that the
rebels may triumph.

Although it is to be regretted that Mr.
Tborpo should entertain views which led
him to voto for the above resolution, still, I
cannot clearly see that he is liable to espo- -

ciai censure, tin loss no was pledged to a
course oinurent trora that which his lonj
cherished sentiments would naturally lea-

to. If I have been correctly informed. Mr.
Thorpe has long entertained views favora
ble to slaveholders and their peculiar inati
lui ion; that be put forth no particular ef--

itri, gave no pledges; nor even pretended
that bis viows bad undergone anv chance.
