The great body of the slaves, aud the wicked
centres of the rebellious spirit, are therefore
easily accessible to our enterprising navy.
Such victories as that of Port Royal will be
fruitful henceforth; they will strike terror to the
heart of the rebels; the appearance of a fleet on
the southern coast hereafter will mean much
more than the occupation of an island or two,

or the slow reduction of a fort. The cotton
states, where the rebellion originated, will get
a taste of the war which they have hitherto so

carefully eonfiued to the luckless border states.
