The Plot to Release the Rebel Prisoners
on Johnson's Island.

Our town and county were thrown into con-
siderable excitement ou Thursday evening last
by the reception of a despatch from Adjutant
General Uill, calling out tho 50lh O. V. Militia,
to report to Brig. Gen. Cox, at Sandusky, at the
earliest moment. Tho despatch was sent to
Col. Nut Hayoes, and was as follows:

Columbus, Nov. 13, 1863.
Col. XaL JIaynee: Turn out your whole regi-

ment immediately, and as soon as cars enn be
obtained, move to Uandiifcky,and report to Brig,
ticn. Cox, for duty. See that every man is pro-
vided with cooked rations for at least one day,
In mess packages or otherwise. When you
loave Fremont the men should take blankets
ana their own overcoats. Ammunition and ad
ditiona arms and accoutrements for eight hurt
drcd men in all, will be sent to von at SsnHnn.
ky. You will get camp and garrison eqnippage
luuic. jwjmjt u mix Rim say wnen you will

South indicates that a Inriro body of North Car- -
olinaand Georgia Unionists, who have had hab
itations only in the mountains ot Western Worth
Carolina, have made their escape with their
arms and much valuable information, into East
Tennessee, where they will swell the ranks of
Gen. Foster's army. They come to us as orig
nal Union men and will gunfe and flL'ht with

our volunteers to the end. these men tormcd
themselves into an army and numbered about
5,000 men, poorly armed and couinped. but with
real courage and patriotism they have dared to
give battle to tho rebel recnlars. At a place
called warren springs, north of Ashvillc, liiiii-com-

county, North Carolina, and near the
lenncsseo line, these brave men wore makinir
their way towards Knoxville, when they were
attacked on the 2Utb of October by a part of the
25th North Carolina regiment, under command
of Liet. Col. Samuel C. Ilrison. who was badlv
whipped and forced to bent a hasty retreat lo
Ashville. 1 he rebels lost six killed and thirty
wounded. Among the killed was Lieut. Hyatt.

From Banks Expedition.
New York, Nov. 10. The Herald has advices

from Gen. Dunk's expedition to 1'. M., Nov. 4th.
The expedition has landed iu safety on the

Texas shore of the Rio Grande, after losing ouo
or two vessels in a north 'cr, but no lives. A
boat's crcW and seven soldiers, however, wero
drowned while disembarking.

The rebels evacuated Fort ltrown, setting fire
to the works there. Brownsville was also set
tire to by a few rebel cavalry, but tho Union
men turned out to extinguish the flames, when
the rebel cavalry were joined by the secession-
ists iu town, and a terrible street fight was go-
ing on with the houses burning around them.
The4th Maine regiment was immediately or-
dered to march on the place. A Maine regiment
was the first to land ou the Texus shore; an Iowa
regiment was sent almost immediately after
them, their regimental flags being hoisted al-
most simultaneously.
