Particulars of the Death Lieut. Cochrane.
The following letter gives some particulars of

the wounding and death of Lieut. John C.
Cochrane, formerly of this place, and will be
read with interest by many of oar readers:

L. H. MoaKHorst Esq. Dear Sir: Your
kind letter of the 9th inst was received last
night, and I gladly give you herein all of the
information 1 have been able to collect in reerard
to Lieut. Cochrane. The object of our attack
was to regain possession .of a line of rifle pits
taken from another brigade in the mornine.
Lieut. Cochrane had exhibited throughout the
engagement the energy and bravery that has
ever characterised him. The "pits" had been
taken and lost, and were again in our possession,
having just been entered by his men, when he
whs hit in the left leg below the knee. He did
not fall, (though the shock must have been se
vere, and the blood flowed very profusely, ) but
called to his 1st Sergt to send a man to assist
him from the field. One of his company who
stood near and neard mm ( o. A.. Morrison ) mi'
mediately threw linn over his shoulder and ear'
rted him to the rear a short distance, when he
was taken in charge by the Surgeon and sent
to the ambulance train, the "stretcher" being
carried by one union and three rebel soldiers,
(prisoners.) He did not suffer much. , I saw
him in the ambulance. He tried to lie cheer-
ful and smiled when he bade me good bye.
While I waa with him, two of his men came to
the ambulance. He talked to them a moment.
charging them to be brave and faithful in the
discharge ol tlioir duty, and not lorget nun

He was taken to the Corps Hospital, where
the broken limb was amputated that evening.
Chloroform was administered. He was remo
ved to Fortress Monroe the next day. I heard
from him once lyhile there; that he was very
low. Except tnis, l know nothing ot linn sub
sequent to his rennrvjU from here. He died on
the 29th ult, nine dfy s after being wounded.

The service has not had a more efficient offi
certhan John C. Cochrane. He was highly es-

teemed by every , officer in the regiment, and
had many very warm friends.

He was not reported for duty on the day of
his last, biuuo, and should not have been out.
He had been unwell for a long time previous to
this, to which fact I think his death is attribu-
table, as he might have recovered from the
wound. At a meeting of the officers of our
regiment held yesterday,' a series of resolutions
were adopted, which I would send you, but
they are sent to Fremont papers for publication,

further information I may be able to, or render
any assistance in my power in the settlement of
his business, ms grave is undoubtedly

In this country there, are no persoiu. who do

not enjoy many facilities for self-im-pr ivement.
The facilities of all are not equal indeed. Those
who have wealth, and are not obliged i " labor
daily for their own support, enjoy many pecul-

iar advantages.. They have at. their command
both time and means which they may devote to
their improvement.. But yet the advantages
are not. all with them. They have peculiar dan-

gers as well as facilities. They are subject to

peculiar temptations. There are many quali
ties of character, very valuable, which they are
quite likely not to cultivate; The necessity of
labor for support tends to develop a spirit of
self-relian- which is of great consequence.
They who are brought' up iii the possession of
riches are not accustomed to have' this spirit.
And taking men as we find them the wealthy
do not Beem to improve themselves mentally
and morally more than those whose circumstan-
ces are more humble. -- A wise man Would as
soon risk the condition of the laboring classes
as that of the wealthy, t t.t if he were young;
and had in view his own improvement. The
son of a farmer or of a mechanic, brought up to
toil, ia aa likely to become a mas of virtue and
intelligence, every way worthy of respect, as the
son of a millionaire. His respectability will be
his own too, not that of his purseV -

. The times now passing are fitted to show what
may be done by men of no more than ordinary
talents, but of industry and energy.: ' Every
body knows that Thomas Ewing was once a
salt-boile- r; Thomas Oorwin a teamster; Elihu
Burritt a blacksmith; Abraham Lincoln a rail-splitt-

Andrew. Johnson a tailor. The. pro-

fessions of Law,' Medicine, andThfeology, have
in them many men who have raised themselves
to stations of honor and usefulness requiring
education" of no; light degree, and all b their
own efforts. And was .not Benj. Franklin a
printer boy? Was not Horace Greeley the same?

Did not Gen. Banks come from the common

people, a laborer? Was not Gen. Grant a leath-

er dealer?
It is the peculiar genius of American institu-

tions that they acknowledge no class of wealthy
aristocrats who are to monopolize all the op-

portunities of improvement. We put no bar-

riers in the way of any man's rising. ' There is
stimulus here to encourage and develop tal
ents, and push every man to make the most of
himself. When the aristocrats of Europe taunt
us with reproaches for having rs for

Presidents, and the like, we reply by pointing
to the democratic nature of onr institutions.
We say that one man is as good as another so

far as birth and blood are concerned. We scorn

to have a titled class among us, whose cattle-stabl- es

are better than the dwellings of the la-

borers. " We leave to others the boast of having
been born under the heel of aristocracy. We
are proud of the institutions which recognize
merit in whomsoever found. . Any true Ameri-
can may and will blush with shame to find it
objected against the nominees of the Baltimore
Convention, that the one was a rail-splitt- and
the other a tailor. . The objection is just fit to
come from the slave of some European aristo
crat. It is thoroughly out-li- t

to condemn any one advancing it to contempt.
But I am wandering from my ' first design.'

And yet all that has been advanced bears npon
that design. There is every encouragement to
every man to make the most of himself in

America. Hence there can be no excuse for

those who do not strive to cultivate their talents
to the greatest possible extent. Young men
and young women even those who are obliged
to labor to obtain a living have some leisure.
There are hours every day which they may de-

vote to study in some way or other. If, in
stead of using leisure time only to secure pleas-

ure and enjoyment, they would devote it to
their own improvement, they would gradually
secure a fund of intelligence which would ele-

vate them greatly in the scale of true, worth, and
in many cases prepare them to occupy positions
much more remunerative than they would oth-

erwise attain. Has 'not Andrew Johnson been
paid a thousand times for acquiring an educa-
tion? Nor does the remuneration lie wholly in
the prominent stations which he has occupied
or may yet occupy. If he were still a tailor he'
would be worthy of respect and honor for his
efforts to develop his powers. Jh was a tailor
till his talent and industry made him something
more. To be sure all men cannot, even by tal-

ents and industry, attain positions of eminence.
But these are not essential. - True worth does
not lie in them. The of
which I .speak is in itself a good thing, and
worthy of effort for its own sake. It is not rec-

ommended merely as a stepping-ston- e to some
prominent position,
. If there were a general disposition to make
the most of facilities for the
result would be a general elevation of the stan-

dard of intelligence' and virtue in the commu
nity. This would be one of the greatest bene-

fits conceivable. A people who can appreciate
education and intellectual pursuits, is a better,
nobler people than one who can appreciate noth-

ing but wealth or some low kind of entertain
ment. He who makes the most of himself con
tributes what he can to the general improvement
of the community. His reward is ample, and
is two fold. He is rewarded in being noble and
excellent himself, and also in doing something
to make others so. Every hour, then, which a
young man has at his own disposal, is a golden
opportunity. " He may learn something in it, of
permanent value. And though no .one hour
will be, by itself, of very gi eat consequence,
yet in the aggregate all of them will bring him
to intelligence and honor, if rightly improved.
There is no excellence without labor. Indus-
try is the great key that opens to men the gate
of advancement Some men are willing to live

ft the foot of the ladder all their days, withouj
so much as a single look upward.. Other men
are disposed to climb. ' The climbers only use
the opportunities which all alike possess. Of
course they get up in the world. The others re
