The customs of bur-
ial have varied in different places and different
periods of the world, and the aggregation of men
in various parts of the earth in large towns and
cities soon made a necessity unknown in patri-
archal times, to-w- it: the public cemetery. Cit-
ies of the dead; grand assemblies of all the peo-
ple of the different streets aad houses, hotels and
places af abode of every name and nature, in
common dust. . Here we by our dead, write
their names on marble, and make them thence-
forth tlisj property of tho World, for all to know.
He would be thought insane who should put on
the door-pja- te of his house the names of hi
wife and children, adding a new nameaseach
new inmate came. . But he only fulfills a recog-
nized custom who carves on marble the same of
each wlio, being dead, has been gathered to the
assembly in the grave yard. And in all ages
aud countries this, custom has probably pre-
vailed. One may not know, indeed, w bet 1 err
Isaac carved his, father's name, or asy sign of
his patriarchal grandeur in the front of the cave
at Hebron, por indeed , ia it altogether certain
that there wasany written lantiaife then known
to the son of Abraham. But it was not long
after that whew Egyptian tombs began to eon- -
tato Uie biatonea ot the dead; and later still in
Greece,, ia Syria, in Italy, every whore as civil-
ization advanced, the tomb was marked as s pub-
lic book, to" be read by all a "memento mori."
as well aa: a roonumerrt. Soma of the moat
toucbiag relies of the . ancient tombs are the
memorial of living affection, which survived
the death of the beloved. "Irene sleeps in peace,
"rs the quaint and suggestive inscription on a
tomb in tlie Roman catacombs. "Farewell, At-tidi- a,"

ia the simple inemorial ef another's love.
Thousands of these inscriptions exist all found
in cemeteries. For it is very seldom that the
dead of old ' villages and ' country places are
found, or any ef therat. : The modern
ploughshare goe over them and they are lust.
But ia the old cemeteries the names of the dead
areofteu preserved, aud we of these latter years
read and Wonder who was Irene, what the beau-
ty of Attidia, when they ' lived and died, and
whether they were worthy of the tender love
that placed these brief memorials .over theua.

A REMARKABLE VISION.
A solicitor, resident ia the Isle of WIcht, had

CHINESE CRUCIFIXION.
A crucifixion in China is thus described by

Mr. James Jones of Anioy, who witnessed the
execuffon: - -

"The victim was a well known thief, whxwe
principal offense was that of stealing young
girls and selling them for prostitutes. On his
truu oetore toe judge, he refused to criminate
himself, although repeatedly scourged until hia
back was raw. If a female witness fails in giv
ing satisfactory evidence in a court of justice.
She ia beaten with a leathern strap across the
mouia, ais wne, aesirous oi sparing ner aus-ban- d,

refused to give evidence, but after two or
three applications of the strap her courage gave
way. one confessed his guilt, at the same time
admitting that $200 of the money so derived
was hidden in the sea near the beach. Officers
were sent to search, and finding the dollars in
the place indicated, the prisoner was sentenced
to decapitation deemed by the Chinese the .
most severe of punishments- - because they im-

agine if a man leaves this world minus any of
hia members, he appears in the same condition
in the next. The culprit, therefore, prayed to
be crucified instead of being beheaded. The
cross was in -- the latin form, the foot being in-

serted iff a stout plank, and the criminal, stand-
ing on a board, had nails driven through his
feet, his hands streaebeej and nailed to the cross
beam. His legs were fastened to the cross with
an iron chain, and hia arms bound with cords,
aud in the cord round hia waist was inserted a
piece of wood, on which was written his name
and offence, a' similar ' piece on his right arm
jcontaiiied his sentence, namely, to remain oa the
cross day and night until ha died, another on
hia left arm had the name of the judge, with
his titles and offices. ' The criminal was nailed
to the cross inside the Yamun, ia the presence
of the magistrate, aud then carried by four coo-
lies to one of the principle thoroughfares lead-

ing from the city, where he was left daring the
day, bat removed at night inside the prison for
fear of his friends attempting to rescue him,
and again carried forth at daylight in charge of
tw soldiers.- - - He was crucified" at noon on
Wednesday, and Mr. Jones conversed with him
at rive ia the evening. " He complained of pain
in the chest and thirst. Oft Thursday he slept
for some hours, when the cross was laid down
within the jail enclosure. No one was allowed
to supply hhn with food or drink, and during
the day there waa quite a fair in front of the
cross; people being attracted from a distance,
and the sweetmeat venders driving a large
trade,. On Saturday he waa still alive, when
the Taotal was appealed toby a foreigner to put
an end to the wretch's sufferings, and he im-

mediately gave orders that vinegar should be
administered, ' which he expected would pro-
duce immediate death; but the result waa oth-

erwise, and at annset, when the cross was taken
within the jail, two soldiers, with stout bam-

boos, broke bot h his legsuind then strangled him.

Results of the Louisiana Convention.
