His' prison
was situated on a sandy, barren plain, from
which the trees had been carefully removed
that they might not shelter hint and some
ten thousand of '' his comrades. " Hi
clothes were taken from him he was fed
npon rotten meat, spoiled meal, and for
drink he had water, when he ronki got it
which a hog outside of the prison would
refuse to wallow in. Ha was kent some
times, for days with nothing to eat aQd jn
the madness and despair of starvation,
frequently struggled with his fellow suf-

ferers for the possession of garbage, " A
bone gnawed ..by au bfScer'a. dog was
priceless, a thread of gristle waa a luxury,
and medicines for the sick or decent inter-

ment for the dead were unexpected and
rm heard of. He existed in this hell npon
earth thirteen months, and came out a
wreck, physically and mentaflj. This man
was a Union Soldier; his roh Was

and his keepers starved him
by the express command of the same Jef-
ferson Davis who is' now being attended
and fed like a mince at Fortress Monroe.
