RANDUM PASSAGES.
DY ISAAC APPLRTON JEWRTT.
SWITZERLAND, GERMANY.

Conrnrs, (on Tie Rmme,) Serremong,—
The steambont at the quay nt Muyence this
morning at six, with about one hunlred pas-
gengers, mostly Euglish, on their homeward
retreat, For two or three miles, the banks of
the rivér continued to be low and tame, We
paseed the palace of the Grand Duke of Nos
seau, a [ine edifice, near the river, The clus-
sical Bronnens of Loangen-Schwalbach are o
few milesin the intenor,

We were this day to see the only interesting
part of the ‘glorons Rhbine,’ that betweeén
Muyencs and Cologne.  Along here, there
areu plonty of little islands, and the banks of
the river abound with pieturesque rocky crigs,
caped by ruins of castles, nnd relieved hure and
there by a green meadow, o vineyard, or néat
villnge, Johannivsberg, a chatean belonging
to Prince Metternich, is one of the first from
Mayence. This estate hus filty-five ncrea ol
vinugrounds, from whence comes the most ce-
lebrated of tho Rheinish wines. Speuking of
Metternichy T need not remind you of his por-
traiture as * Beckenof)' in thut unique produe-
tion, *Vivian Grey.! Then we passed the ro-
ine of Klupp and Ehrensfele, ®* Vantsberg can-
tle, at present oceupied, from which we were
enluted with o gung the ruins of Falkenberg,
Guttensfels, Belioenberg, nnd the rocks of ¢ the
Seven Sigtars’ in the riverip Sternberg snd
Liebeustein, the Brotherr,” etc., all famed
by many a pathetic legend, There are nlso
the pretty villnges of Rudesheim, Gesenhelm,
Bingen, Uberwesel, Baint Gour, und otlers
too tedious to mention; and the rock of Lure-
ley, wit1 nn echo which vepeats seven times.

I am now befure the castle uf Elirenbraitstein,
the strongest fortrces in Burape, built on o
rochy elovation, commamding the river for se-
veral milee, The eit  of Coblantz, neagly
apposite, sud connected with it by a flonting
bridire, ts strongly fortitled, and gardsoned by
five thonsand Priesin soldiers, It was foun-
ded by Prusps, the Roman general, thirteen
years bufore Christ,

*Amiong the Rheinieh legends, sersified by
Praxcug, is one of the *Mouse-Tower,’ near
Ehrenafils, commencings
¢The Bighop of Mentz was n wealthy prince,

Tha'Chinese mulberry—beyond all
comipatison is the best—isas ensily grown as the
currunt bush, Theontsof worms is ag simple
asthe care of chickens, the silk iz ng ensily
wound off ng a ball of yakbn, andus eusily made
into a thread as wool orflax.
In several respscts the introduction of the
gilk culture exhibits u besevolent nepect, It
will supply aninnocent, guietand healthiul em-
ploymaent for many Lo must otlerwise be in
a great measure withoWt egcupntion, or with-
out such as would britg sl adequate compen-
sution.  The aged and ml\mapaor may in thia
way sustain themselves nnd” gurround their
dwellings with comfort,  Child that would
be brought upin idleness, or separated from
tlieir parents und made to earn their bread in
gituntions wlere their morals may be ruined,
porhings can be kept at home aod made to con-
tribute largely to the family muinte —
