Finer crops than those of

this year have been scarcely known.

Throughout all the wheat growing slates,
the most cheering news is heard of the lux

uriance of the harvest. As high as the for

tieth degree of latitude, the crop is proba-

bly almost all secured, and two or three
weeks of good woather will place tho whole

wheat region beyond danger. With us the

promises of plenty are everywhere seen.
For the first time, tho region of the Mau-

mee will export a surplus of bread stuffs,

and, but for the want of a sufficient number

of mills, the importation of flour would be

at an end. From this harvest, the farmers

hereabouts will begin to feel easy in their

circumstances, and the growth of the coun-

ty will be more sensibly felt than ever be

fore. The merchants, also cannot fail of

receiving great benefit from so favorable

a state of agricultural affairs, and may now,

with good reason look forward to some-

thing like real business.

Milling. The want of a grist mill ca

pable of performing a large amount of work,

will be severely felt in this place, the com

lngyear. A good steam power like that at

the mill of Edward Bissell, Ksq. ot Toledo,

with all the apparatus lor making superfine

flour, would not cost so much as to he be

yond the meai.s of many of our citizens, and

if several uflhern would join, the cost would

scarcely be felt. The crops of the present

year will more than furnish employment fur

all the mills we have, and a good steam mill

in Maumee City, might, at a very safe cal-

culation keep four runs of stones employed,
from this crop, henceforward. That a null

of this description would be source of profit,

no one who considers the chances for full

employment can doubt; and that it will

turn a large amount of trade from other

towns, to this, to the advantage uf all our

citizens is indisputable. Not only so, but it

will be a source of pride to all, to seu the
nucleus of a manufacture that will, one dny,

be so extensive, commenced and flourishing
here.
