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The Battle of the Alma.
We have now full ami authentic accounts

of this great ami sanguinary conflict, be
twcen the Russians, under Prince Menchi-kolT- ,

and the allied ibices ; Suleiman Pasha,
leading the Turkish, Lord Raglan the Eng-
lish, and Marshal de St. Amaud the French,
each at the head of their divisions.

On the ISth of September orders were giv- -

en for the encampment to prepare to march,1
on the morning of the 19th, and take their
position on the banks of the Alma, which
was done before night-full.- " The Russians
had fortified themselves on the hills beyond
the Alma. From the position they occu-
pied, they had great advantage of their ad-
versaries, and could count the allied forces,
man by man as they approached. All the
heights were crowned with redoubts and
formidable batteries, and their forces num-
bering about 50,0000 men, and 180 heavy
guns, principally 32 and 21 lb balls.

Early on the morning of the 20th, both
the French and English divisions commenced
their march towards the Alma. They were

silently; no bugles or drums!
broke the stillness, but the hum of
sands of voices rose from the ranks, and thej
watchfires lighted up the lines of their camp.'
as though it were a great city. Marshal St!
Amaud was to assail the enemy on the left1

front, while Lord Raglan wis to attacki
on the right and centre. General

euet, with his gallant Turks, camo down on
the left, of the Russians, turning their flank!
and silencing some of their batteries; this
movement was a very important one, it was
conducted with creat skill and bravery, and:
went far in deciding the victory of the dav.
At about 12 M., the forces had arrived at
the river Alma, which'they crossed m a'
short space of time, presenting a front of
more than thre-- ? miles in extent. They were,
received by a tremendous fire from the

I have been compelled to
remain here in order to send our wounded
and those of ths Russians to Constantinople,
and to piocure ammunition and provisions
from ths fleet. The English have had 1.500
men put hors du combat.

G. Brown were superb. I have to regret

about 1,200 men hors du combat, 3 officers
killed, 5 1. wounded, 253 sub-office- and sol-

diers killed, 1,033 wounded.
" The Russians have lost about G,000 men.

The field of battle is covered with their
flcad, and our field hospitals are full of their
wounded. We have counted a proportion
of seven Russian dead bodies for one French.
The Russian artillery caused us loss, hut ours
is very superior to theirs. I shall all my life
regret not having had with me my two regi- -

ments of African chasseurs. The Zouaves
were the admiration of both armies; they
are the first soldiers in the world."

Roth armies fought with great courage
and enthusiasm. The Russians had great)
advantages however, in point of numbers,
superiority of position, and the number audi

of the guns 32 and 211b brass ones,
with numerous field pieces and howitzers.
This is the most sanguinary conflict that has!
taken place on the continent of Europe since!
the battle of Waterloo. The loss of thej
Russians was over 5.000 besides the prison- -

ers and wounded ; of the allied forces nearly
3.000 were killed and wounded. The litis- -

army retreated to Sevastopol and im- -

mediately blockaded the port by sinking a
line of their own ships across the mouth ol'j
the harbor to prevent the approach of the:
English and French fleets, and will also
der their own ships from going out. The
defeat of the Russians has so much
aged the allied forces that they now talk!
strongly of attacking Sevastopol, and we
shall not be surprised to learn by the next;
steamer that it has in reality been taken,
together with the whole Russian armv. The
scene of the battle fhld on the dav after the

'engagement is described as a most terrible
and sickening sight. It was almost niipos- -

siblc to get through the piles of the dead,
wounded and dving. An eve witness savs,

Ihe hills ot Greenwich Park, in fair time
are not more densely crowded with human
beings than were the heights of Alma with
dead and dying.
