brigade, during the siege ot Cincinnati,
says the Commercial, of that city, has had executed
a splendid lithograph, a copy of which is to be
presented to each of the squirrel-hunter- s regularly
enrolled, as a memento of the service iu which they
are engaged. The lithograph bears the words,

"Squirrel-hunter- Discharge," and In the right
hand upper corner a likeness ot Governor Tod : and
in tho lel't hand comer a likeness of Major Mc-

Dowell. Ou the left is seen a squirrel, conspicu-
ously seated on a tree, very deliberately munch-

ing a nut ; and on the right is an old squirrel-hunte- r

ramming a ball down his rifle, and looking

at the squirrel with evident intention of disturbing
his meal. The Stars and Stripes nnd the great
seal of Ohio are in the foreground. The following
are the words of tho discharge :

'' Cincinnati was monaced by the enemies of the
Union. David Tod, tlqveruor of Ohio, railed on
niinutu-tiie- n of the State, and the squirrel hunters
came by the thousand to the rescue. Von
were one of them, aud this is your honorable dis-
cbarge."
