s, mode of progress is atliiiuod by the ho
couiplisliod skuler, who neods no powrrtul

Hkating has poeii transmittci to us from
Holland, upon the rivers nud canals of
which Bkatcs have, from un unknown period,
been used by all classes of pcoplo lor the
sitko of the easier and more rnpiJ progruss
made by their aid.

Iu ot'uer cold countries skating is prac-
tised rulhcr as an umiiseineut nnd healthful
exercise. Tlio Icelanders, in former times,
used for skates, '' the shank bnuo of a deer
or sheep," about a .foot long;, which they
greased becausu they should not bo stopped
by drops of water up in them. Iu the de-

scription of the ancient customs of London,
it is rem irked that, "Hume tic bones to their
feet and under their heels, and shoving
themselves by a little picked stnffo dou
slide as swi.tly us a birdo llyelli iu the air.
or nn arrow out of u crossbow." Iu I'M

as well us in liOiidon, hkating was a
highly popular amuse incut bo vend centuries
ago Iu uounli'ies where snow abounds,
skating cannot be piauticod, and it is for
this reason, probably, thut the amusement
lias not become kh geiieiul iu the

countries of Europe. It lias, however,
within tho pust few years, become a fnsh
louuble auiiisi'iueut and exercisn, for both
young ladies und gentlemen. The styles of
skates aro many and various, Those tor
ladies are iron of rich pattern und some-
times quite costly. IVisons desiring to
learn the art can easily do so bcfoio

upon the ice, by lining whut is culled
tho " parlor skate," and are made to run ou
three small wheels. They were introduced
upon tho French siuge by Dumas, Ihe bui-

lt tor, in tlio opera of the Irophela,
which includes a bullet of bkati s, ai d loiuis
an exciting picture.

ginner generally damages a good pair of
'cutes, so it is as w II to content iiiniHplf

with an ordinary pair. The skates which
havo a groove running f.loug the steel, we
do not recommend. It is ti no they givo u
bettor hold of the ico at first, but they are
very apt to become blunt at the tdges, and
I esides, they cut up the ice into little shav-
ings which collect in tlio groove and by de-

grees project; hcyond-tli- edges ol the skule,
when the wearer is suro to be thrown. As
to the straps, let those cross straps over
the insteps be discarded; they are unite
iisi less, und only confine the foot. Very
little strapping is reipiired, as the only use
of a strap is to prevent the skate from lull
ing off when thu foot is lifted from thu ice.
Those who strap tightly ure sure to skate
awkwardly, No one can dauco giuccfully
ih tight boots, aud tho sumo rule holds good
for skating.

. The holes being propeily made tho si rows
are introduced, imd the skates placed
Straight ulolig the feet. The little spike ut
the ti'oiit slioiil I bo well picssed into the
sole of the boot, aud tlio straps drawn just
tight enough to fix the skate firmly without
Clamping (lie foot. If possible, Ihe skates
should be put ou u liil j the we.uer is silling
on some spot where his feet can overhung
tho ice. If thut cannot le, lie should m alk
fairly on the ice. und kneel on ono knee
while lie fixed tlio skate on the opposite
foot. A small impulse, will then iit liiuion
his feet, where lie vt ill not find it easy to
remain. All such lulus as chuiis or point
ed sticks are lo condemned. They mo us
objectionable as coiks lo a swimmer, mid
moreover give tho beginner uu swkwnid at-

titude, from which he does not recover for
a long time, and sometimes iiot ut till. At
this period of bis progress tho beginner
finds a groat dillicully iu keeping his feet
together, (jcnoiully, one foot slides to the
left, and down lio goes, lint not dishvu.it-eiieil- ,

Then with the riuht foot let them describe
a semi-circl- e on tho ice, and lie will thereby
loree himself a few inches backward. This
movement is repented with tho oilier foot,
and by degrees the skater finds himself at
some distance from the spot on which ho
started. At first he seems (o innke no pro-
gress whatever, and appears fixed to the
spot. Hut, after a little practice, ho over
comes tho difficulty und begins to glide
linekwarus in a sinuous course rattier pretty
In look nt. Doing familiar with this, his
next lesson is the onlside edge.

llithi rto, the inside edge of the skate lias
been used because it is the easiest, Hut a
good skater entirely disdains the use of the
inside edge, anil so we must proceed to the
outside. Tlio best mode of learning this
teat is liy m.r.iing a circle on tlio ice, sunn
eight feet iu diameter, und nutting aomo ob
joet to mark tho center. Tho learner then
stands on the outside ot the cm lo. Ins right
foot upon tho line with its outside edge
lii inly pressing it, and his right shoulder
turned towards the center. In this pi sitinn
ho pushes himself nrnnnit tho eirclo by
means of tho left font keeping tho right
sku'e on tho line. After going around once
or twice bo ns to learn iho direction al
ways being careful to hang his bead well
over his right shoulder he puts hiuiKcll to
speed, und, still keeping the right skato on
tho ice, tries to cross his leftover his right.
lie wdl certainly full in this, but tutor a few
trials will succeed in getting tho foot over
After ho has dono so once or twice, he
should turn his luft sids to the Ice, and go
round iu tho opposite direction, trying to
cross tho right foot over the left. When
he can go round tho circle cither way by
continually crossing tho feet, he is ready
for the ticxr movement.

To skutu tlio "Cross-Unit- , tho skater
stands as iu learning tho outsidu edge, and
starting on tho right foot, crosses the left
over it. Hut instead td repeating tlio move
nient, and so forming a circle, he immedi
ately crosses the right foot again over the
left, aud so on. Then instead of making one
largo circle, ho petiorms a succession of
arcs ot circles, liv which he is carried for
ward. Tho legs shonl I cross over each
other ns far ns possible, and tho skater
should not bo content until he can even
cross the knees. This is a very pretty
movement whun neatly dene, uml ono of the
most graceful on tho ice. the lunula must
hang nuilo easily and quint v, nnd tho body
curried uprightly without being stilb tied.
L'nro must be taken that in doing this figure,
the outside edges of the skates are pressed
firmly into tho ico when they touch it, or the
skater will tie liable to a slip.

We now come to tho first step in tho real
figure skating, which is tho very iiuiulcs-seue- o

of tho art. Wo care Itttlo lor mere
rapidity, or for racing on skates, but we do
valuo very highly the exceeding grace of
good figure skating. The first figure learned
is generally thu 3 or the P. fciuine prefer
the former, but tho litter figure is the bet-
ter on which to begin. Tho skater Btarts
as in the List figure, but makes an entire
oirclo before ho crosses his feet, so that it
his right foot starts ou the upper cirilo, his
left makes the lower one. Always start
from the point where the circles cut ench
oilier. At first the skater will find some
