The Saranackarrived at Havanna on the
28tb, with dispatches to the Spanish author-
ities, and general Campbell, V. 8. Consul.
It was stated in Havanna that the Saranack
was put und-- r orders of the Governor of
Cuba to assist in suppressing any armed ex-

pedition from the States. '

The ships Albany and German town lying
in Havanna, received information that a
Spanish Vessel of war was expected with
a part of the Cuba expedition on board.

These vessels intrrceptingaud demanding
the prisoners Irom the Spaniards. Tha Sa-

ranack came up, and after an interview be-

tween Tatnall and Commander Randolph,
the Spaniards were allowed to take the pris-
oners into Havanna, where they were
placed in 'confinement on boards Spanish
seventy-four- .

Five individuals taken at Cardenis were
shot on the 26lb, at Mantanzas four Scotch
and Irish, and one .American a boy who
stated he joined the expedition under the
impression that he was going the Califor-
nia.

. New Froceas of Smelting Iron Ore.

SirF. Knowlcs, in the London Mining
Journal, proposes an entirely new process
for smelting the ore and saving fuel, the loss
by the common mode being made by him at
81 per cent. His plan is to crush the ore1 and
put in gass proof reverbratory ovens." The
fuel is to be decomposed in a separate cham-
ber and the vapor of carbon passed into the
heated mass of ore ; so that the oxvgen of
the ore, uniting with the carbon, will leave
pure metal only behind when the ore is an
oxide of iron. When itiscarbonate ofiron
he would mix the richer ores and allow their
oxygen tocombine with the carbon of the
leaner ore, thus saving fuel. After the ne-

cessary chemical effeci is secured by the ex-

change and combination of the gases, then
the ore is expected to be reduced at once
under s strong blast in shallow hearths,
any needful flux being U6ed at this last pro-
cess.
