- He got up,
nnd probably disliking such company, wad
died to the edge of the bank, and after
much hard scrambling got to the top, and
ran off out , of sight... The other three
were now thrown off the boat', by which
lime many of the Fultonites hnd collected
on the shore, when Kane commenced sto-

ning the constable of tho town. In this
. game ho was decidedly worsted, however,

. tor the . constable hit him a heavy blow
on tho Lack with a stone, nnd soon brought
hrm to terms. Tho boat then backed out.
leaving the ruffians nr.d the Fultonites in
some sort of ludicrous parley the citizens
declining close quarters and we taw no
more of ihem. The wounded men wero
then attended to, the Captain assigning
them . berths in the cabin, and intending
to procure fur liter medical Attendance at
New Richmond. Soon afiorwards, it was

- reported that the leader of th stabbing
gang was still on board, and Capt. Devol
determined to havo justice done him, at
iew Kicnmonu. .

i lie landed at that place, procured nn
officer, and took the nccuscd from l bunk
In the deck room, where he was ocluully
peeping beside a coarse-lookin- g Dutch
woman. . A large bowie and a dirk-knif- e

were found on him. He was taken before
li magistrate, who held the " scales of jus-

tice in a shoe-maker- 's shop, and after a
very ludicrous examination, tho prisoner
was identified as one of the active slubbers,
lie was also taken before the wounded
men in the boat, but they would not suy
positively whether he had stubbed them,
as they had boon struck from behind. He
was then lakon ashore, and required to give
bail hi 9400, or go to prison. We did not
lonrn whether he found bail, as the phy-

sician hud finished dressing the wounded
men, and dipt. Devol having lost some
four hours of time, was compelled to leave.
Tho prisoner refused to givo his name, but
we ascertained it to be Ham Yoager, also
of this city. The boat being now purged
of all the gang, the remainder of tho trip
was as quiet as could be desired. The
wounded men improved rapidly, and when
wesaw them last evening were all entire-
ly out of danger, except one --James Har-

per of Allegheny city, who will also re
cover, it is hopod. Dennis M'Quaidc, of
Williamsport, was horribly stabbed, and
must have bled nearly half a gallon.' Pat-

rick Maney also bled terribly. Ho owns

was severely cut; as also Adam Wall,
of Elizabeth. ....

. We did not learn the name of the young
man stabbed in the arm. Besides these,
Mans Mason, of Manchester, had both
eyea blackened in the affray, and several
of the stabbing gang had cuts or bruises in
the face or hands.

We learned that tho gang commenced
the nttray by assaulting a young ship cor
penterof Elizabcthtown, who had not ?iv

' en them the slightest ofTence; nnd when
romoiislruted with, made an attack first on
Mr. Money, nnd then on ill others not of
their 'crowd.' Maney says he was stab-be- d

in' tho face, while struggling with
Yeager, but not by Ycngcr. After ho lot
Ycoger go, the latter gave him the Btab in
me side. ; .

Capt. Devol desarves unqualified praise
for his kindness to the wounded men, and
those who at first inclined to censure him
for being loo lenient to tho gang of ruffians,
were afterwards satisfied that he had done
all that was practicable under the circmn
stances very much more than one officer
iu a hundred would have, when time was
not loft tomoke his regular trip, owing to
the ww water and heavy fogs. s. c. f.
