I also beg leave to call your attention to
the propriety of extending, at an early day

our system of land laws, with such modifi
cations as may be necessary over the State of
Calilornia and the territories of Utah and
Mew Mexico. The mineral lands of Califor-
nia will, of course, form an exception to any
general system which may be adopted. ' Vari-
ous methods of disposing of them have been
suggested. I was at first inclined to favor
the system ol leasing, as it seemed to prom
ise the largest revenue to the Government,
and to afford the best security against mon-
opolies: but further reflection, and our expe-
rience in leasing the lead mines and sell-

ing lands upon credit, have brought my mind
to the conclusion tnat there would be great
difficulty in collecting the rents, and that the
relation of debtor and creditor, between the
citizens and the Government, would ba at
tended with many mischievous consequences.
I therefore recommend that instead of retain
ing the "mineral land3 under the permanent
control of the Government, they be divided
into small parcels and 6old under such re
striction, as to quantity and time, as will in
sure the best price, and guard most effectual
ly against combinations ot. capitalists to od

" ,: 'tain monopolies. '
