hay and pea straw are each sbout ten
tunes as rvich as barley.

The straw will prevent damp-
ness and the few inches of earth will fa.
vor ventilation. A [armer who raises
many potatoes, ind practises this mode
does oot lose a peck, on the average, in
filty bushels.
