Letter from Camp Anderson.
Correspondence of the Belmont Chronicle.

CAMP ANDERSON.
LANCASTER, Ohio, May 27. 1861.

Dear Chronicle : We- - (the- Belmont
Tiuers) aro still in Camp Anderson. There
is but little ehange in our situation since my
last, except that we have quit hoarding at
the "bountifully ijmud' tables' at which
tha State was feeding us on last Monday at
thirty-fiv- e cents per day, and havo com
menced living on. rations furnished the State
nt fourteen cents per day, by some liberal
minded citizens of Lancaster. None of us.
however, complain of tho chango; when
no boarded wo had no more that) we have
nqvr. except that we thon gat butter,
wnicn wo uo nou get now. e coiik our
own food now,' and can have it clean and
sweet, if we wish to ; then everything look-

ed quite ujrieiout, and the stench of tho
cook room and dining table was sufficient to
take away the appetite of tho strongest
stomached among us. We aro furnished as
ratioiH, meat, potatoes, bread, bonus and
coffee, " and this is all. Tho rations at first
were uot sufficient fur the men, nnd the
complaints wem loud and deep. Wo have
plenty now of what we got, and goo J enough
what there is, except the bread,' which ic

miserable stult. Ill era is not ten men in
our company who would cat such stuff at
home. 1 ho enterprising ecntleninn who
furnishes our bread rations passing plenty of
potatoes in tho doughy stuff to make it
weiirh well. Wo are. divided into twelve
messes of eight men each, an 1 ona out of
each mess does tho cookinir,-tli- a boys
takinu this duty by turns. We have a cauin
tiru for each muss, mid the scene about meal
time if- exceedingly interesting, to any one
who still retains n little roinnnvo in his soul.

The Murder of Col. Ellswroth--Th- e

Feeling in Chicago.
the of Saturday.]

The city was profoundly agitated yester-
day by the news of tho death of Cof. Ells
worth, slain by a Secessionist at Alexandria,
V a. The first report announced simply that
ho had been assassinated. Kvory man in
Chicago clenched his teeth with a firmer
purpose to add new energies and more ter-
rible destructiveness to a war against
enemies, among whom poison and tho dag-
ger seem tube the favorite weapons. o
man has been watched by our oititons with
wanner interest, since tlie beginning of the
struggle, than Col. Ellsworth. On no one
have lnglier nones been built. His (treat
efficieucy as a disciplinarian, bis power of
eifiiiiuuiiu over ms monf nis unquCNilonca
valor, und the extensive information he had
acquire;! in the field of military operations
and modern tactic, gave uronuso that in a
period or war or civn revolution, when

should bo added to his marked
iiaturuldbilities, he would rise to a uosition
of a great commander.

Aside from tlio distinction mivniirpr" hv
Col. Ellsworth in drilling hisfamous Zouave9
and jn?paTing his volume of tactics, ho left
upon an ins acquaintances the impression ot
unusual force of character. When wn nm.
sidur his limited advantages iu the way of
early education, we can but be surprised nt
the method, distinctness and compact brevity
of his language. Ho was" accustomed to
explain and.iilustrnte tho evolutions of cav-
alry, infantry or artillory, to deaoriba an
arm or a uniform, or relate nn anecdote, in
words as dear, pointed and forcible as an
accomplished 'ps.niL'niphist, His capacity
tor command, his his person-
al courage and dignity, wore in
that remarkable trip to the Eastern cities,
where he created sncli a furore with his mod-
est clerks and book keepers, in the Zouave
drill.

A national military rrthutafinn tnnde in a
timo of'profonnd peace by an obscure young
man, who never saw West Point, is a rarity
indeed. The facility with which he mastered
the most minute details of company drill was
not more remarkable than the grasp with
which he comprehended the movements and
requirements of an army. Tlio military bill
which was introduced iu tho Legislature at
its last regular sossion, nnd which passed
the House, was entirely his work, andm view
of the circumstances then existing it must
be pronounceu as nearly pcrloct as possible.
With a few alterations the same bill was
again introduced at tho special session and
again passed the Hou&o, but was deieuted
ui tlie Senate by one or two votes.

In another place the tribune says:
If tho death of Col. Ellsworth as tho con

sequence of his rash hut gallant act, serves
to teach other young officers thut their first
duty is to tha men under their command,
and that thedusiro to' do deeds of groat per
sonal uaring must c suooruinuie 10 uie

and responsibilities of official station,
ho will not have died wholly in vain. Wo
trustthat the Comninndcr-in-Cliiofwi- ll make
tho tragedy tlio text for a General Order,
which, while it will stimulate the courage
and warm the blood of the gallant soldiers
who aro called to lead, Will make them mind-
ful of the facts which wo set forth. In poor
Ellsworth s case, tho desire to carry ofl the
first trophy of tho campaign, and tonchiuve
pcrsonul distinction by the act, led him, as
wo are at present advised, to a rash venture
which has had a terribly mournful result.

Abolition of Privateering.
There is a report from Washineton that

the Secretary of Stuto in Anril last: instruct
ed, tho United States Ministers at certain
European Courts to notify those Courts that
tho .
