The Trouble about Fremont.

The President hu ordered Fremont to
modify his proclamation so u to conform to
the act of Congress, in relation to the con-
fiscation of rebel property. The letter con
taining the order will be found in this morn-
ing's paper. We published the section of
the act referred to yesterday morning.

This would confine the operations of the
proclamation to slaves of rebels actually
employed, in a military sene, against the
government, and would confiscate none oth
er. It would not chaugo the efficiency of
the proclamation in auy otner resjiect, but
would acknowledge the right of command-
ers to execute under martial law, all persons
found in arms against the Government, and
to confiscate all the property of such per-
sons, except slaves not employed in a mili-tnr- v

Train of Carsinto a Stream--O- ne

Persons Killed and Wounded.
[From the Gazette, 18th inst.]

been called npon to record for vears, occur-
red on the Ohio & Mississippi Railroad, one
hundred and forty-thre- e miles west of thia
city, about half past eight o'clock lut even-
ing. The particulars of this disastrous af-
fair, so far u we have been able to gather
them up to one o'clock thia morning, areas
follows. ' '

On Saturday last Col. Turchin's Illinois
Regiment, the ''Bloody Nineteenth," u
they were generally known, at that time
stationed on the Kentucky shore of the Mi- -

sissippi river, about eight miles below Cairo',
received orders to proceed to Washington.
Some delay attended their transhipment,
and they did not leave Cairo till Monday
night.

Arriving at Sandoval or OJin, thoy were
transferred to the Ohio & Mississippi Rail-oa-

and left on two trams lor this citv.
The firsttrain, composed of ten ears, passed
Vincennes about two o'clock yesterday after-
noon, followed by the second, composed of
eight cars, some ten minutes later. .

While crossing a bridge that spanned
Beaver Creek, three piles west of Huron,
and about fifty this side of Vraccnnes. the
seoond train broke through. DreciDatins six
of the eight cars to the bottom ot the stream,
and killing and wounding a large number of
the regiment; some reports placing the num-
ber as high ax one huudredand fifty, though
it is impossible to ascertain, at the present
writing, the mortality, with any degree of
osrtainty. ' '

ihe engine, fortunately, became detached
from the train, and the engineer at once ran
it to the nearest station for assistance. The
first train, containing the remainder of the
regiment which bad safely passed over the
bridge a few minutes previous, wu stopped
at Mitchell, twelve miles east of Hudson.
and sent back to the scene of the disaster.-

1 he Express train for St Louis, which
left this city at five o'clock, wu also tele-
graphed, and hastened to the tpot, taking
along all the surgeons that could be found
on the route. Surgeons also left Vinotnues
for the scene by special train. .

Intelligence of the calamity did not reach
the city till a lute hour last night Super-
intendent Lewis, of the Ohio Miaaiaaippi
Road, at once prepared a special train, and,
in company with Dra. Judkina, Mussey,
Wood, Norton and others, left for Huron to
render all assistance possible- .

Siuce writing tho foregoing, we have' re
ceived the following dispatch from the scene'
of disaster, by an operator who went down
from Mitchell on the return train, aud ad-- ,
dressed to the Superintendent of the Road'
ia this city.
