Astounding Revelations.
Illinois K. G. C. in Fort Lafayette

A short tinia sine M. T. Jnhnenn and
David Shohan, two notorious traitors of
rnlena, were atTOUed bv order of ths See-

retary of War, and sent to Fort Lafayette.
At tho time they wuro taken to the Fort,
there hsppen ;d to lie confined in the Minepe a gentli-ma- from the ottyof New
York, named Lowis Bsllard. who hid been
sent there for a mere tcchuieil violation of
the War Department, in proposing tonle
tain substitutes for person who .hould be
draltcd. Mr. Ballard was a thorouuhlv
loyal citil"n, and a man of good character

ml unquestioned voracity. As soon a. it
was ascertained that his error was commit
ted in good faith, and without any iii'en-tio- u

to discourage cnlistin nts. hewaerelea- -

ed. He was in tha fort whon Johnson and
Shohan were sent thero, and he hapixued
to be confined in the sains room with tlmm
Johnson supposed, as a matter of course.
