A» soon as the first sprouts hegin to
break the aurfuce of the ground, we go
through the snme way of planting, with
harse and cullivator, twice in each row
~—don't put them off with once in a row
~—thas thorouglly killing every weed,
ag well as pulverizing the ground. This
ia the best and cheapest working they
rl Don't de afraid of covering the

ills up by running close to the rowa.
If thers are any clods remaining or the
soil is very lglit, take your roller and
roll down smooth and mellow, Never
use & rollor Imwever unless the soil is
dry.

The potatoes will soon appear above
the surface, —oming up clean and far
‘shead of weeds. Your trouble is now
mostly over if yon only keep doing.—
They should be worked over four times
more, laying them by with shovel
plow, when well in blossom,

On enftable soils the Nedl: nnock |

appeara to be admirably suited to our
dry and hot sumamers of Central Olio.
They asppear to wait as it were for
molsture in very dry weathe: nind then
posnens the ability to make tivmsclves
quick, thus only requiring n single
shower to make a good crop. The
Peach Blow requires all snmmer and

art of the fall to make itself, and in
dry aeasons does not yield as well as
the Neshannock. IfI could have all
auch summoers and fulls as the last, T
woeld raise the I'onch Blow for all ex-
cept the carly crop.

As to rotting, I don't belleve the
Neshannock, if well handled, is worse
than other varicties. I haye raised
Jrom 2000 to 5000 bushels annually for
the last ten years, and nevor lost to
the amonnt of one hushel in that time,
with potato rot. TIndeod I have yel to
see the first potato affected with the
rot. When I planted early und then
Larvested early, I have put away ripe
potatoes in August that kept first rate
all winter.

They are the prolific sources of fungus
in all its multifarious forms. And
fuagus is bocoming the greatest pestin
Awerioan borticulture, The eracking
of the pear, rotting of the grape and
apecks on apples are all caused by

, While rust and mildew are only
different names for different forms of
fungus growth.

In the gardon and orchard, every
thing that will not rotand make manure
fuleas thun & year should be gathered up
andournt. The lmportanceof doing this
rnnpﬂy is not generally underatood.

f the branches of trocs, potato tops and
woody mutter of all kinds could he
aharred instend of burnt, it would make
axcellent manure. And in many in.
stapces this can be doue without much
trouble. Old sods from waste pluces
im the garden van bie obtained to cover
the heap, and they will themselves be
comverted luto u most nseful fertilizer,
Vagotables of sll kinds dellght in such
a8 manure. It is froe from weods, acts
quickly, and wakes the soll light, warm
sad porous. A gurdener, who once
used themn will never ngain if possible
be without & supply.—| Rural Annual,
